The shooting occurred only a couple of 
blocks away from the scene o£ the murder 
of Herman Rosenthal last Jqly, bpfc the 
gunmen had less luck than the Rosenthal 
murder crew. Five policemen who 
in the immediate vicinity heard the shots 
and pounced upon five men, who they 
accused of the killing.

The police allege that the men they 
caught are members of the Paul Kelly 
band of gangsters, of which Jerry 
adherent. They say that Jerry had re­
cently fallen under suspicion, however, 
and that he was thought to be revealing 
the gang’s secrets to District Attorney 
Whitman.

None of the men caught were armed, 
but witnesses said they saw them threw 
revolvers away and three of the guns were 
found in a garbage can nearby.

James Jeslo, one of the prisoners, was 
severely beaten by the police who caught 
him.
