Left Ingorsoll a Week Ago and Has
Not Been Heard of Since.

It wap for the purpose of locating
Smith and investigating some of the
tiransactions that he had made on be-
half of the Company, that hrought
Mr. A. E. Welch, managing director,
for the Company, to Ingersoll on Tues-
day. Mr. Welch! left London hurrieds
ly im response to a letter from a
shlarebolder here, who stated that
severai days ‘ago he made a payment
of $30 to Smith for which he
hell no receipt from the Com-
pamny. Mr. Welch wag ‘greatly
taken back when he arrived and was
unable to find any trace of Smith. The
payment of the $80, which the share-
holder suid he had made to Smith, Mr.
Welcl. stated, had not been reported
to him. Mr. Welch at that time wag
unable to state whether Smith’s dis-
appearance was significant of irregu-
larities in his dealings, but he at once
caused a mnotice to be ingerted in this
paper to the effect that Smith i no
longer in the employment of the Com-
pany, ana that he has no authority
to take orders for shares, or collect
payment for same.

Mr. Welch left for Woodstock with
the bope of learning something con-
cerning Smith's whereabouts.

Sthith is very gentlemanly appear-
ing, and possesses the happy faculty
of ingratiating himself with nearly
everyoue he mects. He is a regular
wizard in the handling of cards, and
was Trequently seen displaying Lis
wkile in town, for which he
gainel considerable notoriety.
