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COMPULSORY ATTENDANCE AT SCHOOL.

It is a matter for regret thatin the
struggle for political advantage in this
province too frequently objects of great
importance are lost sight of. We are
much less concerned a8 to the individu-
als who govern the province than we are
as to the manner in which it is govern-
ed. But too often it is the case -that the
fight against one man and in favor of an-
other becomes sn bitter that principles
and results are altogether  lost
sight of, and the highly favored
individual who gets - into power
seems to think that he has fulfilled the
expectati ined in. regard to
him by merely undertaking the respon-
sibilities of office. It wounld be much
more to the purpose if we would insiston
the necessary legislation which is essen-
tial to the well being of the province be-
ing carried out. One of the matters
which have been neglected is the con-
dition of school attendance in this prov-
ince. We have provided ourselves with
an elaborate and expensive system of
free schools which costs the people large a
amount of money, and which super-
ficially is = efficient in every respect.
No doubt children who attend these
schools will receive good a education and
grow up into useful citizens, but un-
fortunately it is the case that too many
children that ought to be at school, are
not attending one at all. The recent
murder case has discloged the fact that
two young men, both of whom have
gréwn up since onr school law came into
force, are 8o entirely ignorant and so
wholly uneducated that they can
neither read nor write and proba-
bly have never entered the doors
of a school in the whole course of
their lives. Watts, the unfortunate young
man who was guilty of taking away the
life of a fellow creature, we are informed,
used as a boy to play about Leinster street

THE SCOTT ACT AND ARRESTS.

Mr. Edward Jack writes to the Sun to
point out that the number of arreéts in
Fredericton during the month of May,
1890, for drunkenness was only 7 against
19 arrested for the same offence in May,
1889. He also shows that from Nov. 1st to
June 1st,1889,there were 88 persons arrest.
ed for being drunk on the public streets
of Fredericton, while between Nov. 1st,
1889, and June 1st, 1890, there were only
43 persons found drunk on the streets of
Fredégioton. . Mr. Jack efprésses. the
opinion that “this happy change:is” due
to the work.of the W. C. T. U. and to
the Scott Act.” We understand that
the Scott Act was in force in
Fredericton duripg  the whole pefiod
covered by  these

twelve years in that city: at the date
when the first figures of the comparative
were lied. What had
the Scott Act been doing all these years,
if at the end of so long, a period, 88
persons were picked up drunk in the
streets of a small city of 6000inhabitants
in seven months ? But Mr. Jack ought to
know that the number of arrests for
drunkenness in a city is no test whatever
of the amount of drinking. The object of
the Scott Act is not to preventdrunken-
ness but to prevent drinkingin bar ropoms.
There are people .who drink liquor_all
their lives, yet are neverseen the wprse
of it, and there are others who: never
drink without getting drunk, . The
Beott Act makes-nodistinction between
these elasses. Under its provisions' the
moderate drinker and the hard drinker
are equally debarred from drinking in a
bar-room. But the Scott Act does not
prevent any one from having a barrel of
liquor in his house, if he can afford it,
and carousing there to his heart’s con-
tent. The stricter enforcement of the
Scott Act in Fredericton, which has re-
duced the number of arrests, has only
driven the drinking from the public bar-
rooms to the homes of the people. The
poor man fills his flask and guzzles it at
home so that his drunkenness is con-
cealed from sight, and good men like
Mr. Jack go about the town lifting
their bands in thankfulness and declar-
ing, “We have suppressed drinking.”
Mr. Jack says that of the 7 men
arrested in Fredericton for drunken-
ness in May of this - year ' three
were from St. John and brought their
liquor with them, That still leaves four
unaccounted for, who got their liquor in
Fredericton. It appears that even in
that community of sober people liquor is
still sold in spite of the Scott Act.

We must have
a truant law by which boys who will
not go to school will become subject to
the authorities and be arrested and made
to suffar the penalty of their neglect to
take advantage of the opportunities they
have of receiving an education.

The compulsory school law is in oper-
ation in part of the British Islands. Tt
is also in operation in some portions of
the United States, and wherever it pre-
vails it is found to work well. It is in
fact a complement of the school law itself,
and is essential to the obtaining of the
best results from that benificent meas-
ure. Let our politicians cease their strife
for a little at the next session of the leg-
islature and enact a law which will com-
pel all children to go to school, at least,
during some portion of their lives.

ALWAYS AGAINST CANADA,

Mr. Jobn V. Ellis has returned to St.
John and assumed that editorial chair
which has been so much like a barber’s
chair during his absence in Ottawa and
at Washington. It would not be like
John V., however, to sit down without a
snarl at some one, and he finds a ready
subject of attack in the Canadian Pacific,
the great national line of Canada, which
reflects so much credit on the energy,
enterprise and public spirit of the people
of the Dominion. The recent meeting
of the stockholders of this line
showed that it had been successful
in earning money beyond even the expec-
tations of its friends, so that even the re-
donbtable Mr+ Ellis could not muster
sufficient courage to say that it had been
a failure. But something must be said
to discredit this great Canadian enter-
prise, so Mr. Ellis set down and calmly
wrote as follows:—

Although the Canadian Pacific Railway
is constantly represented asdoing a great
freight business, as “knocking American
roads out,” etc., the business does not
come this far. Its principal shipLing
ports are in New England, and Boston is
chiefly benetiting by the business of this
great Canadian line.

The Canadian Pacific Railway has been
in direct connection with St. John for less
than a year, and during that time it has
been embarrassed by the lack of facili-
ties here to do any in-transit business.
The building of deep water wharves,
with warehouses and a grain elevator are
conditions necessary to the bringing of a
large freight business here over the
Canadinn Pacific, but these conditions
have not yet been fulfilled. In their
abgence, why should the Canadian Pac-
ific people be blamed 1if freight which
would otherwise come to St' John now
goes to Boston and New York ? In this,
as in all other matters affecting the
interests of this city and of Canada gen-
erally, Mr. Ellis has nothing but
sneers and discouragements for our
people. Immediately after confedera-
tion he began a series of at-
tacks on everything Canadian, and
he has steadily pursned this
policy ever since, inventing new griev-
ances against Canada where there were

It must be evident,we think, to the ex-
cellent gentlemen who compose the
clerical element in the Alliance that
there is something in their organization
whieh is ipjuring it with the public.
