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TRE CENSUS.

The question of a new city census has
been before the treasury board, and it is
understood that 8 majority of the board
are in favor of taking the census of the
city under the auspitesof the common
council every five years. The first of
these censuses is to be taken on the first
of January next. The Telegraph says
that & majority of the members of the
board believe that the recent census was
a8 correct as it was possible to secure,
and that it wounld notserve any practical
purpose to undertake another “count.
This of course is a misrepresentation of
the attitude of the treasury board, for if
& majority of the members of that board
thought the recent census correct it
would be of little use to take a new
consus as soon as the first of January
next. We regtet to have tosay that in
this matter the common council has
shown a great deal of slackness and very
little regard for the good name of 8t
John. Months ago, immediately after
the census was taken, the GazEITE
placed before the citizens of 8t. John
conclusive evidenee that the census was

~ wrong, yek the common council for some
reason unknown to the citizens,and to the
GazerTe declined to take any steps, or
rather pretended to be making progress
in the matter while they were really make
ing none. There was not the slightest
necessity for the common council to
wait on the tardy footsteps of the board
of trade fo move in this census matter.
There ought tobe sufficient civic pride
in the common council and sufficient
ability to regulate the affairs of the city,
especially in such a matter as this with-
out reference to the board of trade. The
census taken on the first of January
next will have this disadvantage, that
people will be able tosay that it was
taken a year after the dominion
census, which we claim is utterly incor-
rect. As for the prefence that the city
cannot afford to take a census of its own,
that is an utter absurdity. The city
spends a great-deal of money in a much
less useful manner than in taking an en-
umerstion of the people for the purpose
of rebutting the slander that this city
has decreased in population daring the
past ten years. If the members of the
common council had any
large share of public spirit, - such
as __ the old inhabitants
St. John possessed, they would have put
their hands in their pockets and psaid
for theexpense of & new enumeration
themselves.

In anot very remote time the sensibil-
ities of many really good christian peo-

THE UNITED S'I_IT__ES ELECTIONS.

Our esteemed contemporary, the Sun,
thinks that the Republicans will be able
to derive much satisfaction from Tues-
day’s elections. If they can do this the
Republi are ly very easily
satisfied. In New York state the Demo-
crats have elected their governor by &
plurality of 48,000, a larger plurality than
the state has given to a Democratic can-
didato since 1882. When Mr. Cleveland
was elected president his plarality in
New York state was only a trifle over
1,000 When Hill was elected
governor in 1888 his plurality: was
19,000, but President Harrison's plur-
ality the same year in the state was
12,000 In 1889 the Democraticsecretary
of state was elected by 's plurality of
20,000. The result of the election on
Tuesday makes it absolutely certain that
New York will be earried by the Dem-
ocrats next year in the presidential con-
test. As regards the legislature of the
state it is claimed that the Republicans
have amajority of two on joint ballot,
This claim may be as unfounded as was
the claim of a majority & yesr ago.
In the legislature of 1889 the Republicans
had a  majority of 40 on
joint ballot 8o if their position
is now satisfacfory to them, it
maust have been something more than
satisfactory to them two years ago. In
Massachusetts, Governor Russell, the
Democratic candidate, has carried the
state by a larger majority than be had
in 1890. His victoryis regarded as an
overwheleming one, and is the more re
markable because it is the only instance
of a Democratic governor being elected
to a d term in M husetts
When it is considered that in 1888 Mass-
achusetts gave President Harison &
plurality of 32,000 the victory of Gover-
nor Russell is the more remarkable.

In Iowa we see a similar result where
Boies, the Democratic governor, has been
reclected. Boies had a plurality of 6,500
in 1889, but the Republicans carried the
state last year by a plurality of 3,366. In
the presidental election Harrison had &
plurality of upwards of 81,000, B0 that
Iowa has entirely ch d its political
complexion during the last three years
This result shows that the Republicars
have not been able to hold their own in
three of the most important states of the
union, and their victory in Obio is by no
means a fair offset of their defeat in New
York, Massachusetts and Towa. With
good management and a good candidate
the Democrats onght to elect a president
in 1892.
