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THE SOLICITOR GENERAL'S EXPLANATION.

We devote agood deal of space to day to
a report of a personal explanation made
in the House of Assembly yesterday, and
the discussion that followed, in regard to
our article on the course of the Solicitor
General in reference to the bill postpon-
ing the clections in St. John and Portland
until the union bill could be passed.
Aftera careful perusal of this report.which
is the official one furnished to the press
by Mr. Michael McDade, we are unable
to discover that Mr. Ritchie wasin a
position to show our article to have been
unjust to him in any single particular,
except in regard to the following portion
of it,— |

“The solicitor general sneaked away
and refused to attend the meeting of St.
John members held on Monday night at
the instance of a few public spirited
citizens of St. John who had gone to
Fredericton to see that this city’s inter-
ests were properly looked after, but Mr.
Blair insisted upon his atten lance, and
Mr. Ritchie, with bad grace, was obliged
to come into the meeting.”

Mr. Ritchie specifically denies the
statement that he refused to attend the
meeting; he says he promised Dr.
Alward that he would attend the
meeting and he did attend, althongh he
was very tired. The Attorney general
corroborates Mr. Ritchie’s statement, so
far as to say that the latter did not at-
tend the meeting at his instance; and
Dr. Alward says that he asked Mr. Ritchie
o attend the meeting, Mr. Ritchie spoke
of being weary, after the long session of
the House; but he did attend the
meeting. It would seem therefore
our informant was mistaken in attribut-
ing to Mr. Ritchie a desire to shirk the
meeting, and the Gazerre, which is a
newspaper published in the inter-
est  of truth and fair dealing
bhetween man and man, has
great pleasure in withdrawing this part
of its accusation against Mr. Ritchie. It ‘
is proper to add here, that the gentleman, |
who gave us the information on which |
this charge was based, was not one of the
members for either the city or county

consented to support the bill when he
heard that it was only intended to delay
ihe elections about a month. We have
no desire to look too narrowly at Mr,
Quintons motives in this matter, “all’'s
well that ends well;” but we must beg to
remind our Lancaster friend that the
proposal to delay the consummation of
union did not come from its friends but
from its enemies, and that it was the
Telegraph and not the Gazerre which
insisted on the union of the two eities
being postponed until the beginning of
July.

The following anecdote is

related by Dr. Steeves, the medical sup-

erintendent of the New Brunswick

Asylum : “Many years ago, before there

was an insane asylum on Lancaster
Heights, a gentleman resident in the city

of Saint John, whose son became alienat-
ed in mind, seeing that there was no
suitable place for his treatment at home,
concluded to place him under care in an
institution in Massachusetts. Father
and son took passage in asteamer, indue
time arrived at Boston, put up at an
hotel, and on the following morning set
out for the asylum, which they soon
reached, entered, were shown into the
waiting-room, and sat waiting the en-
trance of the doctor. The son was not
in ignorance of the intention of his par-
ent, nor was he agreed to the propriety
of the proposed step; faulty though his
mind was certified to be, he had mentally
laid his plans to defeat his governor.
Immediately upon the entrance of the
doctor, the son arose, stepped forward
and addressed him, saying: ‘I have
brought this old gentlemon here to place
him under your charge for treatment.
The father interposed, showing not a
little discomfiture and excitement,urging
that it was the son who was crazy; but
the son commanded enough composure
to at once inform the doctor that the old
man believed everyone was crazy but
himself, and suggested withdrawing to
another room, and sending for attendants
immediately, as his father,when opposed,
was very violent and dangerous. The
doctor was hoodwinked, the attendants
were called, who seized the protesting,
frenzied old man and placed him in a
ward.” Tt is a pity to spoil a good story;
but one would like to know how the son
got hold of the certificates, and how he
managed to alter the statement of the
age of the patient.

[The critic forgets, or {wrhaps does not
know that the laws and regulations for
the admission of patients in this country
are far less rigid than in England. The
age is not necessarily stated in a medical
certificate, and the transfer of “the
papers” from the pocket of the officer to
that of his charge, is of frequent con-
templation.]

The Asylum for the province was
opened on December 12th, 1848, and we
learn from Table 29 of the Appendix
attached to the report under notice, that
ninety-two patients were resident on the
last day of December, 1849. 1In 1887, the
number had risen to 455, and the cry
there as here is, “still they come.” The
percentage of recoveries would seem to

In truth the chief and grand
object for placing persons in hospitals
for the insane, is to obtain the cure of a
distressing malady, and not merely to
guard against homicide, suicide, arson,
&e., &e. There was a time, it must_be
admitted, when insanity was regarded in
the same light as witcheraft, demoniacal
possession, _&c., and indeed ~when de-
moniacal possession and insanity were
synonymous terms, and 1t requirgd cen-
turies to sever thig unholy union, or
rather to establish the fact that the one
was a superstitution and the other the
prominent symptom of a physical dis-
ease. It is no wonder, therefore, that we
find legislative acts and laws having
incorporated in them, words and expres-
sions brought into use, when the study
of insanity was inits infancy.]

Inview ofthe certainty of the postpone-
ment of the civic elections until the
union of St. John and Portland takes
place, there is a pause in the work of the
election committees, until the exact date
of the election is known with certainty .
That this date will be anearly one is
beyond question, and there seems to be
no good reason why it should not be fixed
at theend of April or the beginning of
May. The desire of every one in St,
John now should be to have the union
effected and the elections brought about

at as early a date as possible.

Any one looking across the harbor at
St. John from Carleton or the Straight
Shore will see a tall, solitary building
standing apart from all the others. That
The
Globe also stands alone; it has no sym-
pathy with or regard for the interests of
the people of St. Jehn. The building is
a type of the newspaper that is published
within its four walls, and of the editor
who controls it. The building, the
newspaper and the editor, all stand alone.

On one occasion when the St. Lawrence

of Canada, 14 were Irish, 1 was Scotch, &
were English, and 1 was a United
States man. The total number under
treatment was 560. Of these 525 were
wholly supported by the province, 7 were
partially so, and 27 were private patients,
The average cost per head per annum
was ninety dollars and a-half, represent-
ing about nineteen pounds of our money
—a rate by no means high for an asylum
of that size.

Table 27 gives what we do not remem-
ber to have met with before in any
asylum report, namely, the color of the
hair of those admitted. Taking the re-
turns of the last twelve years we see that
there were 1,493 admissions, of whom
422 had dark hair, 304 had brown hair,
212 had dark brown, 127 had grey, 60
had brown-grey, 86 black and grey, 112
had “dark” hair, 113 “light” hair, 33 had
auburn, and only 24 had red. The table
is one the use of which we fail to see;
but the man who is fond of drawing
inferences may infer from the table
either that red-haired people rarely be-
come insane or that red hair is not com-
mon in New Brunswick.

The fabric of the asylum has under-
gone considerable modifications and
additions lately. Twelve years since it
was large enough to accommodate a little
over 200 patients, although it then con-
tained 208. To remedy this overcrowd-
ing, resort was had to the doubtful
expedient of fitting up the basement as
a dormitory for forty beds. In 1878 an
addition for sixty beds was made on the
male side of the asylum, and in 1881 a
similar addition was made on the female
side.

Before this time the wards were inno-

cent of decoration; now every one is
embellished, and a complete transforma-
tion has been effected. In1884 the estate
was enlarged by the purchase of 250
acres of land. and on this a building was
erected capable of containing a hundred
patients. The following paragraph is
worthy of a wider circulation than it
would be likely to %'et inan asylum re-
port, and we therefore quote it verbatim:
“ The friends of insane patients are gen-
erally very willing to accept advice,
more or less authoritative,which appears
to justify them in attemvting to carry out
treatment at home. Against the affection
which prompts this desire on the part of
friends I have no condemnation or un-
kind word to utter, but it does appear to
me that those whose intellectual natures
mostly dominate over their eflective, and
who occupy the place of advisers, might
well afford, when issues of momentous
importance are at stake, to set forth in a
candid, fair, and ingenuous light the
facts and probabilities in these cases. It
has been claimed, leaving out few
exceptional cases, that insanity can be
more successfully treated in an insane
hospital than at home, and rarely has
this claim been chalienged so faras I
know.”
There is a curious clause in the pro-
vincial law relating to the insane. It
runs: “Any person so disordered in his
senses as to be dangerous when at large,
may, on evidence of the fact, be appre-
hended and conveyed to the Provincial
Lupatic Asylum.” Dr. Steeyes is of
opinion that the sooner the word “dan-
gerous” is expunged the better it will be
for the insane ; and in this opinion we
fully concur. How such a word ever
came to be inserted is a mystery, and it
does not say much for the psychological
knowledge of the framers of the Act.
