“The biggest proportion of wnite res­
idents in the country are missionaries, 
and the churches are certainly well rep­
resented. There are no less than eight 
different missions established in Nyass- 
aland, which have stations at all the 
principle points. Among these are the 
Universities’ Mission, the Church of 
Scotland Mission and the Roman Catho­
lic Mission, under the auspices of the 
French Fathers.

“There are six different nations of ne­
groes in Nyassaland, who have a com­
mon medium of speech called the Mang- 
Anja, after the name of one of the 
tribes. One of these nations, the Tons, 
who live about Gamba, the government 
capital, have come in touch with the 
Arabs of the coast and have adopted 
the Mo'hammedan religion, 
very fine specimens of men, and pride 
themselves upon their athletic ability. 
Some of them are very fine wrestlers.

“The Angmi inhabit the highlands 
west of the Sheri and Lake Nyassa. 
Some fifty years ago the Angina, who 
are a branch of the Matebele, came up 
from the south and subdued the Many- 
Angi, but, curiously enough, they have 
acquired the language of the conquered 
race and are fast forgetting their own 
dialect.

“Two other nations, the Angnia and 
Chape ta, who live away from the lake 
district, aTe more or less of a wild peo­
ple, but will become very useful as the 
country is opened up.

“The natives1 are very independent, 
and in their present condition want but 
very little as they can produce all the 
food they require in their own gardens, 
and they do not need much clothing. 
They live largely, in small villages scat­
tered over the country, consisting of 
from 20 to 100 huts each. Every year 
the natives are going down in increas­
ing numbers td fealsbury, and even to 
Johannesburg, td work in the mines. 
The exodus id" a voluntary one.

“The Nyassaland negro is quite musi­
cal, and while pegging along on an 
overland journey, the men beguile the 
way with weird, quaint songs chanted 
in a very melodious tone. Some of these 
songs are in Zulu, and are very old. 
Some of the mote stirring are old bat­
tle chants, the meaning of which has 
been forgotten by the natives for gener­
ations. Still they sing them, with the 
same accent and pronunciation as Chai­
ka’s impii sang them when they flung 
themselves upon the Dutch invaders of 
their country.

“The natives are doing one thing 
which is detrimental to the welfare of 
the country, and that is they are ac­
tively engaged In the work of deforest­
ation. They are constantly changing 
their gardens and making new clear­
ings, when such are entirely unneces­
sary. This destruction of the timber 
has had an appreciable effect upon the 
rainfall, which has decreased during 
the past few years.

“The character of the average native 
is very simple and lovable, and if they 
are properly treated they make excel­
lent servants, and some of the higher 
Claes friends true as steel. It Is with 
the greatest regret that I reflect that 
the white man’s habits of dissipation 
must follow on the mission’ track and 
that the natives are doomed to lose 
their simple independent character.

“The country is scarcely suitable for 
white colonization, as white children 
cannot be brought up under healthy 
conditions even in the highlands, where 
the adult is practically immune from 
fever attacks.”

The line for which Mr. Crighton act­
ed as engineer is.called the Shire High­
lands railway, and is operated by a 
British cnm;-any. Nearly all the en- 
ginemen are natives of India, while the 
guards, or conductors, are Englishmen. 
Though the latter do not work hard 
they are not In q, particularly happj 
condition, as they are constantly ex­
posed to malaria.

There is thought to be considerable 
ore in the Lake Nyassa district, and the 
opening of a new mining country is 
one of the objects of the new line.

Mr. Crighton has been about ten days 
on Vancouver Island. He spent a fgw 
weeks at his home in England before 
coming to Canada.

Sometimes when the Zambezi is 
very low the stern-wheelers cannot at­
tain to within twenty-five miles of this 
place, and then the unfortunate travel­
er is in for it. He is bundled into a 
machilla, a kind of hammock slung on 
a pole, and borne along the narrow for­
est path by four stalwart negroes, who 
are relieved by another four every hour. 
On they go at a slow jog trot while the 
blazing sun beats down upon the ma­
chilla and its occupant through the thin 
foliage of the East Africa jungle.

“Back from the river towards the 
bush country stretch vast plains over­
grown with tangled grass which reàehes 
a greater height than the tallest man. 
This grass falls over the pathway and 
renders progress difficult. Yet these 
tireless natives carry one along at the 
rate of forty miles a day, and their 
companions jog along with sixty 
pounds of baggage.

“The railway has now been completed 
to Blantyre, 110 miles from Port Her­
ald. From the latter place to Chiromo, 
the right of way passes through flat 
land, and the bi-weekly trains make the 
distance in an hour. At Chiromo, the 
right of way crçsses the river. A bridge 
has not yet been erected and passen­
gers must be transferred to another 
train, which makes the remaining 80 
miles of the journey to Blantyre, the 
commercial capital of the country.

“The Church of Scotland has estab­
lished a mission at this place, and there 
is also a station of the Zambezi Indus­
trial Mission. Considerable cultivation 
is going on around Blantyre. Coffee 
and tobacco plantations extend in all 
directiois. A very good quality of 
bright yellow leaf is grown, which 
mak. <■ a splen lid tobacco for pipe and 
cigarette use. Nyassaland coffee has 
a fine flavor, and large quantities are 
exported. Blantyre is the present 
northern terminus of the railway.

“The country down by the Zambezi 
and the lower reaches of the Shire river 
is flat, and fever inducing. If one does 
not glvi Immediate attention to an at­
tack of malaria, blackwater fever is 
liable to set in, which very often proves 
fatal. During the months of May, June 
and July, which are usually cool 

: months, the mosquitoes are reduced to 
a minfjnum, and the malaria receives 
a temporary quietus. In the upper 
country at an elevation of 2,000 or 3,000 
feet one is practically immune from 
fevef, that is if you stay there. Light 
rains commence at the beginning of 
November and continue until the mid­
dle of December, where there Is usual­
ly fine weather for a fortnight. The 
heavy rains get in at the beginning of 
January, and continue until the end of 
j^arch.”

Mr. Crighton described all the coun­
try in the Shire district as swarming 
with game. “There are said to be lions, 
leopards, eland, water-buck, haarte- 
beeste, reed-buck, kudoo and wart-hog 
in almost every part. Back of Lake 
Nyassa is a fine elephant country, but 
all the big tuskers have been killed by 
white and native hunters, who rushed 
into the country after Livingstone, and

Complaints about the alleged unsani­

tary condition of a Chinese wash house 
at the corner of Fort and Quadra 
streets were again aired at the meet­
ing of the city board of health last 
evening.

William Neal, the complainant, not­
withstanding the sanitary inspector’s 
favorable report on the condition of the 
building, still insisted that the wash 
house did not comply with any one of 
the regulations of the bye-law. The 
means of egress for the fumes and 
steam had been so badly placed that 
during the day his dwelling was per­
meated with the steam and odor from 
the wash house. Mr. Neal grew very 

Jndignant with the council. Why didn’t 
they enfore the by-law which they had 
made. The ground beneath the wast 
house, he declared, was reeking with 
filth to the great discomfort and annoy­
ance of adjacent residents.

Aid. McKeown said that the owner of 
the premises intended to let the build­
ing for other purposes on the expira­
tion of the present tenant’s lease on 
November 1st. The troùble appeared 
to be that the pipe through which the 
fumes and odor escaped was just level 
with. Mr. Neal’s upstairs’ windows.

“And this is another violation of the 
by-law,” tried Mr. Neai.

After a great deal of argument It was 
decided that Mr. Neal must grin and 
bear It until the 1st of November, when 
a revolution will be effected.

Dr. Robertson reported that the 
health of the city generally was good.
