FILIPINOS AND MOROS
IN DESPERATE FIGHT

Nine Killed and Four Wounded
in Hand-to-hand En-
counter.

Manila, Oct. 26.—In a desperate fight,
prolonged for hours, which ‘occurred
on Friday near lligan, Island of Min-
danao, nine Filipinc laborers and their
superintendent, also a native, were
killed by marauders and four other na-
tives' were woundeéd. - ‘Whether or not
the attacking Moros suffered any loss
cannot now: be ascertained.

The fight took place upon the Shep-
herd plantation. The Moro band, fol-
lowing the tactics usually employed by
ithe outlaws, attempted a surprise,
which was so far successful that sev-
era] men were killed in the first rush.

BRYAN SUPPORTERS
' SURE OF VICTORY

Chairman Mack Says New
York is Solid for Dem-
ocrats.

New York, Oct, 26.—Democratic Na-
tional Chairman Mack on Saturday au-
thorized a statement in which he
claimed the election of W. J, Bryan by
a landslide. Mr. Mack announced that
his reports showed that Mr. Bryan
would receive at least 400 electoral
votes, or 59 more than is necessary for
a choice,

Mr. Mack said: “In addition to the
166 votes of the Solid South, and in
this I in¢lude Maryland, I am confi-
dent that Mr, Bryan-will. carry . New
York, New Jersey, Connecticut, Idaho,
Montana, Colorado, Nebraska, Nevada,
Indiana, OQhio, Delaware, Kansas and
South Dgkota, 301 votes. All over the
country there is a change of 25 to 50
per cent. from the Roosevelt vote aof
1904 -to Mr, Bryan.

“The result is no longer in doubt in
New York. The 389 votes of the state
are assured for Mr. Bryan, he will win
‘by a substantial majority. The Empire
State ‘can no longer be included in that
territory called the enemy’s country. I
speak from information gained from a
thorough canvass report from every
county in the state.”
