New York, Nov. 20.—China negotia-
fions, according to a dispatch to the
Times from Washington, have reached
. most serious stage. The actions of
the powers are making partition almost
inevitable, 'The United States faces a
<ituation which means probably that it
will either have to take a slice of China
or go without indemnity. In that case,
it is positively asselted by high authori-
ties, that the United States will go with-
out indemnity. The United States may
succeed in reducmg the demands of
other powers, and is now making every
offort to that end, but without immedi-
ate prospect of success. Every mation
has disavowed any intention of dismem-
bering China, but that merely relates to
dismemberment as 4 punishment for the
Boxer outrages. No nation has pledged
itself to avoid taking a eourse which will
sooner or later make dismemberment in-
evitable. {

Imperial Edict.

Washington, Nov., 20.—The Japanese
legation has received from the foreign
ofice at Mokio the text of the Chinese
In\pel ial edict, dated November 13th in-

tant, on the pumqhment of the anti-
fu:'ui;rn officials. It is to the following
effeat :

“Orders have been issued for the pun-
ishment of the officials who were
responsible for opening hostilities upon
friendly powers and bringing the country
into- the present critical condition by
neglecting to suppress and even by en-
couraging the Boxers, But as Pekin
and its neighborhood have mnot been
cleaared of the Boxers, the innocent
people are still suffering terribly through
the devastation of their fields and the
destruction of their houses—a state of
affairs which cannot fail to fill one with
hitterest feelings against the officials.
And if they are not punished, how can
the anger of the people be appeased and
the indignation of- the foreign powers
allayed ?

“Accordingly Prince Tuan is hereby
deprived of his title and rank, and shall,
together with Prince Chwang, who has
slready been deprived of his title, be
dolivered to the elam court, to be. kept
' prison until the. restoration of peace
when they shall be banished to Sheng
Keng, to be imprigsoned for life.

Continuing M, Delcasse traced the
submission of the French note ag the
basis of the negotiations, and said it was
necessary to obtain a guarantee for ‘he
future against some deeds or attempts.
The foreign minister then said:

“REvery one desires to end the situa-
tion. No one will thing of diminishine
the strength of our forces in China until
the conflict ends. The chamber may

rest assured that the government will

negléct nothing to conclude it quickly
But it needs the confidence of the cham-
Ler.”

BRITISH STBAMER SEIZED,

The Taboga Used as a Transport by .he
Colombian Government,

Panama, Republic of Colombia, Nov.
20.—The seizure of the British steamer
Taboga by the Colombian government
was due to the fact that the agent of the
Pacific Steam Navigation Co., to which
she belonged, refused to sell or charter
the vessel for the purpose of conveying
government troops (to Buena Ventura,
which was besieged by the Liberals.
The government then decreed the seiz-
ure of the steamer, and -proceeded to the
relief of Buena Ventura with troops,
ammunition and provisions.

The British consul here, C, Mallet, en-
tered a strong protest against the seiz-
ure of the steamer, but it was of no avail.
He then communicated with his’ govern-
ment on the subject.

No reply has yet been received from
London. = The Taboga, with the govern-
ment troops, etc., on board, arrived at
Buena Ventura yesterday, whereupon
the Liberals retired.
