““Pllotage” in 1875 and 1878.

Ever since the Bay Pilot was established
at 8t. Andrews (one of the places where
two members of the present Ministry have
country residences), up to within a few
weeks ago, we took the trouble to scan its
columns, but as we seldom found anything
to reward us for our trouble, we, at last,
passed it regularly into the waste basket
without removing the wrapper. Having
had somewhat of a friendly feeling for the
little sbeet and believing it reciprocated
our regard, we did not expect to find it
joining with such a vulgar paper as the
Advogate in berating us, and on seeing an
unfriendly extract in that journal copied
from the Pilot we naturally exclaimed,
“ Et tu Brute!”

The Editor of the Pilot, who declared
in the prospectus that his paper was to be
‘“independent,” had always, in our eyes, a
decided leaning towards the ‘‘Grit”
Premier, and it is with no little enjoy-
ment of the fix he is now in that we re-
member the difficulty with which, wlen
he was our Ottawa Correspondent, we
used to succeed in prevailing upon him to
refrain from his customary elaborate and
gushing style when he had occasion to
mention either Mr. Mackenzie or any
member of his Cabinet, personally. We
were, therefore, surprised to find this
‘‘independent” personage — our whilom
correspondent and soi disant editorial as-
sistant, turning upon us with such charges
as “‘ exemplifying all the characteristics of
a violent ‘Grit organ,” as having accepted
Mr. Mackenzie for our political chief and
now ‘‘turning turk” upon him, etec.
Hear our friend :—* What can Mr. Mac-
ken ie now think of those newspaper
trumpeters who sounded aloud the bugle-
notes of adulation, and who wrote in his
behalf with burning zeal, and words of
tlame?” * * * “forsaking him and the
cause they so zealously espoused.” He
also intimates that we ‘ partock largely
of Dominion loaves and fishes” bLut are
now guilty of ‘““political traitorism akin to
that kind of national traitorism which
Benedict Arnold practised.” Like some
other ‘“trooly loil” converts to Sir John
he enquires, with all the assumed right of
one whe had never asked a favor of
Messrs. Mackenzie, Burpee or Anglin,
whether we can expect ‘‘ to enter the
ranks of the Liberal-Conservative Army.”

One friend of the Pilot knows that
while we always admired Mr. Mackenzie's
honesty of pugpose, we held that he was a
failure as a tactician. 1lndeed, when the
Pilot man once applied to us for a letter toa
““Grit ” Minister at Ottawa to aid him in
securing “*‘ Dominion loaves and fishes
he will remember that we told him we
had no claims on that Ministry and did
not wish to incur any obligations to it by
asking favors for ourselves or others. o It
is, therefore, unkind as well as injudicious
for the Pilot man to intimate that we
‘‘sounded aloud the bugle notes of adula-
tion and wrote in Mr. Mackenzie’s behalf
with burning zeal and words of flame.”

Many of our readers will be surprised
when we state that the above extract is
found in a letter written by, ¢ Juniata,”
our Ottawa corregpondent in 1875, and no
less a personage than the present editor of
the Pilot. It must be remembered that
we knew little of Sir John at that time,
but were acquanted with two ardent sup-
porters of his—Hon. Peter Mitchell of the
Commons, and that gentleman's fides
achates, Hon. Mr. Muirhead, of the Sen-
ate. These two men were, to our local
and unsophisticated eyes, the representa-
tives of Sir John and his political attri-
butes, and made so by the present editor
of the Pilot. If that funny old man mis-
represented Sir John and misled us he

their p t, their credentials to enter
the ranks as Volunteers in the Liberal-
Conservative Army? Those newspaper
Editors who would new swing Mackenzie
like Mahomet, between the Heavens and
the Earth! They must eat ashes a little
whie longer in Sackeloth !”

We hope some of our good friends in
St. Andrews will suggest to ‘ Juniata”
the propriety of appearing less excited and
strange in his new pasture. When he
used to hang about the lobbies at Ottawa,
waylaying Messrs. Burpee,Smith, Anglin,
Gilmour and other members and support-
ers of * McKenzie,” for the purpose of
urging his claims to the office of *‘paper
folder,” ¢‘ paper arranger,” or something
of that sort, he was a good deal more
humble and moderate.

The Election Petition Business.

Referring to Mr. Snowball’s defence
against the Mitchell Petition in which
Messrs. Sadler, Crocker, Whitney and Call
have been put forward to do the prosecut-

_election contests that can well be avoided.

The St. John News, referring to the sub-
ject of Election Petitions generally, says:
““The d el cases t
ed with the choice of the new Parliament
are not likely to prove as numerous as we
expected. We read of a few only turning
up in Ontario, still fewer in Quebec, one in
anitoba, and rumors of one or two in in
Nova Scotia. In this Province there is to
be a two-handed contest in Northumber-
land. Mr. Mitchell’s friends will try-to -
get Mr. Snowball upset and disqualified.
A counter attack is to be made by Mr.
Snowball against Mr. Mitchell and his
agents. Some talk has been floating round
of other cases. We are sorry that even
one case has arisen in New Brunswick.
Our people do not take kindly to these pro-
tracted and costly election squabbles.
When they fight their way through a gen-
eral election, however it may result, &my
like to have done with the business till ne-
cessity requires them to take the field
again. In Ontario public taste runs in an-
zltlh“ di{lection. ﬁ: Ontarians, T
y 8 ing, are & fine high-spirited px
ple. pl;:t they have a keelghre ish for elecs
tion excitement. They get it up early ;
work it up to the boiling point; go into
the,work like beavers; keep at it like Brit-
ons ; and like zealous and endaring convi-
vialists, who, though they have well eaten
through the heavier courses, make much
of the dessert and tarry long over the wal-
nuts and the wine, they lengthen out their
election enjoyment by renewing the strug-
gle in the Courts. Why, there is a case
on hand in an Ontario Election Court that
has lasted for years. The New Brunswick
people generally do not relish this sort of
thing. Small blame to them for that same,
for these contests are rarely necessary,
and still more rarely beneficial in resalt to
public interest. They unduly lengthen
out unwholesome excitement. They pre-
vent the speedy effacement of unpleasent
impressions made in election struggles on
the minds of men who ught,as far as pos-
sible, to dwell together in unity, and join
h::ga in a hundred ways for the common

““ Of course, there are cases which de-
mand judical intervention in the interests
of purity of election, {and there are times
when it mn{ seem best to use every lawful
means for the voidance, if possible of some
particularelection. Butsuchcasesarenow
now few,and nothing of consequence in the
present sitnation depends on making vac-
ant by the decree of a judge any seat
whatever in the new Parliament. Under
ordinary circumstances, too, the contest-
ing busiuess is likely to prove unprofitable
for the contesting party. Candidates’
agents are commmgly as fallible and
cable on one side as the other. ey .
stand alike in an election contest in slip-
pery places, every little possible slip on
one side, is pretty sure to be brought to
book with due diligence on the other.”

The News ought to understand that the
petitioners in the Northumberland matter
do not admit that they are fallible. They
claim to be whole-souled, high-minded hon-
orable, pure, just, righteous, law-abiding
and geneally unimpeachable. How ‘‘ Old
Nick” and scores of electors whose votes
they purchased, orattempted to purchase,
must laugh at their hypocrisy.
