Itis aleo stated thas Mr. Riichie at first
declined to accept the trusts along wich the
other trustees, as he lived away from the
bus:ness and had other daties to attend to,
but was induced to do 2oon the under-
standing that the estate would soon : be
settled by compromise. But now he finds
that the trusts are going to be carried out,
and, as he lives at Newcastle, he thinks
the other trustees, who live at Chatham,
whete the business is situated, cin perform
the trusts without him. Mr. C. W. Wel-
don, Q. C., appeared for the Bank of Mon-
treal, Isibel Murray, wife of the assignor,
and Mr, W. J. Fraser, who are preferred
gcreditorg by the trust deed, and said that on
bahalf of his clients he would oonsent to
she removal of Mr. Ritchie, but he thought
that, as Mr. Barker had suggested, a-new
#rustee should be appointed. He suggest-
ed that Mr. F. E Winslow, manager of
¢the Bank of Moantreal, who are the heaviest
creditors, shoald be appointed.

TAX ON LARGE ESTATES OF DECEASED PERSONS,

Hon. Mr. Blair moved, seconded by Hon.
Mr. Mitchell, the following resolution:—

*‘Whereas, This province expends very
large sums annually for the care and treat-
ment of the insane, and in aid of hospital
and other iunstitutions for the dependent
cl sses, and it is expedient to provide a fund
for defraying part of the said expenditure by
a enccession duty on certain estates of per-
sons dying as hercinafter meuntioned; there-
fore

“‘Resolved, That succession duties be im-
posed to be paid the receiver general for the
use cf the province upon the estates of de
ceased percons, as follows: Where the ag-
gregate value of the property of the deceased
exceeds $50,000, and passes either in whole
or part to, or for, the benpfit of the father,
mother, husband, wife, child, brother, sister,
daughter-in-law or son-in law of the deceas-
ed, the sime or so much thereof as 8o passes
(as the case may be) shall be subject to a
duty of $2.50 for every $100 of the value
excess of §50,000; where the aguregate value
of the property exceeds $200,000 the whole
property shall be subject to a duty of 85 for
avery $100 of the value, and where the value
of the property of the deceased exceeds, $10,
000 so much thereof as passes to or for the
beuefit of the grandfather or grandmother or
any other lineal ancestor of the deceased
(except the father and mother orto any
brother or sister of the deceased, or to any
deseendant of such brother or sister of the
father or mother of the deceased, or auny de-
scendant of such last mentioned brother or
sigter) shall be subject toa duty of $5 of
every $100 of the value; where the value of
the property of the deceased exceeds $6.000
and any part thereof passesto or for the
benefit of any person in any other degree of
collateral consanguinity to the deceased that
is above described, or to or for’ the benefit of
apy stranger in blood to the decesscd, save

““These duties shall not be imposed upon
any estate the value of which, after payment
of all debts and expenaes of administration,
does not exceed $5,000 cor upon property
given, devised or bequeathed for religious,
charitable or educational purposes, nor upon
property passing under will intestancy or
otherwise to or for the nse of the father,
mother, husband, wife, child, daughter-in-
law or son-in-law of the deceased where the
aggregate value of the property of the de-
ceased does not exceed $50,000 in value.”

MR. BLAIR GIVES MR. PHINNEY HIS OWN WAY,

Mr. Phinney gave notice of a motion that
the committee on Balcomn draft investigation
be instructed, directed and authorized in
conjunction with and in addition to the sub.
jects'of the present inquiry, to inquire, in-
vestigate and report upon the circumstances
and facts connected with a certain draft for
the sum of $536 or thereabouts, drawn by J.
A. Balcom, supervisor of great roads for the
city and county of St. John, on Chief Com-
missioner Ryan in the year 1888, and paid
by the department of public works in 1889;
also to inquire, investigate and report upon
the ‘‘balance, $139 30 in Joseph A. Balcom’s
account on page 108 of the auditor general’s
report for 1891, and the balance due by the
said Balcom to the board of works, and into
all facts and circumstances connected with
the said entries and the acccunts, charges or

indebtedness to which they refer.”
Hon. Mr. Blair suggested that Mr. Phin-

The government would not offer any
opposition to it, and it could be passed now
by unanimous consent w.thout the usual two
days’ notice,

Mr. Phinney accepted the suggestion of
Hon. Mr. Blair and moved the resolution,
which passed unamimously.

DAIRYING GRANT OPPOSED.

On the item for the encouragzement of
dawying, $8,000, Dr. Stockton said some
information should be given as to additional
revenne expected from the new taxation pro-
posals,

Hon. Mr. Mitchell siid this was addi-
tional to the $2,000 provided by law.

Dr. Stockton thought the amount was
small in proportion to the amount proposed
to be ra:sed.

Hon. Mr, Mitchell said it was thought
that between $20,000 and $30,000 would be
realized from the new taxation legislation
and he thought the pres:nt appropriation
was a reasonable graut at the commence-
ment.

Dr. Stocktyn—How much of that $20,000
or $30 000 do you propose to devete to term-
inal railway facilities in St John, ?

Hon. Mr., Mitchell—We have not received
much assistance from the members from St.
John in our proposals to aid that port. He
hoped in a few years that the government
would be able to substantially aid St. John
in the mattor of harbor improvements in the
interest of the province generally.

Dr. Alward—Is nothing to be contributed
this year to that object.

Hon. Mr. Blair was charmed with the in-
terest shown by these gentlemen in the
dairying ioterests considering their bitter
opposition and contemptuous references the
otber day. Dr. Stockton says now that the
dairy grant should be enlarged, whicha
week ago he had treated with the utmost con-
tempt. He thought the country would
appraise the solicitude of the hon.
gentleman in the dairy industry at its pro-
per value. If this movement proved to b: a
success it would not be because these hon.
gentlemen had unot opposed it to the utmost
extent. As to the terminal facilities of St.
Jokn, was it reasonable to ask the govern-
ment to make a grant for that service with-
out the request or co operation of the people
of St John? The hon, gentleman (Alward)
was a little previous in his present criticism.
When it was found that the government
were uawilling to afford the suggested, when
it was asked for, this criticism might be in
order,

Dr. Alward said the government were
giving $8.000 to the dairy industry in paur-
suance of the taxation resolutions, and it
was not unreasonable to ask what they in-
tended todo for terminal facilities in St.John
in pursuance of those resolutions? He
thought the solicitor general with his deep
interest in this subject ought to have been
able to make some definite proposition.

Hon. Mr. Puogsley said the hon. gentle-
men from St. John (Alward and Stockton)
had the other day ridiculed the proposals of
the government to aid the dairying industry.
Mr. Hanington referred to these creameries
coatemptuously as patent churns, and Mr.
Powell said it meant givinga threc cent
stamp to each of the farmers of this pro-
vince. No two men had ever done more to
create discord and to weaken the influence
of St. John in the councils of the country
than the hon. gentlemen opposite (Alward
and Stockton). What suggestion had they
ever made in the interests of St. John ? He
(Pugsley) believed the time had come when
the people of St. John should discard party
ties and work out these improvements whose
nead they had felt so long. Any claim
which the people of St. John might present
in this matter would be generously met by
the government regardless of the attitule of
the representatives of that city.

Dr. Stockton said the speeches of the at-

Messrs, Alward, Hanington, Stockton and
Blair thrashed the subject out at consider-
able farther length, after which Hon. Mr,
Mitchell explained that the grant would be
expended in aiding the establishment of
creameries and educating the people by
lectures and otherwise on this subject in
different localties.

Hon. Mr. Blair showed that the average
increase of patients since 1882 was 105; that
the salaries paid to officers averaged lower
than in other couotries and that the cost
per head for maintenance was also below the
average of similar institutions elsewhere,

OPPOSITION VALUATION OF ROCKS.

Messrs, Stockton and Hanington con-
demned the sale of building lots, which
were a part of the Wetmore property pur-
chased for asylum farm purposes.

Hon. Mr. Blair explained that the lots re-
ferred to was so rocky and barren as to be
unfit for even turnip-raising and a number
of gentlemen in Fredericton and elsewhere
bought them in at the public sale at the
Crown Land office with the intention of
sooner or later erect ng summer cottages on
them,even he, himself, having bidden one in
at $20. He said the 60 acres which it was
proposed to buy had been valued by Dr.
Steeves, who owned it, at $60 an acre. The
government had bought the hay off it at $4
per ton, standing, and the money to be paid
for the hay would really pay the interest on
the purchase-price, which was arranged for
at $50 an acre.

TALKING FOR TALK’S SAKE.

The spirit in which the discussion was
carried on may be gathered from the follow-
ing as we find it in the official report:—

Mr. Hanington—This a most extraordinary
thing. Selling lands belonging to the pro-
vioce at $40 an acre, and now proposing fo
buy more alongside of it for $60 an acre,
Why did the sale take place at  the grown
land office ?

Hon. Mr. Blair—Did you ever know sales
of crown lands to take place outside of the.
crown land office ?

Mr. Hanington—Yes, the lands should
have been offered for sale at St. John,

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—You could not get §20
for all the rocky lots referred to from St.
John people as an investment.

Mr. Haniuzto‘n said he had been informed
that Dr. Steeves used patients from the asy-
lam to work on this farm which he now
proposed selling to the government.

Hon. Mr, Blair said the government hav-
ing bought the grass asit stood, patients
might have besn employed in cutting it,
which saved to the provinca the cost of the
labor.

Mr. Hanington said the government had
already land enough at the asylum annex.
What Carletoa county farmer had a farm of
more than 300 acres.

Mr. Ketchum said nearly half tbe farmers
of Carleton county had each a farm of more
than that size.

Mr. Hanington—Under cultivation ?

Mr. Ketchum—Of course, the farms in-
clude pasture lands.

810 AN ACRE OUT OF THE WAY.

Mr. Haniogton strongly condemuned the
proposed purchase of land at $60 an acre, in
view of the government selling part of the
land which cost the province $60 an zcre at
$20 a lot, or $40 an acre. In view of selling
lots o members of the goverament and their
friends at such prices, this sum should not
be voted.

Mr. Smith said it was understood in St,
John that these lots were sold last year,

Hon. Mr. Blair—Many things are under-
stood there that are not true.

Mr. Smith said it was a fact that it was
proposed to buy linds at the annex for
$60 an acre after lands already bought had
been so0ld to members of the governmentsand
their friends for $40 an acre. Ie understood
the reason the lots had been secured by the |
friends of the government was that they
might have votes in St. John county: i

Mr. Haningron—Are the house and barn
included in the proposed purchase ?

Hoo. Mr. Blair said they were not. The
government had no use for them and were
able to secure the 60 acres at $50 an acre by
agreeing that Dr. Steeves should keep the
house and barn and retain about an acre of
the lacd about them. 'The member for St.
John (Smith) had shown how little he knew
about the question he undertook to discuss.
The lots were not sold last year but in Janu-
ary of this year; the purchasers included

such gentlemen as Mayor Beckwith acd Mr.
James 3. Neill, who could not be classed as |
atrong government supporters, The Jots |
were purchased with the view of erecting |
seaside shanties upon them, and nothing |
could be realized for them for any other pur-
pose. Any person had a right to bid on
the lots, they having been advertized ard
open to public competition. He thonght
that all the rocks from Carleton to Red
Head could be bought for less than$20a
lot, so that there was little in the complaint
that the lots referred to had been sold at
that figure. It was not intended to pay %60
an acre for the land now proposed to be pur-
chased. The sum propused was $50 an acre
as the member for St. John (Smith) would

Atkinson proceeded to say Mr. Quinton’s
accounts as steward of the asylum wero be-
fore the accounts committee in a disgraceful
condition, when the point was raised that
the accounts could not be referred to in the
House while they are before the committee,

The chairman referced the matter to the
speaker who ruled that as the accounts were
before the committee for gencral examination
it was not improper for any member to refer
to them in the house.

The item for the purchase of the addition-

al land for the annex of the asylum passed,
LUMBER COMMISSION,

The item for the expenses connected with
the Lumber comnmission $1,119.50 next came
up.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said that when the ap-
pointment of the commission wa3s proposed
in 1890, honorable gentlemen opposite had
made certain propheciex. Dr, Stockton had
said that the commission would cost $3,000
or $4,000; Mr. Hanington though% it would
cost $2,000. The fa:t, however, was that
the total expenses of the commission were
reprcsented by the sum now asked for. He
read a letter from the chairman of the com-
mission, A. F. Raudolph, recommending
that the secretary, D. G. Smith, be paid
8750 and $250 for contingencies and travel-
ing expenses; that Stenographer Risteen be
paid $79.50, and that Mr. Jack and Mr,
Maxwe!l be paid for attending as wisnesses,
The commissioners, themselves, would
prefer that no sum should be granted them
for services or expenses. (Applause.)
These were the gentlemen whom the hon,
gentlemau opposite had attacked so severely
when they were appointed. These were the
gentlemen who were going to make another
grab. There was very little solace for tte
opposition in the finding of that commission,
They found that owing to the depressed
state of the lumber trade a higher rate (f
stumpage ought not to be imposed. In
this connection the opposition Had comforted
themselves with the recommendation made
for a change in the scaling system. It was
charged that the government were endeavor-
iug to defraud the revenues of the province
and that he (Tweedie) as head of the de-
partmeat was a party to it. He gave the
accusation his most unqualified denial. The
system now in vogue was the same as exis-
ted under the old administration, and some
of the old scalers were employed yet.
Morever, an examination of the evidence
taken by the commission would show that
many of the witnesses thought that no
b:tter system than the present one could be
devised.  In any case there would have %een
a risk run as to whether scalers appointed
were all honest and capable. It was aleo
exceedingly difficult for the scalers often to
obtaio full returns.  Sometimes they were
misled by the operators, especially small op-
erators, and often the nature of the couuntry
was such that 1t was impossible to find all the
lumber. This was especially the case where
operations were being conducted in part on
granted and in part on crown laods. But if
there was underscaling done it was done
chiefly on the Bay of Fuady shore acd not
at the north shore. He defied the leader of
the opposition to show that scalers had in
any iostance been appointed for political
purposes. No member of the house bad
ever attempted to interfere with him in
dealing with these tcalers. He had’ various
re-surveys made in Kings, Albert, Northum-
berland and Restigouche counties and had
thereby saved considerable money to the
province. In eome cases the fault was not
entirely attributable to the scalers, who
were in most cases reliable and capable men,
but in the case of scaler Stephens, his
delinquencies had been so frequent that it
had been found necessary to discharge him,
The leader of the opposition bad charged that
a scaler at Newcastle had claimed tb have
received a buggy as a present from the gov-
ernment or from an operator, He challenged
the leader of the opposition to mention the
name of that scaler, and if he did so he
would give him an investigation.
