SKETCH OF THE LIFE AND CUARAC
TER OF BISHOP MOORE

T'he first ancestor of Richard Channing Moore
fhe Inte Bishop of the Protestaut Episeopal Cliurch
in Virginia, of whom thete is any thing known, was
Sir dolin Moore se family seat was Frawlay,
in Berkshire I gentleman was kuighted by
Charles the 1st, of Logland, on the 21st of May,
1627, two jyears afier he came to the throne, and
lost both his estate and life in the revolation which
ended in the execntion of that unfortuoate king
‘I'he motto of his coat of arms was nikil utile guod
non fonestum.”  OF the descendants of Sir John
Moora little is known until we come to John Moore
the grandfather of our lamented bishop, three of
whose brothers waere distingnished as well a3 Lim-
golf.  One of them was the Rev. Dr. Thumas
Moare, chaplain to the cel elirated scholar
Bishop of Rochester, Dr. Atterbury, whose sermons
he publishied. e died Rector of Little Br i
Lotidon. saving a highly respectable family !
whom wete Thomas Moore D. D, rector of Notth
Bay. in Kent, and the Rev. Dr. Charles Emith
whosesermons were published in England, in 1822
nd highly esteemed.  Another of the brothers of

John Moore, was Daniel Moore, o gentleman of |

estate who wag a member of Parlinment for many
yenra, whose danghter married the celebrated Lord
Chaneellor Erskine.  Another of the brothers wae
W, Moore, of Moore Hall, Pennsylvania,
left a highly respectabls fumily.  One of his daugh
ters was married to the Rev, Dr. Smith, a celebrated
preacher of Philadelphia, and formerly rProsident,
of the University of Pennsylvania.  John Moore,
the brother with whom our nartative has to do,
being the grandfather of the bishop, was an eminent
merchant of New York, in colonial times, -Tle wa
an Alderman of that ¢ for miany yearsa mem-
Ler of the Legislatnre, and at the time of his death
Colonel of ane of the New York regiment and a
member of the K s Conneil for the provinee
He was born in 1680, and died in 174D, ot 63 years
of age. o was the 1st person buried in Tiinity
churchyard, and the title of the family vault was
in Bishop Moore at his death

wns blest by her with -eighteen children. among
whom were three pair of twins.  The deseendants
of Mr. Moore married into the Bayard, Livingstone,
Hotfman.
