A German Peace Offensive.
Washington. Sept. 12.—The German peace offensive is now recognis­

ed by official» here as bèing in full swing. A progressive campaign is 
oleaHy u dicated to their minds by the apparently casual remarks of 
Premier Von Hertling, a few days ago, followed by the more formal ' 
statement to the visiting German newspaper men In Vienna by Count 
Burlan, the Austrian foreign minister, the remarks of the German 
Crown Prince, and now the speech of Emperor William himself to the 
working people at Essen

Peace proposals from these sjurces would appear incongruous 
were the officials not firmly convinced of the insincerity of the move­
ment, which again is racognised as conceived with the double purpose 
of placating the uneasy and restless German social iota and at the same 
time appealing to Pacifists in the Entente countries and America in the 
hope of weakening the hands of the Allied governments in the prosecu­
tion of the war.

An analysis of the abstract of '.he Emperor’s remarks reported by 
cable fails to disclose any new feature, there Is the same oft-reiterated 
denial of responsibility for the continuance of the war and the same 
warning to the German people that the purpose of the enemy is to de­
stroy them.

For some time past American agencies have been active in Europe 
in supplementing the publicity efforts of the Entente governments In 
Germany. It is known that already the seeds sown have begun to grow 
as evidenced by Hlndenburg's passionate appeal to the German people 
to be on their guard against “poisoned literature" being Introduced in 
Germany. The Emperor’s reiteration of the Junker claim that the pur­
pose of the Entente is to destroy the German people, is designed to 
counteract the effect of clear statements In the American literature 
that America’s only purpose Is to destroy German militarism, a state­
ment that has appealed very strongly to the German socialists.

Another step in the development of the peace offensive in Germany 
Is noted In the recent denunciation of Samuel Gompera by Carl Rud­
olph Legion, president of the German federation of the trdea unions. 
These organizations are dominated by the pan-Germsns, who have tak­
en alarm' at Mr. Gompers’ successful work among the British labor uni­
onists in exposing the dangers of a German peace "by understanding"
