>- Ottawa, Aug. 13.
At a meeting of Ontario manufacturers, 

held yesterday in Hamilton, one hundred 
representatives were present. Persons 

< representing various manufactures divid­
ed into sections to report upon the effect 
the Treaty would have on their industry. 
They all reported adversely to the Treaty. 
Speeches were made showing that from 
every point it would prove disastrous to 
manufiteturers. Sliding scale was unani­
mously condemned in the report of the 
committee on machinery. The Treaty is 
objected to for not defining whether 
goods manufactured from British or 
foreign material come within the scope 
of the Treaty. Our fears are warranted by 
the advantage taken of the former Treaty 
by the Americans in excluding seal oil 
from the free list. Nearly every com­
muée expressed an opinion that 
the Treaty would lead to an­
nexation. Some person was asked to 
a Idress meeting in favor of Treaty and 
no one responded. A Central Commit­
tee was appointed to prepare resolutions 
amending, favoring or rejecting. Por­
tions of treaty resolutions will be dis­
cussed to-day.
