CANADA MANPOWER INDUSTRIAL TRAINING PROGRAM- 
MOTION UNDER S O. 43

Mr. Chris Speyer (Cambridge): Madam Speaker, the 
Canada Manpower Industrial Training Program which began 
in 1974 was originally designed to train both present and new 
workers in skills. On April 1 this year this program, which had 
a previous budget of $102 million, was severely restricted and 
now can only be used by a company if new workers are hired 
and subsequently trained. This month Butler Metal Products 
Co. Ltd., of Cambridge, Ontario, was refused funds for 
upgrading skills of present employees, making such employees 
less employable and more likely to have to resort to unemploy­
ment insurance benefits. Accordingly 1 move, seconded by the 
hon. member for Peterborough (Mr. Domm):

That the Minister of Employment and Immigration re-examine the effect that 
the changes to the Canada Manpower Industrial Training Program have had on 
skill training and direct his officials in the field to allow companies to upgrade 
the skill levels of their present employees if the result is increased productivity 
levels and a higher skilled work force.
