Oliver DelLancey
Lawrencetown, Dec. 15th—On Sun-
day, December 13th, at his home in
South Lawrencetown, Oliver DelLan-
cey passed away at the age of 88
years. In the passing of Mr. De-
Lancey anotner link in a very s-
tinguished family lineage has been

broken.

Mr. DeLancey was of French
Huguenot extraction, his forefath-
ers having been driven from France
to America on account of religious
persecution. He was the eldest son
of the late Peter DeLancey and his
wife, Elizabeth Starratt DeLancey,
and a graLdson of Colonel James
DeLancey, of Round Hill, Annapolis
County. o
His forbears were mnoted for -their
loyalty to the British Crown, not
only during the revolutionary war,
but also in every land where British
interests were threatened.

The family has an absolutely un-
broken genealogical record from the
year 1432 to wne present time, a per-
jod of 500 years. Up to 1685 it is
fully recorded im the Fremch Ar-
chives in Paris, and since then it is
a matter of British and American
history.

Mr. DeLancey was twice married,
his first wife oeing Caroline Robin-
son, of South Willilamston, Anna-
polis County; and the second wife,
Eleanor Gibson, of West Dalhousie.
He was born and lived at North Wil
liamston, during the most of his lire
