Japan’s

The Most Awful Disaster of Modern'
—The Theories of the Japanese Papers
in Accounting for the 300-Mile Coast
Lime Devastator-Ne European RBoats
Lost,

Victoria, B.C., July 9.—Additional de-
tails of the Japanese tidal wave of last
month were recelved to-day on arrival
of the steam:r Braemer from Yoko-
hama. The advices are to June 22, and
show that the disaster was probably
the most fearful of modern times. The
death list has been greatly augmented
since last advices, and will undoubted-
ly go far beyond 50,000. " The distress
among the survivors of the terrible vis-
itation is appalling. Thousands of in-
Jjured are dying from lack of medical
assistance and many are upon the
verge of starvation, subsisting on fish
washed ashore by the waves and eat-
ing them raw, having no cooking ap-
paratus,

The wave originated not far from
the Japanesc coast and appears to have
visited an extent of over 300 miles of
the coast line. Even in Hokkaido it
wrought destruction. The most south-
erly limit of its ravages appears to
have been a little north of the famous
archipelago of Matzushima. Had the
wave impinged upon the coast south of
Kincasan it would have worked ruin
among the towns d villages of this
region—Ishinomak)l Shieogam, Nobiru
and others—but it missed the promon-
tery and began its devastation with the
villages of Onangawa and Okachi, sit-
uated across the neck of the peninsula.

The Japanese piap are occupled in
constructing theories as to the cause
of the sudden ocean disturbance. Some
suggest that a yolcanic eruption took
place far out in the Pacitic. Another
theory is that a huge cave-in occurred
in the southern part of what is known
as the *“Great Deep,” beginning oft
Ishinomakl and stretching 'over 700
miles northward and eastward. A
Ilachinoh- telegram says that many
bodies and wrecked houses were wash-
ed ashore in the Kamikita district of
the Komorito prefecture, from which
the conclusion is drawn that the wave
traveled southeast and northwest. No
damage to Kuropean vessels has been
reported. The Oshijromira and Yos-
hinfa post and tclegraph offices, with
thelr -officers and families, were swept
away by the wave.

Mr. Laurier arrived here this evening
by the regular Canada Atlanfic ex~
press at f in response to the sum-
mons of His Excellency,who is with-
out #n adviser., He was accompanied
by Messrs, Borden, M.P., Sutherland,
M.P., 8. Fisher, M.P, and Tarte, ex-
M.P. Mr. W. C. Edwards, M.P., Mr.
N. A. Belcourt, M.P., and Mr. Charles
Murphy, President of the Federation
of Young Liberal Clubs, met the lead-
er en route, and came on with him.
Refore the train stopped the enthusi-
asm of the crowd, which numbered
over 2000, broke out in cheers.
Capt. Sinclair, His Excéllency’'s secre-
tary. called on Mr. Lauricr. and mtl-
mated that the Governor.General would
sce hlm to-morrow morning at 11. By
noon to-morrow. therefore, Mr. Laurier
will have been entrusted with the task
of forming a Ministry.

Bay of Leave-Taking.

Ottawa, July 9.—(Special.)—This has
bcen a day of clearing up with the ex-
Ministers. Most of them have been at
this work for the past two or three days,
and this morning there was little for
them to do. Several, however, visited
their departments and bade a formal
good-bye to their late officers. Shortly

‘clock Sir Charles Tupper, dc-
by Mr. Pope, Under Secre-
te, went to Rideau Hall,

when the la >remier, in his capacity
of Secretary of State, surrendered
to His Excellency the great seal, which
Lord Aberdeen was pieased to accept,
and then handed over to Mr. Pope for
safe-keeping until such time as it is
presented to the new Secretary.

Thig afternoon your correspondent,
the only outsider present, witnessed an
interesting scene. It was shortly af-
ter 3 o'clock when Sir Charles Tupper
requested Mr. Pope to cause all the
clerks of the State Department to as-
semble in the Minister's office. When
all were present the late Secretary of
State said he had sent for them that
he might say good-bye before he left
the office. He expressed the pleasure
which it had afforded him to meet such
an able body of men and complimente@
them upon their efficiency and prompti-
tude. He had experience of many de-
partments, but he knew none he woula
sooner returp to than the State, If at
any time he could promote their Inter-
est he would be only too glad to do so.
In conclusion, he wished each one of
them long life and prosperity. SIr
Charles shook hands with each of the
clerks, who then retired.

The Scheoner Arctic Waterlogged in Lake

Port Rowan, Ont., July 10.—The
schooner Arctic of St. Catharines, Cap-
tain Sidley, loaded with cedar posts
from Providence Bay, Ont. for Bufra-
lo, N.Y., became waterlogged about
five milcs frem the West End Light-
house point yesterday morning about
10 o'clock.

Two
sailors, Robert Pigeon of Toronto ard
Dugald Blue of Wiarton, while trying
to reach the shore in the vessel's yawl,
were drowned. The yawl was founa
capsized this morning on the beach at
the West End Lighthouse, The captain
then displayed a signal of distress,
which was answered by the keeper ot
the lighthouse, who signalled for the
life-saving crew station.d here, and
immediately left for the wreck, and
succeeded in rescuing the balance of
the crew, consisting of the captamn,
three men and two women, reaching
here this evening. The crew are being
well cared for by the proprietor of
the Hotel Pearsall. The crew of tne
life-boat, in charge of Captain Clark
and Mates Bantam and Smith, are de-
serving of the highest prafse for the
eficient manner in which they han-
dled their boat,

X RAY§ WERE USED.

At the General Hospital and Atded in Lo-
cating the Bullet fu a Patient’s Leg.

Toronto, July 13,

Stanley Allen McDonell, a 15-year-
old youth, who lives with his parents
at -London, Ont., was loading a 22-
calibre revolver with cartridges in a
bedroom of his home last Thursday
night, when in some manner the wea~
pon discharged and a bullet lodged in
the inner side of the lad's thigh joint.
On Saturday evening his mother
brought him to the Toronto General
Hospital, where the bullet was locat-
ed by means of the X rays.

A photograph of the leg showed the
course of the bullet, It had passed be-
hind the knee/ joint and was lodged
between the tibia and fibula at the
back part of tHe leg, about three
inches below the knee.

An operation was conducted by doc-
tors of the hospital staff in the amphi-
theatre of the General Hospital yes~
terday morning. The lad was placed
urder chloroform and the bullet was
easily cut down upon and removed.

The hospital doctors say that with-
out the aid of the X rays the opera-
tion would have been a most difficult
one, in fact it would have been almost
impossible to locate the bullet, which
was taken out fully eight inches be-
low the point where it had entered.

Young McDonell is getting along
well and will be all right in a very
short time unless blood poisoning
should set in, but so far there are no
symptoms of it.

Smallpox at Winena.

Hamilton, July 12—(Special.)—Resl-
dents of Winona and the surrounding
country are in a state of agitation at
present over the fact that there is a
case of smallpox in their midst, T. H.
P, Carpenter, a farmer and horseman,
being the vietim. He attended the
Windsor races, and? apparently con-
tracted the disease there, but as soon
as .suspicious evidences of the dis-
case were noticed, a Hamilton phys-
fcian was sent for, who diagnosed it
as smallpox. He had the patient iso-
lated, and every precaution Is being
taken to prevent the spread of the
disease, while the rural physicians are
busy vaccinating all the children. Mr.
Carpenter's numerous friends hope to
see him speedily recover. His resi-
denge ig about 12 miles from this jity.

10 a.m. About 7 o'clock this evening |
the journey home was begun. The
train had hardly passed the limits of
the city and was rounding a curve
when “down brakes” was whistled
and then came a crash. The excur-
sion train' had been run into a fast
freight, known as No. 38, and all the
coaches were ditched.

The scene which followed is Indes-
cribable. Both the engines and the
first passenger coach were demolished.
The shrieks of women and the moans
of the injured and dying in the gath-
ering gloom rose above the crash of
the heavy machinery and the screech-
ing of escaping steam from the wreck~
ed locomotives.

The engineers and firemen of both
cngines jumped and both crews es-
caped without dnjury.

The engineer and firema
cursion train disappeared after
collision, and this lends color to the
story as told by’ the freight conduc-
tor.

Immediately on receipt of the news
in Omaha a special train was made
up and a number of physicians and
surgeons sent to the scene of the
wreck.

The news spread like wildfire and
soon the newspaper offices, railroad
stations, and headquarters werce be-
sieged by a .crowd of frantic people
who -had-relatives on the fated train
and were hungry for the la'est news
from the scene of the disaster. Sev=
eral thousand people are spending the
night at the Union Pacific Statiom,
awalting the arrival of the train bear-
ing the dead and injured.

Omaha, July 12.—This has been a day
of general mourning in Omaha, The
harvest of death from the Logan, Ta,,
wreck of last night has been increased
and the list of victims now numbers
31. The crowds of anxious people at
the depots did not scatter with the
break of day, although the excitement
of the night wore off as relatives and
friends of the dead ones-became con-
vinced of the worst.

About 7 o'clock the first funcral
train from the scene of the catastrophe
arrived at the Union Dépot, and there
was an involuntary push forward to
gratify a morbid desire to learn the
news from those who had been in the
disaster. The first train contained
many of the more seriously injured, and
as the poor unfortunates were lifted
in blankets from the car the groans
of the wounded mingled with the
agonized sobs of relatives and friends.

Twenty passengers were taken  in
ambulances to St. Joseph's » Hospital.
Several of fthem cannot hope to live
more than a few hours,

At 8.30 o'clock the traln carrying the
dead was sighted coming across the
long Union Pacific trestle, As it drew
up to the statlon a special cordpn of
police guarded the approaches and
kept the crowd back. Seventeen bodies,
laid on pine boards and covered with
a plain muslin shroud, were taken one
by one and placed in a long row on the
floor of the baggage room.. Only
friends of the missing ones were al-
lowed admission. Those silent forms
gave evidence of the force of yester-
day’s collision. Headless trunks, bodles
without limbs, limbs without bodies,
were gathered in that small space,
Occasionally some one would recognize
the features of a son or daughter,
Kind friends would gently lead them
from the room, and the body would
be ticketed and ‘went to the under-
takers.

The Democratic n for the Two First
Ollices.

Chicago, July 11.—The Democratic
Cenvention closed up its ticket and
adjourned sine die soon after 3 o'clock.
It selected its candidate for Vice-Pres-
ifdent in the veteran shipowner and
shipbuilder, Arthur Sewall of Massa-
chusetts, for many years Chalirman
of the Democratic State Committee
of that State. This result was not
reached without a struggle, thg.same
nu}uher of ballots being required to
effect it as to. make the nomination
for President, viz,, five., Sixteen can-
didates were placed in nomination or
were voted for with or without con-
sent on thg first ballot. All but four
quickly dropped out of sight. They
were Messrs. Bland, Sibley, McLean
and Sewall.

After the first ballot, a movement
was started (chicfly at the Instigation
of Gov. Altgeld of Illinois) to throw
the nomination to Bland of Missourl,
“Silver Dick” Bland, as his sponsor,
Serator Vest, dubbed him, The Mis-
sourl delegation kept from the move-
ment at first, but rescerved its vote
in order to cast it for Bland at a later
stage if there was a probability of
thereby turning the scale in his favor.
That did not happen on the second
ballot and Missouri voted for other
candidates, but on the third ballot Mis-
souri presented Bland’s name, explain-
ing that it did ko without authority
from him, and awaited results. This
was not encouraging.

Mr. Bland had about 50 votes fewer
on the third ballot with his delega-
tion supporting him than he did on
the ‘second ballot when they voted for
other candidates. Upan this showing,
Gov., Stone promptly withdrew, Mr.
Bland’'s name.
