In accordance with an announcement 
made at the various churches on Sunday 
a meeting of citizens, in which the ladies 
largely predominated, was held at the 
Council Chamber on Tuesday afternoon 
to consider ways and means of providing 

those in need in the colliery 
sections of the province.

On motion of Rev. Dr. Htmmeon 
Mayor Chambers was asked to preside, 
and in a brief address he outlined the 
purpose of the meeting and his reason 
for calling it. On motion Mrs. R. W. 
Ford was appointed secretary. It'was 
suggested that the meeting organize by 
appointing three -committees for the pur­
pose Oi . -Uciting food, clothing and mon­
ey for the benefit of the suffering fam­
ilies of the miners. This action was de­
cided upon and the following committees 
were appointed:

Committee to collect clothing—-Mrs. 
H. W. Phirmey (convener), Mrs. J. D. 
Chambers, Mrs. L. H. Eaton and Mr. 
G. K. Prescott.

Committee to collect food—Mrs. Roy 
Forbes (convener), Mr. J. C. Mitchell, 
Dr. Leslie Eaton. Dr. J. A. M. Hem- 
meon, Mrs. W. M. Black.

Committee to collect cash—Mr. H. Y. 
Bishop (convener), Prof. Sutherland,
A. G. Cowie, Mrs. W. O. Taylor and 
Mrs. (Dr.) J. H. MacDonald.

Mayor Chambers was appointed gen­
eral chairman of all those committees.

Mayor Chambers read a letter from 
Mr. J. Alfred Eiderkin. who suggested 
that an effort be made to- collect and 
ship a carload of apples, potatoes, tur­
nips and other vegetables, and provi­
sions towards the relief of the sufferers. 
Mr. Eiderkin volunteered to furnish a 
contribution and solicit other firemen in 
this vicinity. On motion his name was 
added to the food committee to which 
the proposition was referred.

Reference was made to the proposed 
visit on Wednesday of Mrs. John Mc­
Pherson, of the Glace Bay relief com­
mittee, who is touring the province in 
the interest of this most worthy work. 
It was decided that arrangements be 
made to have Mrs. McPherson meet the 
several committees at the Council Cham­
ber in the afternoon and that a public 
meeting of citizens be held at the Bap­
tist church in the evening, at which 
meeting Dr. Marshall was asked to pre­
side.

illi : PARRSBORO, March 31.—Subsidies 

totalling $8,000 have been granted the 
Dominion Atlantic Railway towards the 
re-establishing of the steamship service 
between the ports of Parrsboro, Kings­
port, and Wotiwille, and, as a result of 
these grants, a new steamer capable of 
accommodating the increasing tourist 
traffic over this route will be constructed 
at an early

George E. Graham, general manager 
of the D.A.R., F. J. G. Comeau, general 
passenger agent, and Laurie Ells, super­
intendent, were in Parrsboro today in­
terviewing shipbuilders with reference to 
the construction of the steamer.

The service between the ports mention­
ed was only recently discontinued by the 
railway because of the fact that insuffi­
cient government subsidies were given. 
A few days ago, however, a delegation 
from the Parrsboro Bor ad of Trade, con­
sisting of President E. B. McDade and 
H. T. Smith, had a conference with the 
government at Ottawa, and succeeded 
in obtaining a federal subsidy of $5,000 
per annum for the line. In addition to 
this a telegram received from Hance J. 
Logan, M.P„ yesterday, announced that 
a further mail subsidy of $1,000 per an­
num had been secured from the Post 
Office Department for the proposed ser­
vice. These amounts, with a subsidy Of 
$2,000 a year from the Provincial Gov­
ernment, bring the total grant to $8,000.

It is understood that the officials of 
the D.A.R. will leave here today and 
will make their report to the head office 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, after 
which matters with regard to the con­
struction of the vessel will be settled.

Extra accommodations for the trans­
porting of motor cars will be afforded 
and the towns interested in the route 
which the steamer will take, are en­
thusiastic over the fact the scheduled 
sailings are to be resumed.

King’s upheld the affirmative, and 
Acadia the negative. Acadia was repre­
sented by R: B. Curry, T. W. Cook, and
E. B. Paul, while the King’s team 
sisted of H. B. Ross, T. G. Bennett and
F. J. Keble. The judges were D. Mac- 
gillivray, of the Canadian Bank of Com­
merce; President, Rev. H. P. MacPher- 
son. of St. F. Xavier; and Rev. George 
Farquhar, of New Glasgow. Dr. F. W. 
Patterson, President of Acadia, acted 
cliairman. The church was xydl packed 
with an. enthusiastic audience

Mr. Roes, leader of the King's team, 
in opening for the affirmative, stated 
that the issue itself is clear cut. India is 
like a sick person in Our midst; tempera­
ture and ill feeling aie at fever meat. 
Mr. Ross went through the history of 
India in its development from a military 
and commercial province to its present 
position. The government is divided into 
the Provincial governments and the 
central go/e.nment at Delhi.

Although India would seem to have 
self government under the present 
dition, such’ is not the case, he said, for 
the Indian • Legislature has no jurisdic­
tion whatsoever over the handling of the 
public funds. A responsible government 
is one that does the people 8 business, 
and is responsible to the people, but 
India’s Government is irremoveable by 
the people governed. Mr. Ross shbwed 
the similarity between the present situ­
ation and the one in this Province prior 
to 1840, when there was need of immedi­
ate change, and the change was brought 
about.

R. B. Curry opened the debate for 
the negative by agreeing with the op­
ponents that India should be granted 
self government, but he took issue with 
them on the question of responsible 
government, which in India would be 

possible, he said under the present con­
ditions. The record of British rule in 
India warrants the statement that it is 
good. It respects the rights of minorities, 
and before Indian Government could be 
successful, the race would have to give 
up its narrowness and intolerance. The 
ruling Government must have inherent 
strength from wide spread supports. For 
instance, if the Hindus were in power 
they would have to showYespect for the 
rights of the Moslems, Parsees, and 
numerous other religious sects.

Mr. Curry then dealt with the ques­
tion of India s fitness in terms of educa­
tional advances. The Government of 
India would be in the hands of the edu­
cated minority who constitute the upper 
classes, such as the Brahmins, and they 
would immediately take advantage of 
their position to further their own ends.

Ninet per cent, of the men and wo­
men, he said, can neither read nor write; 
they are blindly superstitious, and would 
inevitably become the prey of their 
higher brothers. Until these peop.e 
have shown fit t sponsibility 
costly experience of self government 
they have not yet reached the time when 
they should be granted it.

T. (G. Bennett, second speaker for the 
affirmative, dwelt on the fact that al­
though India pays to England 25 to 30 
million pounds every year, she received 
no direct equivalent for it, and 
try can stand sych a condition as this 
without asserting itself. The spirit has 
spread throughout all India that she 
must be given the place of a true part­
ner in the Empire, such as Australia and 
South Africa, or that4 she will be outside 
the Empire altogether. Mr. Bennett
cited the similarity of India’s case to 
that of France in the Revolution, and 
also to the U.S.A. in the struggle for 
Independence.

T. W. Cook, the second speaker of the 
negative, took up the question from the 
standpoint of the religious barriers, and 
outlined his case under the three head­
ings: 1. Mahommedan versus Hindu; 
2. Caste; 3. Outcaste. Nothing but 
Britain has kept the two religious bodies 
from each others’ throats. Ghandi him­
self has stated that his dream for Muslem
