short end of a 6-0 decision to the
Guelph Gryphons, in last
Saturday’s Homecoming match.
For York, it was its fifth loss of
the season, thus to date, the

Yeomen are in possession of a 1
win-5 losses record. This,then,in
the eyes of astute statisticians,
will constitute a losing season,
the first time in York’s rugby
history (1967-1980). With two
games remaining, a 3-5 record is
as best as can be expected.
