In ite sceslon at Ottaws last week the
Presbyterian General Assembly of Can-
ada bed in consideration the case of Rev.

Not-
witbstending strong opposition, s motlon
by Rev. Dz, Caven was carried, referring
to the conslderation of a committze the
question whether the declsion arrlved at
last year by the Assembly, granting lib
erty of opinlon in regard to the clauee In
ths confession of Faith which prohiblty
such marriages, does not aiso imply 1ib-
erty of practice, and whether the miaister
who had transgressed the law of the Con.
fesslon should be allowed to offiziate as a
minlster in full ccmmunlon with the
Church.

The committee reporied that they are
of opiuion that “under the dellverance of
the General Assembly on the marrlage
question, It is now the law of the Church
to allow llberty of oplinion in respect to
the propceition : A man may not marry
any of hls wife’s klndred nearer in blood
than be may of bls own.” They furtker
state that the dellverauce of the Assembly
deals speclally with office bearore, but that
In thelr opialon liberty of opiuien carries
with it lberty of practice, and what is
sflirmed of cffice-bearers is a fortiori true
with respect to members of the Church,

They further conclude, very reasonably
we should say, that the action of the
Asecembly removes all ground of dlacipline,
that Is to say, of ecclesiastical punishment
of those who bave contracted such mer.
risges. They do mot approve, however,
of the admisston of Rev. Mr. Charbonuel
to tke exerclse of the full ministry of the
Church,

This plan of permitting libarty of
opinicn on doctrinal points, walle seeming
to preserve the lntegrity of the Confession
of Faith, is certaluly one of the methods
which we would least expect to be
adopted to secure practical revislon of the
Confesslon while seeming to preserve it
fntact, Would it not be advieable as the
next step to allow liberty of opinlon on
the doctrine that the Pope is antl Christ,
and also on the other doctrlnes which
caused the movement for revision to be-
come so strong—foreordination and pre.

teritlon ? This would be a happy device
for changing the creed, whileatlll it would
be in the power of Presbyterlans to say
“Oar old standards of falth are un-
changed.”

Dr, Caven sa!d, In refarenca to the pro-
hibitlon of such manisges : “I have, with
the beat lighta I can get, and after patlent
study, ¢xamined the Scripture and the
bistory of the Church, and in my con-
aclence I do not belleve that this relation
Is forbldden by Seripture.”

The Confesslon is perfectly clear on the
polnt that euch marziages are prohibited
as & matter of doctrinal purity, and not
merely by eccleslastical law, The 24 h I
chapter asserts dlatinctly: “Marrlsge | i
‘ought not to be within the degrees of
consanguinity or atlinity forbldden in the
word ; nor can euch incestuons marriages
ever bo made lawful by any law of msn

« or consent of parties, 8o as those persons
may live together as man and wife, The
xman may not marry any of bis wife's kin
dred nearer in blood than he may of his
own, nor the woman ef her husband’s kin
dred nearer 1a blood than of her own.”

It certalnly does not appear
that the Ganeral Assembly fulfils this ob-
joct of the Church's fastitution, eince it
claims the power of changlog doctelne by
a “substantial” msjorlty vote,

Unlty and coustancy of falth can be
found only In the Catholle Church. The
Oathollc Charch doe: not clalm to possess
sathority to change her doctrines at will,
bacause the teaches what Carlst taught,
Chrlst’s teaching is the truth, which nefther
Pope nor Councll, nor Preshyterian As.
sembly can abolish,

ing that Protestant and Cstholic cbil-
dren would grow up more united
and learn to respect and love each
other much better by co education
from the same text.-books and under
the same Cbristian teachers, The his-
tory of mixed education, as practiced in
Boston and otber cities of the United
States, goes a long way to prove the con-
trary. No men ever Iabored under a
worse delusion than the public men who
proclaim that Catholics and Protestants
could ever agree to have their children
taught by the same masters and from
the same books. We mean, of course,
bonest, sincere Catholics, and Protest-
snts, No doubt there are some in-
difterent Catholics, who are only such
by name, and these are often quoted by
public orators as opposed to separate
education, No doubt there are Pro-
testants also who do not trouble them-
selves very much about the orthodoxy
of the teachers of their children, as
there are those who think it is time
enough for their oftspring to embrace
religion at mature age, when they shall
be able to decide for themselves. With
such Catholics and Protestants it must
always be a matter of indifterence as to
whether the teachers be Christian,
agnostic or heretical. But fortunately
for society and civilization, such ine
different parsnts do not form the msjor-
ity of our populatior. By far the
greater number are determined that
their cbildren shall be educated and
trained in the faith and worship of the
parents who are responsible before
God for their present and future
welfare; and it will aiways hap.
pen, as it happened in Boslon,
that, where mixed education is
given, teachers and parents and trustees
shall be found who will set aside sll
regulations to the contrary and fancy
they are doing agreeable service to God
when persecuting the Catholic minority,
The trouble in Boston commenced with

Catholic and Protestant. children the
teaching of the Church concerning in.
dulgences, When his false and calum.
nious explanations were exposed he re.
fused to be corrected, and still persisted
in maintaining that by means of indulg
ences Catholics could purchase pardon
for their sins, Loud complaints wer¢
made by the Oatholic priests and plmﬁ
of the children thus exposed to daily in-
eult, in consequence of which the offend-
ing teacher was transforred from the
position of teacher of medizwval history
to that of instructor in ancient history,
and the book from which the professor
derived his knowledge was eliminated
from the list of text.books and another
eubstituted in its place, The historical
work substituted is written by a Protes.
tant, and, as Judge Fallon says, used
in many of the best schools in the coun-
try and recommended by the most dis-
tinguished Protestant educators in the
Uaited Btates—a book by no means
acceptable to the Catholic members of
the Board, but favored by them for
the reason that it was not posi.
tively offensive to their religious belief,

SCHOOLS IN THE
STATES.

In the Mail of Saturday an article ap
pears in the editorial columns which is
characterized by the usval unfairness of
that journal when deallng with Qatholle
subjects, It says:

‘‘For some years past the Rcman Cath-
ollc Church has been making determined
efforts in several of the States of the
nelghboring union to secure for her schools
a share of the public moneys devoted to
echool purposes.”

This, of course, the Mail considers an
outrage. But why should not Catholics
ask this? Asthey have been for years
obliged to pay for the education of Pro-
testant and infidel children, why should
not tho latter pay a share towards the
educatlon of Catholic children as well}
If there Is to be a State echool system at
all, aud Oatholics have no o jection there
should, s it not even-handed jastice that
If Cathollcs are obliged to pay for a school
system which suits the Protestants, the
latter should in return pay thetr share to
supporta system which saits Catholics ?

It is sald 1o reply to this that the State
must not furpish any aid to dencmina.
tlonal teaching. The Catholics do not
ask the Btate to do eo; but they have
the right to ask that the Siate shall ald
them in givleg secular instruction, ia
echools which are suited to their coneclen.
tlons requirements. It fs° only on the
baeis of secular nstruction that the Cath-
olics ask to be treated with equity, Yet
the protence on which the objectors found
thelr argument s quite a shallow one
otherwise, The Public schools which
Oatholics are obliged to support are not
merely secular echools, That they inter-
fere with religlous convictions of Catho-
lica has been proved over and over sgaln,
and at the present time the system in
vogue In Botton as well as elsewhere Is a
purely Protesiant and antd Catholic school
system. Itisa false pretence, therefore
that while refuslng & momey grant for
Catholle schools, the State furnishes a
non sectarlan echool system of which
Catholics can make use,

But the Mail tells us that the parochial
schools are {nferior to the Publlc schools,
and that therefore the State should not
ald them, The Mail seema to be in bliss.
ful ignorance of the fact that alx times
within the last twelve months the paro-
chial echools of New York bave distanced
the Pablic sshools at public competitions,
The Oathole pupils have in some in-
stances taken the first elx or seven places,
leaving only the lower places forthe Pub.
licechool puplls.

If prcficlensy In study is to be the basls
on which State ald is to be given, the
parochial schools of New York should get
the benefit of the State ald, and the Pub-
lic echools should be ignored.

The iojustice of the system in the
Unlted States conslsts in this, that while
blackmalllag Cathollcs for the education
of Protestant children, the State inflicts
dleabllites on Catholics, not beecause the
latter keep their children in ignorance,
but because they give them eduecation in
religion at the same time that they fur-
nish adequate secular instruction. Surely
the Oathollss are perfectly justified in
endeavoring to change this iniquitous pro.
ceeding, and to secure redress for thelr
grievances, It is not falr to call them
enemies to the Public school system for
such a reason,

CATHOLIC EDUCATION,

THE ARCHBISHOP OF KINGSTON
BPEAKS AT OTTAWA.

His Grace Archbishop Oleary, of Kings.
ton, when he arrived in Ottawa on Satur.
day, visited the Archbishop’s palace
and paid his respects to the Rev, Viear-
General Routhier and the other clergy.
On Sundsy he drove out, in company
with the Rev, Father McGovern, and
visited the new St, Bridget’s Church,
and the University, Ottaws, where he met
Rev. Fathers Angers and McGuckin, and
several of the faculty of the institution,
He was conducted through all the de-
partments of the university. His Grace
was very reticent about the recent elec-
tions in Ontario, but it could be easily
seen that he was more than pleased
over the result,

In his sermon on Sunday, His Grace
the Archbishop of Kingston spoke on
the difference between religion of the
brain and religion of the heart. God,
he eaid, did not require of them edu-
cation of the brain only, but
chiefly education of the heart,
Toere were ctome philosophers, he
asserted, who were good Christians,
but the majority were agnostics and did
not believe in religion, He congratu-
Iated the people of Ottawa on resisting
in the recent election the men who said,
“We are the msjority, we will make you
educate your children as we like, but
not as you like,”

The spsacious Church of St Patrick
was crowded in every part, although it
was late in the day when the news went
privately around the city that the dis-
tinguished Archbishop of Kingston had
consented to deliver an address at the
evening service. The rector of the Uni.
versity and several of the profeszors were
prominent amongst the audience. So
also were many Protestant gentlemen,
who had casually heard of the treat that
wag in store for St. Patrick’s congrega.
tion that evening., A correspondent
writes as follows: There was a percep-
tible efillness of attention, indicative of
intense eagerness and of reverent appre-
ciation among the listeners throughout
the entire discourse, which lasted for
pearly two hours, more particularly
during His Girace's exposition of the dif.

profound impression was made by the
