Mr. Leavitt Brown, aged 32, died at his
home here, early Thursday morning, of
consumption.

the last of the direct Loyalist stock in St.
Andrews. He spent his long life on Beech
Hill Farm, one of the most beautiful spots
in or around St. Andrews, and to it he was
greatly attached, so much so, that a few
years ago when disposing of the property,
at a very advantageous price, he made it
a condition of the sale that he should re-
main in the home during his life-time. A
staunch life long and consistent member
of the Presbyterian Church, of which for
forty years he was an elder, his life was
a striking example of honesty and consis-
tency.
Mr. Mowatt married Isabella Campbell,
a gsister of the late John Campbell, for
many years prominently associated with
the Government Railways at Moncton,
and she predeceased him eight years.
One daughter, Miss G. Helen Mowatt, and’
one sister, Miss Susan E. Mowatt, survive.
The funeral took place on Friday after-
noon, from Greenock Presbyterian
Church, where for many years the de-
ceased gentleman was a devout and regu-
lar worshipper. .
