SIR EDWARD CARSONTO
EXPLAIN RESIGNATION

Will Follow Premier Asquith To-day---Winston Church-
ill Expected to Make Important Speech if Dardan-
elles Operations Come Under Discussion.

London, Nov. 2.—Sir Edward Car-

son is expected to follow Premier As-|

quith in the important debate in the
House of Commons to-day with a
speech explanatory of his resignation
as attorney-general, and in a large
measure critical of the government’s

policy, although his friends repudiat:'

on his behalf any desirz to act as a
leader. or even a member of an oppos-
ition party in the House.

According to the Times, Sir Ed-
ward holds very definite views both
on the machinery of government and
on the Balkan situation. It remains to
be seen how far Premier Asquith will
permit discussions and criticisms to
proceed, but if the Dardanelles exps-
dition comes up for debate some im-
portant explanations are expected
from Winston Spencer Churchill, for.
mer first lord of the admiralty, ru-
mors of whose resignation as chan-
cellor of the duchy of Lancaster are
still current.

With regard to the appointment of
