A Couple of Sunday Tragedies
in Toronto.

©. F., Botsford, a Queen Street cn-gn.
Found at the Foot of Leslle Street, with
= Bullet Wound in the Head—The Body
was in Watchman ts’ Boat, Meored
Near the Paint Factory.

Toronto, May 11.

The body of O. F. Botsford, druggist,
1094 Queen-street west, is lying in the
Morgue with’ a bullet wound in the
head, the effects of a revolver fired
by himscIf. )

On Friday night the deceased attend-
ed a soclal gathering in the west end,
and acted so strangely as to draw con-
siderable attention to himself. Since
then little was seen of him until yes-
terday morning, when J. H. Hilts,
watchman at the Canada Paint Works,
foot of Lcslicestreet, saw him wander-
ing around. About 3.30 in the afternoon,
when Hilts went down to use his boat,
which he keeps moored near the fac-
tory, he found the body of a man ly-
ing in the bottom of the boat, with the
head resting on the seat, and a revol-
ver grasped in the right hunﬁi\’lzé
ball had entered the ‘head just abéve
the right ear and come out at the left
side. 2

The deceased was addicted to the
use of cccaine, and for some time kept
a loaded revolver In th: store, much
to the discomfort of his clerk and cuse
tomers.

Botsford was a nephew of C. S.
Botsford, the dry goods man, and has
a brother, N. F. who is a traveler.
Besides these he leaves two, sisters, a
wife and child.

A CONDUCTOR'S DEATH

From Too Lig a Dose of Morphine Admin
fstered by Himself,
Toronto, May 11.

John W. Sedgwick, a conductor em=
ployed by the Strect Railway Com-
pany, and residing at 2 Spadina-ave-
nue, died in the General Hospital
shortly before noon yesterday as a ree
sult of an overdosc of medicine admin-
istered by himseélf, Deceased was 25
years of age and has not been enjoying
good health latcly. He was a typhoid
patient in the General Hospital for
nearly three months at the latter part
of last year and has not since been
thoroughly well. He went out on Sat-
urday night and on his return at 11.40
complained of pelns ‘n his stomach.
He went to bed and when his mother
went in to awaken him at about 9.30
yesterday morning, he was uncon-
sclous.

Dr. J. C. Ray and Dr. H. McFaul
were Iimmeédiately summoned and
found that Sedgwick showed symptoms
of morphine poisoning. After working
upon him for some time the medical
men decided that it was best that he
should be removed to the General Hos-
pital.

Beside the bed in which Scdgwick
lay, an empty druggist’s envelope was
found. It came from the Osgoode Phare
macy and had contained eight pow=
ders. Part of the ingredients of the
powders was morphine, one quarter of
a grain of which was in each powder—
in all two grains, Whether deceased
had /taken all of the powders is not
known.

R, F. Sedgwick, a brother, who Is
also a conductor on the T.8.R., accom-
panied him in the police ambulance to
the hospital, but notwithstanding the
strenuous efforts of the hospital doc-
tors the unfortunate fellow succumbed
an hour after being admitted to the
institution.

THREE LIVES LOST.

And Half a Milllon Dollars Damage by &
Gr Conflagration at Ashiand. Wis.

Ashland, Wis,, May 10.—One of the
most destructive fires in the history
of Northern Wisconsin occurred here
this morning. Special trains brought
the departments from near-by towns
to render assistance. At least three
persons lost their lives, and the pro-
perty loss is nearly $500,000.

The dead are: Peter Engedman,
John Nolander, Ole Olegen.

Nearly 20,000,000 feet of lumber was
purned. The mill in which the fire
started was surrounded by water,
wooden tramways leading to the store,
When the flames burst out in great
volume and enveloped the mill and
the dock, all the men but four suc-
cecded in reaching the tramways. The
origin of the fire is still a mystery,
but it is presumed that a spark from
some employe's pipe started the lumber
pile on W. R. Durfee’s dock. The dis-
tance between Durfee’'s and the Shores
Lumber Co.'s docks is only. G50 feet,
The fire jumped across the short
stretch of water in 15 minutes after It
had started. The Keystone Lumber
Co.’s mill and other mills were shut
down soon after the fire started, and
all the employes flocked to the Shores
Company’s plant to fight the flames,

At 1108 o'clock heavy rains checked
the flames. Ole Olegen died from the
effects of heat in fighting the fire.

At 5 o'clock the body of one of the
unfortunates was recovered and ideny
tified as that of Peter Engedman, an
employe of the Shores Lumber Co. ile
jumped into the bay while enveloped
in flames and sank immediately.
