KRUGER MAY QUIT

Lorenzo Marquez Report Says
the Boer Chieftein is
Weary of War

Apd is Preparing to Surrender to
the British—Boers Are Still
Fighting.

London, Sept. 11.-—The Boers seem to
have been ashamed of their hasty retreat
from Lydenberg, their latest stronghold,
for, according to the Mail’s correspondent
at Maritzburg, they returned after the town
was occupied by the Bricvish and shelled the
place from a npeighboring height. There is
no trustworthy indication asto the where-
abouts or intentions of President Kruger,
but at Lorenzo Marquez, he is wsaid to be
calling up his arms with the object of sur-
rendering.

The Portuguese are strongly reinforcing
Rosano Garcia, just across the border. 1t
is believed that a rush of Transvaal fugi-
tives is anticipated and encroachment on
Portuguese territory is consequently feared.

In the Orange River Colony matters are
not altogether favorable for the British,
who have, it is stated in & Mail telegram,
evacuated in the last week Senekal, Bethle-
hem, Fouriesberg and Ladybrand.

HIS CLOSE SHAVE.

Col.B'ggar’s Exciting Experiences
on a Journey to Pretoris.

Boers Wrecked the I'rain and Did
Considerable Damsge —Several .
Narrow Hecapee.

Loeut.-Col. Biggar, D. A. G., who
mssumed Col. Ryerson’s work in South
Africa, had an exciting experience
while journeying from Cape Town to
Pretoria a few weeks ago. He was on
the train conveying United States
Consul Stowe to Pretoria, and which
was wrecked by Boers under Com-
mandant Theron. In a rfecent letter
to relatives he says that when within
twenty miles of Kroonstadt the train
was held up by Boers. The time was
1 o'clock in the morning, while all
were asleep. The Boer method was
to run the engine inon a siding, throw
the switch over and upset two cars,
thus effectually stopping the train,
then fire on every truck containing
men. As the private car was sup-
posed to carry a British General and
his staff it suffered most; and was rid-
dled with hullets. Col. Biggar was in
a middle compartment with Lord Len-
nox; military secretary to Sir Alfred
Milner, and Dr. Wilson, and thinks he
may have owed his escape from injury
to the fact of his putting out the lamp
in his compartment while the other
members of the party burned theirs
up. The Boer commander told thefn
afterwards that his men had used the
lights as targets, Several
passed close to Col. Biggar,
escaped uninjured

Even after discovering that the ¢ar
flew the Stars and Stripes the enemy
searched it for firearms but released
the occupants, pushed the car on'a
siding and then burned the rest of the
train and took all the escart of troops
prisoners. (They were afterwards re-
leased.) s 5
