In this be carried Lis surveying in-
siruments, his nightshirt and manicure set.
Connected with the wheel there is anar
rangement by which at night the young sur-
veyor could te!l at a glance, with the aid of
a picco of red chalk and a barn door, just
how far he had traveled during the day.

This instrument was no doubt the father of
tho pedometer and the cyclorama, just as the
boy is frequently father to the man. It was
alio no doubt the avant courier of the Dutch
clock, now used on freight cabooses, which
not only shows how far the car has traveled,
but also the rate of speed for each mile, the
average rainfall and whether the conductor
bhas eaten onions during the day.

This instrument has worked quitea change
in railroading since my time. Yearsago I
can rememuber when I used to ride ina ca-
boose and enjoy myself, and before good for-
tune bad made me the target of thealert and
swift flying whisk broom of the car,
is was my chief joy to catch a freight over
the bill from Cheyenne, on the Mountain
division.

Swiss and French Soldiers.

There is very little contrast between
the Swiss and French soldier. Both are
below the stature of the German, %.
lish and American soldier; inferior intel-
lectually and physically. The Swiss war-
rior wears o cap helmet, which makes
him look at once like a member of a
rural band in America, It is of black
cloth, with deep blue trimmings and
with black silk braid about the edges,
The front is cocked and the rear slopes
and has the belwet brim. e wears a
navy blue cutaway coat, dark gray pan-
taloons, and each is decked with a very
narrow red cord. At his side is a short,
heavy sword always. His side arms are
completed by a five-shot 42-calibre re-
volver, heavy @ough to be used asa
bludgeon in close quarters. Also, like the
French soldier, the Swiss is armed with a
magazine needle gun, and is given so
much active training that he isinvariably
a fair marksman. In this, as nearly all
continental armies, there is by govern-
ment authority an inducement for sol-
diers to become fine murksmen. But
the pay of the continental soldier is so
low and generally his service so nearly
menial that he takes little interest in what
he does, The pay is about one-fourth
that of the American soldier pnd less than
half of that paid the English,—Cor, Phila.

Artificlal Ageing ©f Whisky,

A way bhas been found of ageing
whisky artificially, A dealer showed the
writer two samples of what Le called the
‘‘straight” article; one was nade in
1885, the other in July, 1887, They
were equally good, he said, in color, bou-
quet, taste and every other quality, and
yet the 1887 sample was sold at §10 less
a barrel than theother, In other words,
the whisky makers can now furnish a
three months’ article equal in every re-
spect to that which is three years old.

By this process shey save the three
years' storage, interest and evaporation.
The purchaser generally gets the benefit
of this. The new consists briefly
of rocking the barrels day and night on
patented ‘‘cradles.” Charred barrels are
used, as is customary— that is to say, the
barrel is burned out before the whisky is
put in, thus converting the inner surface
into charcoal. The constant motion for
three months dissipates the fusel oil and
imparts the rich color which new whisky

in much of the
government material.

A large and profitable field is open to
inventors and scientific men who will de-
vise means to arrest the spores of this
fungus as they are drawn into the car-
bonizing furnaces, or who can prevent
their growth and spread either in the
ingot or manufactured forms of steel.—
Detroit Free Press,

Wild Sllkworms of Indis.

For a number of years the deficiency
in the production of mulberry silk has
drawn the attention of sericulturists to
the rearing of the wild silkworms of
India, China, Japan, America and other
E:u, and a great many reports have

n published on these wild silkworms,
some of which are already bred in a
state of d. icity or i-d ity.
Many of these wild silkworms produce
silk of great strength and beauty, and
could all be profitably utilized if bred in
their native lands on a large scale, Speci-
meu cecoons and carded and reeled silks
of about twenty different species have
been sent to the Societe d'Acclimatation,
and they will be exhibited in the Paris
International exhibition of 1889, together
with the specimens of the moths and
l:repan-d larvee of the various species.—
