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Fatherly is sweeter to the taste
than candour, but His Honor, W.
Martimer Clark, Iieut Governor of
Ontario, did the whole Dominion a
marked service when, at the
British Medical Association Dinner
he drew attention to the apathy
and indifference with which
Canada was too generally regarded
in the United Kingdom. The
eminent representative- speakers
from the Mother Country pleaded
guilty to ignorance but denied in-
difference. Let -it go at that.
The eviderce of ignorance in at
least some respects was too clear to
permit of evasion or denial. It
seems so utterly absurd that cases
of exhibits, in August, should have
been  conspicuously  marked:
“Keep from cold and frost.” Yet
.this was done by uniformed
shippers and cannot be excused
even on the score of over-solicitude.
It was a complete ‘‘give-away.”
The sweltering days of the sessions
doubtless removed the possibility
of recurrence, but on our part it
will be some time before recovery
is ' complete from a feeling of
disdain that our overseas kindred
did not know any better. It is
hard to escape the thought tbat
common sense should have pre-
vented the odious reflection.

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The reports from Commercial
Agents in England of the ‘“doctor-
ing” of Canadian wheat shipped
from United States ports are easy
of belief in view of past happen-
ings with cheese. Thebig farmer
to the south is mean sometimes
and never meaner than when he
schemes to undermine for his own
profit the better product of the soil
and methods of the smaller farm—
er, his neighbor on the north
The remedy is shipment by the
all-Canadian route. The gain
hereby is so apparent that probably
a little persistent publicity will
lead to its speedy adoption. The
grain grower, the railway, the
elevator, the shipping, the port
of exit, all participate in the ad-
vantage accruing; and the Govern-
ment will doubtless take such
measures as may seem most ad-
visable to safe-guard Canadian
interests in the matter. The Can-
adian press is doing its part and
doing it well—Ex.
