jing brief statement of the financial needs 
• of the latter organization ie given :
, Contracta for the new building amount 
I to $36,boo, which i# approximately the 
I total of building fund subscriptions and 
pledges to date. There is a mortgage 
on the property of $5,500, which it is 

j proposed to pay off, ami $1,250 is requir­
ed to pay for a lot which had to be 
! bought. Improvements to the old 
I building not otherwise provided for will 
'take $(50. For interest and for shrink­
age in collection of building fund, in­
cluding the $36,000 already subscribed,

: $2,500 must be allowed. And $5,000 is 
required for furnishings and equipment 
of the entire building, including gymnns- 

i ium and unforeseen expenses. These 
sums make up the $15,000 to be secured 
for the Young Women's Christian Asso­
ciation in next week's canvass.

When tl>e new building is completed 
! awl fprawhed Hamilton will for the first 
: time lie in possesion of a thoroughly up- 
; to-date Y. W. C. A. adequate for the 
1 needs of a live, growing city.

It is planned to devote the older part 
] of the building to the office* of the as­
sociation, reading rooms, re#t rooms and 
iclass rooms. In the new part there will 
j be a large dining room, serving room and 
I kitchen : a gymnasium, with shower 
! baths and locker rooms; and sixty-two 
1 bedrooms. This gives some suggestion 
of the scope of the work to be under 

1 taken by the local associa tom, for the 
I young women of the city.

The boarding department is a very im- 
! portant feature of the modern Y. W. C.
1 A. It is a real necessity in the city of 
to-day. Resides being one of the most 
helpful branches of the work, it is self- 
sustaining. The Y. W. C. A. is not en­
gaged in rescue work. Its aim in the 
■boarding department is to take care of 

, the young working girls and women who 
have no home in the city. These are 
constantly arriving. Many of them are 
quote inexperienced, earning email wages. 
Those who receive ten do Wars or more 
weekly can readily be assisted to find 
a good boarding place, but when only 
$4.50 or $5.00 is earned, the problem is 
more difficult. There must be a thor­
oughly desirable and respectable place 
where* room and board can be had for 
$3.00 to $4.00 a week. This the Y. W. C. 
A. aims to provide. Comfortable rc\n;s. 
in the best of surroundings, with light 
and heat, and good, nourishing meals, 
are a boon indeed. These advantages it 
is proposed to offer permanently, except 
that a time limit of two years must oe 
made for occupants earning good wages, 
so that the privilege may be enjoyed by 
as many as possible.

Accommodation for transients at one 
dollar a day will help to make up fo,v 
the loss on the lower-priced rooms, also 
for special accommodation given gratis 
to respectable young women—not pau­
pers—who for any reason may be tem­
porarily without means and must be 
cared for until work is obtained. *

Providing in this way a home where 
young women may l»e sheltered from 
questionable influences of city hfe, al­
though a large department of Y. W.
A. work, is only one of its spheres of 
usefulness. There is a place in the ^ . \N . 
C. A. for every respectable young woman. 
Those who live at home can profit by 
the physical culture work, the study 
classes *and the religious activities, ac­
cording as the desire ami need may be. 
And those who aie so fortunate as to 
have all these advantages otherwise 
provided for them may haw the privilege 
of helping others not so favorably situ­
ated.

The Y. W. C. A. is for the physical, 
mental and spiritual welfare of young 
women. That it may properly carry out 
its splendid programme along these lines, 
the Hamilton association requires fif­
teen thousand dollars. This amount the 
men of the Y. M. C. A. have undertaken 
to get for them in a special canvass next
