The public accounts
showed, he said, that the receipts,
during the last fiscal year, had been
in round numbers, $33,177,000, and
the expenditure $39,011,000 One
cause of this increased expenditure
over the estimates, was the payments
on account of the North-West rebel-
lion, which had amounted to $3,177,
ooo, and the enlarged expenditure for
the mounted police, rendered neces
sary in that portion of the country,
which was something over $1,000,000
He next reviewed the history of the
Indian and Colonial Exhibition which
had taken place in London last year,
and in which Canada had taken such
a prominent and creditable part. The
advantages which were likely to ac-
crue to Canada from her position in
that great exhibition could scarcely
be estimated. His reference to the
fishery dispute between this country
and the United States was of more
than ordinary interest, as being the
first official declaration on this vexed
question since the meeting of the
present Parliament. No doubt need
be entertained that Canada’s rights
in this matter will be moderately but
firmly maintained. The negotiations
which have taken place between the
two countries on this subject
since the termination of the fishery
clauses of the Washington treaty,
were here enumerated. The Govern-
ment of Canada had agreed with the
authorities at Washington to permit
Americans to fish in our waters from
July, 1885, until the end of that
season, notwithstanding the fact that
we had to pay duty on our fish going
into the United States market, in
order that negotiations might be en-
tered into with a view of amicably
adjusting the difficulty between the two
governments. The President of the
United States had submitted to Con-
gress a memorial asking for a joint
commission for the purpose of taking
into consideration the means to be
adopted for the settlement of this
important question. This commission
was refused by Congress. Thus, the
first advances made by Canada to-
wards the adjustment of the issues in
dispute between the two nations
were not met in a friendly spirit. In
February last the British Government,
on behalf of Canada, intimated to
the administration at Washington that
a return to the terms of the Washing-
ton Treaty, without money compensa-
tion, would be acceptable to us. Up
to the present nothing has been
agreed upon regarding this last pro-
posal. In this connection he sub-
mitted to the House a piece of infor-
mation of the highest interest. Be-
fore the late change of administration
in the United States he (Sir Charles)
had gone to Washingtcn on a mission
having for its object the initiation of
such dipl ic arrange as
would lead to the amicable settle-
ment of the issues in dispute be-
tween us. He entered into com-
munication with Mr. Frelingbuysen,
the then Secretary of State, and had
so far favorably progressed as to war-
rant the belief that, if the Republican
party had been sustained at the en-
suing eléction, and if Mr. Freling-

Among other things he pointed
out the advantage Canada had
gained in being enabled to nego
tiate treaties directly with foreign
countries, while at the same time hav-
ing the assurance of ratification by
the Imperial authorities. On the
whole, Sir Charles’ speech was, with-
out doubt, one of the most important
delivered in the House of Commons
for a long time,

Pacific Coast Fishery Question.

I'nx kind of justice our Republican
neighbors are willing to deal out to
Canadians, as exhibited by the cor-
respondence recently presented to the
Dominion Parliament regarding the
seizure of Canadian vessels on the
Pacific coast, in August last, is in
marked contrast to that with which
they themselves have been treated by
Canadians on the Atlantic coast, and
the claim of Americans to exclusive
rights in these waters. In August last
three Canadian vessels—the Thornton,
Onward and Carolina—fitted out
for the seal fishery in Behring Sea,

and quietly pursuing that avoca-
tion in the North Pacific Ocean,
adjacent to Vancouver Island,

Queen Charlotte Island and Alaska,
were seized by the United States
revenue cutter Corwin, while at a
distance of about seventy miles from
the nearest Island and one hundred
miles from the nearest mainland.
They were towed to Ounalaska, the
vessels and the seals found in them
were confiscated by the United States
Government, the captains and mates
were tried before Judge Dawson in
the United States District Court at
Sitka, found guilty and sentenced to
thirty days’ imprisoument and a fine
of $s500 for each captain and $300
for each mate, respectively. The in-
terpretation of the statute under
which these penalties have been in-
flicted, claims for the United States a
jurisdiction which their Government
in the past not only declined to as-
sert, but strenuously resisted when
claimed by another power.

In 1872 a request was made to Mr.
Boutwell, Secretary of the United
States Treasury, to send a revenue
cutter to prevent Australian and
Hawaiian vessels from taking seals on
their annual migration to the Islands
of St. Paul and St. George. He not
only refused the request, but added
the following words:

“In addition, I do not see that the
United States would have jurisdiction
or power to drive off parties going up
there for that purpose, unless they mado
such attempts within a marine league of
the shore.”

In 1872 Russia put forth some
pretentions to certain jurisdiction
north of the sist degree of latitude,
and having interfered with some
American Isin p hereol,
Hon. John Quincy Adams, United
States Secretary of State, thereupon
wrote to the Russian- Minister ex-
pressing the surprise of the President
of the Republic at the claim to juris-
diction by Russia north of the 5ist
degree and the exclusion from the
shore of Ameri ls beyond the
ordinary distance to which the terri-
torial jurisdiction extended, and re-
quested an explanation in accordance
with the principles generally recog-
nized by the laws and usuages of
nations. The result was that a treaty
was entered into between the two
countries by which it was agreed that

remembered as the charitable, meek
and unassuming priest. During the
past pumber of years he has been
attached to St. Patricks Church, as-
sisting Father Dowd. The very
high esteem in which these two
venerable priests are held in the
city ot Montreal was manifested by
men of all classes and creeds on the
occasion of their Golden Jubilee cole
bration.

Sad Shooting Affray.

A shooting affray, which terminated

fatally, took in this city on the
night of Wednesday last A sailor
named Thomas Ottres, belonging to the
bark Moselle, while under the influence
of liguor, went on board the barque
(laribel, at the Steam Navigation
Company’s wharf, about eleven o'clock
at night, and commenced annoying
a boy who was asleep in the forecastle.
The boy's shouts attracted the attention
of the man on watch, who asked Ottree
to desist and go ashore. To this he paid
no attention. Captain Walsh, of the
Claribel, then came on the scene, and the
sailor was put on shore. When he got
on the wharf he commenced abusing
the captain and firing stones on board
the vessel. Finally the captain fired
a shot from a revolver, which entered
the unfortunate sailor's breast, and he
foll. He was then taken on board the
Claribel, and medical attendance sum-
moned as quickly as possible. Nothing,
however, could save his life, and he died
in about forty minutes. The captain
imlqmlinuly gave himself up to the
ice.
On the following morning Coroner
McLeod empanelled a jury, and held an
inquest over the body of Ottree. After
all the evidence had been taken, E. J.
Hodson, Esq, who had been watching
the case on behalf of the prisoner, briefly
addressed the jury. He was followed
by the Coroner. After a short delibera-
tion the jury returmed the following
verdict :—

* We find that Thomas Ottree came to his
death, esrly on the morning of the 19th inst ,
on the Steam Navigation Company's Wharf,
this city, from u bullet discharged from a re
volver, in the hands of Johu Walsh, master of
the barque Claribel, of this port. This jury
ulso thoroughly urges the necessity of having
all the wharves sufficiently lighted, and they
express their belief that a recurrence of such
# sad event as they now record may be thus
prevented.”

I'he hearing of the evidence in the
case took place in the Stipendiary Magis-
trate's Courton Friday. Captain Walsh,
attended by his €ounsel, was present.
After all the evidence, which was about
the same as at the inquest, had been
taken, the Magistrate stated that, in his
uﬂmon, & prima facic case of man-

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT

The debate on the coercion bill was
resumed in the house of commons on
the 17th instant. Sir William Vernon
Harcourt moved an amendment ex-
empting from secret enquiry all pro-
ceadings relating to public meetings or
agrarian movements, including com-
binations to obtain reductions of rent.
Mr. Balfour, chief secretary for Ireland,
held that the offences embraced in the
measure had been sufficiently defined,
and that the amendment, if adopted,
would simply render the bill futile,
leaving out nearly all agrarian offences.
Messrs. Dillon and Gladstone spoke
brietly in favor of the amendment,
which was finally negatived by a vote
of 242 to 150, Mr. Parnell has been ad-
vised not to attend the evening sitting
of the house. The first clause of “the
crimes bill was adopted by a vote of
171 to 79. Notice was given of the
amendment to the second clause.

The house of commons in committee
on the 15th instant, began the consider-
ation of the second clause of the Irish
crimes act amendment bill. This clause
proposes to extend summary jurisdic-
tion to counspiracy, boycotting, resist-
ance to evictions, and the offences de-
signated in  the Whiteboy acts.
Maurice Healy (Parnellite) moved an
amendment limiting the operations of
the clause to offences committed after
the passage of the act This was re-
jected by a vote of 123 to 100.
