Widow of Deceased Neohew of Ad-
miral Sampson Taken Into Cus-
tody at Conciusion of Inquest into
Tragic Death of Young Sampsen,
Who Was Shot at Rochester After
Quarrel With Wife.

George A. Sampson, widow of Harry
Sampson, nephew of Admiral Samp-
eon, was arrested, charged with mur-
der i the first degree ‘at the :close
of the Sampsen inguest at Msaeedon
this morning, and'was placed in @
cell at the Wayne county jail; there:

which next sits in February.  She
absolutély refused to digcuss the trag-
edy or ‘any possible motive which
might have led to the ernme.

The finding of & letter from an un-
identifiad Rochester men in Mrs.
Sampson’s pessession on the previous
Saturday by her husband, caused an
early morning quarrel just® prior to
the erime. On' the morning of the
crime Harry Sampson and his wife
had been in the sitting room of the
Allyn heme. ' In the kitchen Mrs.
Allyn, Mrs. Sampson’s mother, was
working. Following a report oi a
rifle Mrs. Allyn started to open the
kitchen door and 2s she did so Bamp-
son iell headlong through the open-
ing. He uttered no sound. He fell
to the floor and was dead by the time
Mrs. Sampson rushed down a flight
of stairs which led from the sitting
rooim.

A rifle stood against a wall of the
room. The suicide theory received a
set-back when Dr. Hamilton, a gun
expert, testified it would have been
mmpossible_for Sampson to have shpt
himself with a rifle antd leave no pow-
der*stains or buimns on his. clothes.

CITY OF RED DEER IN
AN ARBITRATION CASE

The Question of the Rates for Water and
Electric Light Supplied by tihe Wes-
tern General Elsctric Co. Will Be
Submitted to an Arbitration Beard.

The people of tha City of Red Deer and
the local company who supply the elec-
tricity and water for the city as well
as control an independent telephone ser-
vice, known as the Western General
Electric Co., are at present engaged in

The company claim that for spme time
the agreement under which they have
been operating makes the rates -so low
that they are losing money and it
is in order to effect a change in this
agreement that action is now being tak-
en. The actien is taken under a clause
in' the agreement that provides for an
arbitration board in case the company
cannot operate with profit at the rates
agreed upon.

Rockefeller declared that the facts
in his. -affidavit were literally true.
Nor would he admit that even though
“literally true,” they were deceptive
and utterly misleading.

It was with relief that Rockefeller
answered the long list of questions as
to his investments in railroad bonds,
and other phases of his personal
wealth. - He denied that he invested
in practically all the railway systems
of the counntry.

Just before he left the stand his at-
torneys put him on record with this
careful’ question: “Have you ever
sought to influence any railroad
through your holdings, bonds, or
stock in the matter of freight rates cr
any rebates on freight rates?"

“T have mot,” came the answer.

The most daring thing in Archboeld’s
testimony this afternoon was his de-
fense of the rebate. The rebate or
“drawbaek” seemed to Archboll a
most worthy institution. He did more
more than admit that he had sought
and even fought for rebates. He
prided himself on being the champion
rebate getter,” declaring that he had
even beaten out the Btandard Oil
Company before he went into the oil
trust.

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Tarush Restricted by Department to
Obviate Congestion of the
Labor Market.

“During the past year -the policy 6i
‘the - Dominion: 2o ‘ernment immig-a-
*ion department ha= been to‘curtail
the incoming immigration in ‘accord-
anee with the surplus of labor,” said
J. Bruce Walker, commissioner of
immigration, “Winnipeg, ‘who is now
in the city on an official trip through-
out the west. .Mr. Walker: explained
that the immigration department by
its restrictions, regulated ‘the supply
of immigrants whe are coming into
Canada by the demand for labor
throughout the Dominion.

“For the nine months from Jana-
ary 1st to September 30th, 1907, there
came to the Dominion 235,440 immi-
grants, while for the corresponding
period in the present year the total
was 127.564, a falling off oi 46 per
cent., said Mr ‘Walker.

“The greatest falling off was from
the ocean ports of the continent and
the British Isles, but as the result of
the restrictions there has been a most
pleasing effect on the quality of the
immigration which has never been of
a better standard than at present.

“This improvement in quaiity has
been most noticeable in Winnipeg,
where owing to the policy adopted by
Hon.~Mr. Oiliver, the quality was ¢o
raised that there iave been in the
Inst year comparatively few applica-
tions from needy and  destitute im-
migrants for assistance. This is in
marked contrast to the earlier times
when large numbers entered Canada
without sufficient means or were un-
able to make a success of life and
who aiter a short time .here become
charges on the public.

. Over a Thousand Devorted.

“The outstanding feature _of this
vear has been the almost total abs-
ence of persons of this kind brought
about by the methods of checking
at the ocean ports on this side and
the border line. Any person not able
to_give proof that he possessed the
means of subsistence for a reasonable
time was promptly rejected.

“During the second period just re-
ferred to there have been over 1,000
persons deported from Canada, while
there were rejected an equal number
either at the ocean ports or at the
border line.

“These stringent measures have had
u good effect upon the booking agenis
upon the other side inasmuch as they
have learned that unless they make
discrect choices the immigrants wiil
be rejeeted when they reach this side.
The result of rejection by the immi-
giation’ officials is that the immigrant
gaes back at the expense of the steam-
ship line, who naturally place the re-
spons iility upon the booking agen
and . compei him to take steps to pre-
visut sueh lesses.

Buccess of Lemieux Arrangement.

Mr. Walker alse pointed out that
the decrease of Japanese immigration
on the Pacific coast had shown the
complete effectiveness of the arrange-
ment of Hon. Mr. Lemieux with the
Japanese government. to restrict im-
migration. For the seven months of
the present fiscal year, April to Oe-
tober; inclusive, was 434, comprising
235 men, 123 women and 26 children.
For the corresponding period of last
vear the Japanese immigration. wa
6,643. The decrease this year is, therc-
fore 6.214.

MESSAGE FLASHED OVER
FOUR THOUSAND MILES

Wireless Station in San Francisco Re-
ceives Aerogram From Japan, 4,700
Miles Distant—New Record in
Transmission of Long Distance
Wireless Message,

San Francisco, Nov. 24—Across four
thoveand seven hundred miles of
ocean, #serograms have been received
irom Japan by operators in the Un-
ited Wireless Telegraph  station ir
this city, and though thev have been
unable to reply to the call from over
the seas, they have watched with
growing interest the efforts oi the Jap-
anese to get into comumunication with
the United States through other means
than cable or ship. This marks a re-
cord for receiving wireless messagos.
Japan uses a' more powertul sending
apparatus than is found in any other
wireless station in the world, and
flashes her signals ‘almost a sheor
5,000 miles.
