INREASED DUTY ON TOBACCO. ENCE.
Wilosale Cigar Trade in Great Britain 

All Torn Uy.
ÜNDON, April 13.—The wholesale cigar 

træ is in a panicky condition in view of 
thoudget, which will be presented by Sir 
Wiam Harcourt, the Chancellor of the 
Enequer, on Monday next. Up to the 
prent the duty on cigars has been 5s per 
poid, on cigarettes 43 per pound, and on 
tolcco 3s 2d per pound. The tobacco 
mehants here believe that Sir Wil- 
lia Harcourt proposes to raise the 
dur on cigars to 7s per pound, and 
if his should turn out to be the case 
it understood that the entire tobacco 
træ of Great Britain will be revolution- 
ize and that continental, Indian, Manillan 
anMexican eigars will entirely disappear 
fra the market, as they could not, with 
thancrease of duty, compete with home- 
ma cigars. Havana cigars would also 
beme much dearer. The panic has re- 
veæd that gigantic clearances have been 
mae from the bonded warehouses. Hun- 
dres of cases of cigars, cigarettes and 
tolcco are delivered daily to the im- 
pours, and the dock and customs officers 
areardly able to cope with the demands 
of re importers.

BRITAIN’S NAVY.

OTTAWA, Ont., April 13. —It is a remark- 
able tribute to the fascination of the Lib. 
eral leader’s eloquence that when 
he rose yesterday to speak the 
house and galleries filled up rapidly 
and as great a crowd listened to Mr. 
Laurier as assembled to hear the budget. 
It was a straight party vote with Messrs. 
McCarthy, O’Brien, MacDonnell, McKeen 
and Calvin absent. Of these five absentees 
Messrs. McCarthy and O’Brien are against 
the Government, and Mr. Calvin is uncer- 
tain, as he voted last year for Sir Richard 
Cartwright’s amendment. Messrs. Mac- 
Donnell and McKeen are Conservatives. 
The absentees do not therefore alter the 
result, and 56 may be taken as the full 
majority of the Government. Gloucester, 
N. B., is vacant. There was a very full vote. 
There were 200 voted out of 215 members. 
On the occasion of the division on the 
Jesuit estates resolution there were 201, 
or only one more. The following members 
were paired for the amendment: Mulock, 
Livingstone, Bowman and Bourassa. 
Against the amendment: Corbould, Bar- 
nard, Hughes and Baird. This was the 
first division of the session. The Govern- 
ment had a majority of seven more last ses- 
sion in a full House.

The railway committee this morning 
passed the bill extending the time for the 
construction of the Canada and Michigan 
Tunnel until the year 1900. This is the 
first act of Parliament extending its juris- 
diction into the twentieth century. Dr. 
Montague had charge of the bill.

A Terrible Fatality.
BELGRADE, April 13. —An explosion 

caused by firedamp occurred in a coal 
mine at Czuprija yesterday. It is known 
that sixteen men were killed, and it is 
probable that the removal of debris piled 
up by the explosion will disclose the bodies 
of others.

Union of the Churches.
ROME, April 13.—The Pope has shown 

to various cardinals of his household proofs 
of his encyclical letter on the subject 
of the union of the Roman Catholic and 
Greek Churches, which his holiness re- 
gards as of the highest political 
and religious importance. The letter 
declares that the union will restore the 
complete autonomy of schismatic churches. 
The synod nominating the patriarchate 
and the latter nominating bishops will 
give the same autonomy to the national 
churches as they enjoyed in the earlier 
centuries. The eastern churches will be 
rendered absolutely independent of Latin- 
ism.
