RAILROADING IN ENGLAND.
Mr. Lander, a shareholder of some 

magnitude in the Southeastern Rail­
road, announced at the half-yearly 
meeting that an American syndicate 
desired a 30 years’ lease of the line 
and was ready to deposit £1,000,000 as 
a guarantee of a 3 per cent dividend 
during the first year, and ultimately 
a 5 per cent dividend.

“DEMOLISH THE CHAPELS.”
Canton, Aug. 2.—Violent anti-foreign 

placards, emanating from the Boxers, 
have been posted in the vicinity of the 
Christian chapels.

The placards protest against the im­
position of the public tax, saying it is 
only exacted in order to meet the in­
demnity to be paid to the powers, and 
proceeds:

“If money can be obtained, why not 
make war on the foreigners? China 
is not yet defeated. It is only the 
government's eyes which are blinded 
by disloyal ministers. If we refuse to 
fight, then it is a case of being greedy 
to live, yet fearing death. How can 
the carefully studied military arts be 
used, except against foreigners? How 
can we otherwise employ our regi- 
ments? During 1900 much money was 
collected through lotteries, gambling 
and general taxes. But, they were 
never satisfied. Therefore, should the 
house tax be collected we will demol­
ish the chapels and drive out the 
Christians. If the emperor is unable 
to pay. we, Boxers, have an excellent 
plan to gain a victory over foreigners. 
Unless this policy is adopted a great 
rebellion is certain.”

THE FINAL PROTOCOL.
London, Aug. 1.—A dispatch to the 

Times from Pekin, dated July 31, says: 
“The preparation of the final protocol 
is progressing rapidly. It is expected 
that it will be signed before the anni­
versary of the relief of the legations, 
Aug. 14."

Pekin is being placarded with a vig­
orous proclamation recounting that a 
national crime was committed by 
China last year, and that the punish­
ment inflicted is a warning against 
its recurrence.
