Premier Baldwin Evidently Dis­
couraged At Two Answers 

Received.

North Sydney, N. S., July 30.—The 

federal by-election campaign closed 
tonight with all three candidates 
making appeals for support from 
platforms in North Sydney and Syd­
ney Mines, and meetings in their in­
terests were held at various sections 
throughout the rural district. Mayor 
Kelly of North Sydney, the Liberal 
candidate, spoke to workers and 
others at a smoker in North Sydney 
and Sydney Mines. He was support­
ed by Hon. E. M. MacDonald, acting 
minister of defence, and Hon. A. K. 
MacLean, M.P. for Halifax.

The Conservative candidate, R. H. 
Butts, addressed meetings in both 
towns, at which he was assisted by 
John C. Douglas and A. D. Gunn, 
K.C., of Sydney. D. D. McDonald, 
Labor candidate, spoke to two well- 
attended open-air meetings.

It is conceded tonight that the gov-- 
ernment candidate, although he may 
come out with a good round majority, 
will have a stiff fight at the polls to­
morrow, and none of the three 
parties, when their preliminary work 
closed tonight, would forecast a 
definite count. Both Liberals and 
Conservatives express themselves 
confident of victory, however.

London, Eng., July 30.—The French 

and Belgian ambassadors this eve­
ning handed to Lord Curzon, secre­
tary of state for foreign affairs, the 
replies of their governments to the 
British note proposing negotiations 
with Germany to solve the problem 
of the Ruhr and the greater problem 
of German reparations. Thus common- 
place enough, ended one chapter in 
the trying negotiations.

Yet, it is a question in the mind 
of the British public whether these 
notes do more than open another 
chapter in the wearisome process. If 
Premier Baldwin has brought about 
any change resembling finality or an 
allied agreement he will be acclaimed 
as a miracle worker. But there are 
no signs that a miracle has been 
worked. %

Premier Baldwin and Lord Curzon 
plainly cherish no such optimism. 
Both spoke briefly in parliament, the 
Commons and Lords respectively, to­
day, on the position of the negotia­
tions at that moment. Both were 
terse; neither voiced any hope that 
Great Britain and France had drawn 
closer together.

No Promise Given.
There will be an attempt to discuss 

the topic before parliament adjourns 
Thursday, as the members are eager 
to learn the exact aspect of affairs.

No promise was given today that 
they would likely see the curtain 
raised. The premier, speaking only 
an hour or so before the foreign 
secretary received the ambassadors, 
told the Commons it was very doubt­
ful whether anything would be re­
ceived which could be published in 
Thursday’s debate. The premier gave 
one gloomy hint. "I am afraid,’ he 
said, "It will only be a continuation 
of the negotiations."

Lord Curzon informed the Lords 
with an air of weary resignation he 
certainly would give them a state­
ment Thursday if it were within his 
power to do so, but his manner clear­
ly indicated he did not think it would.

opportunity he has reiterated the 
plainks in his platform that there will 
be no beginning of conversations with 
Germany until and unless Germany 
formally renounces passive resistance 
in the Ruhr, and that there will be 
no withdrawal from the Ruhr until 
Germany has paid France all she de­
mands.

Deep Gulf.
That seems to be the deep gulf 

which no minor concessions that 
France makes to Great Britain cap 
bridge.

One outstanding feature of this lat­
est chapter in allied negotiations has 
been the deep secrecy which has en­
shrouded it. There has teen no at­
tempted revelations of details of the 
British note, nor of the French and 
Belgian replies on any important 
points, except such as intelligent 
guesswork.

Seldom have secrets known in 
foreign office and to the cabinets in 
half a dozen countries been so suc­
cessfully secreted.

The German and Italian ambassa­
dors also visited Lord Curzon this 
afternoon, but there is no reason to 
believe their visit was connected 
with reparations.

Have Sent Note.
It is not yet known whether the 

Italian ambassador presented any 
written answer to the Britisli note, 
although the Associated Press cor­
respondent in Rome says the Italian 
government has despatchced one 
which takes the middle ground be­
tween the British and French. Brus­
sels advices say that Belgium sup­
ports France on the main points, but 
that the Belgian reply contains ele­
ments of a constructive plan, in which 
respect it is believed to go beyond 
the French answer.

After the British parliament ad­
journs Thursday, both the French 
and British cabinets will have charge 
of affairs during the long parliament- 
ary recess. Premier Baldwin tonight 
told J. Ramsay MacDonald, the op­
position leader, that the British par­
liament can be summoned quickly in 
the event of emergency, but that if 
it adjourns without having assur­
ances of progress in lifting the dark- 
est European cloud it will disperse 
in an atmosphere of deep gloom.
