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A SIGNAL VICTORY.

The return of the Conservative candidate,
Mr. Powell, by a majority of eight hundred
or more, is not by any means in accordance
with the boasting in which the Liberals
have been lately indulging. If they are
to be believed there is hardly a constituency
in the Dominion which it is safe for the
Government to open.

Mr. Powell’s victory is the more remark-
able as he was considerably behind Mr.
Killam at the last Provincial election. The
Grit papers did not forget to remind their
readers of this during the campaign, with
the view, of course, of leading them to in-
fer that Mr. Killam would on Saturday be
again at the head of the poll.

Mr. Killagp was, according to all accounts,
the very best candidate which the Opposi-
tion could run in the county. He is, as the
last local election showed, popular, and
being a very moderate man who is particu-
larly careful not to make enemies, it was
believed by the Opposition partisans that
all disgruntled Conservatives would vote for
him, and many that were not disgruntled.
But the result shows that they were astray
in their calculations. Eight hundred is a
very prebty majority indeed.

It will be said that Mr. Powell’s majority
was not 8o large as that of Mr. Wood.
That is quite true, and it is also brue that
Mr. Powell is not Mr. Wood. Senator
Wood is a resident of the county, doing a
large business in it. He is consequently well
known and highly esteemed in every part of
ib. It can be seen now that if Mr. Wood
had been the Government candidate his ma-
jority would have been immense.

NEW REGULATIONS.

The British Columbia Gazstte of the 22nd
containe a new set of Provincial Police
Regulations drawn up on the recommenda-
tion of the Attorney-General, under the pro-
visions of the Provinocial Police Act, 1895.
The regulations appear to be judicious, and
are calculated to make the Provincial Police
a most effective force. A greav deal of
power is very properly placed in the hands
of the Superintendent. The discipline
which he can maintain and enforce is almost
military in its stringency. He is invested
with the power to flll all vacancies in the
force as at present constituted from among
duly qualified applicants, and to station
the constables where required through-
out the Province, altering the sta-
tions or removing the constables
a8 the changing circumstances may require.
Thisis as it ought to be. The Superin-
tendent is responsible for the efficiency of
the force, and it is only reasonable that he
should have the appointment and the dis-
position of the men composing it. Thie,
it is true, places a-good deal of power in the
hands#f ‘ofie ndan, and it-can-be eastly‘un-
derstood that it may be abused by an un-
principled or a weak officer, But great
care will, no doubt, be taken to place at the
head of the force a man of known strength
of character, of superior intelligence and of
tried integrity. Such a man as the present
Superintendent should have all the powers
with which the new Regulations invest him,
for all who know him must be perfectly
well convinced that he will use them fcr
no other purpose than to make the
force what 1t ought to be. The Superin-
tendent has also the power to suspend

-and even to dismiss any member of the force

againsb whom a complaint is made or who
has been remiss in the performance of his
duty. He isrequired to report the removal
or dismissal to the Attorney-General’s de-
partment in order that the pleasure of the
Lieutenant-Governor-in-Council may be ex-
pressed.

The regulations require certain qualifica-
tlons of those who apply to be placed on the
force. It is evidently intended that the
Provincial Police shall be a superior body of
men of good character and fair intelligence,
Care is taken that the discipline shall be
strict and that due subordination shall be
maintained. If the regulations are faithfully
carried out, as they certainly will be as long
a8 Mr. Hussey is Superintendent, the Pro.
vincial Police wille be an efficient and a well-
conducted body of men.

THE HOMB RULERS.

It is beginning to be seen that the Irich
members propose to give the Government a
lively time of it. They form a very large
and a very active section of vhe Opposition.
The Liberal minority numbers 259! and
there are in it 83 Home Rule members.
The English, Scotch and Welsh Liberals are
disposed to keep quiet. They are discour-
aged, as is natural, and besides, they can-
not see what is to be gained by fighving.
But it ie different with the Home Rulers.
They have been returned in full force.
They have not lost a man in the election
that has been 8o disastrous to the Liberals
of Great Britain. The Government took
good care to inform the advocates of Home
Rule that they had nothing to expect from
them but ocontinuous and strenuous
opposition. War to the knife be-
ing thus declared the fiery Irishmen
have taken up the gage of battle, and have
already commenced hostilities. But if we
are not mistaken, they will find that the
policy of obstruction will not be so success-
ful as it was in former years. In the first
place, they have no longer Parnell as their
leader. He was the cooleat, the most deter-
mined and the mosb alert of parliamentary
tacticians. He had his party well in hand.
His discipline was striot, and it was rigidly
enforced. No man could fight an unequal
battle better than he. He has léft no smo-
ceasor. There is no man in the Irish party
now whom all its men respect and are ready
to obey. That party has at present not even

& nominal leader, and the member of it who | H
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possesses the qualities of leadership has not
yet made his appearance. The Irish party
in Parliament is not now a phalanx ready to
obey the slightest gesture of ite leader.
It is a mere mob, and everyone composing
it considers that he has a perfect right to
question the directions of those who have
placed themselves at its head. There is
plenty of fight in the crowd, but everyone,
like Dr. Tanner the other day, seems dis-
posed to fight for his own hand. Without
a skilled leader and without perfect dis-
cipline and subordination it is the merest
folly to think of pursning a policy of ob-
struction.

The House of Commons in these days haa
not a8 careful a regard for the rights ard
privileges of minorities as it had in the
early days of the Parnell regime. The
me jority are not nearly o patient or so for-
bearing as they were in those days. They
have very little scruple in calling for the
closure when they believe that a debate has
lasted long enough or when they are con-
vinced that the minority has no other
object in prolonging discussion than mere ob-
struction. YWhen all things are considered,
it is, we think, safe to conclude that a ccurse
of obstruotion, if it be attempted, will
prove a failure. The chances are that it
will do harm and not good to the cause of
Home Raule. One would suppose that the
policy of the Home Rulers would be just
now to keep the friends they have in the
House and in the country and to gain as
many new ones a8 possible. To pursue a
policy of obstruction would very likely have
the effect of alienating many of those who
are friendly to Home Rale and of making
for it new enemies. It is probable that the
moderate members of the party are of this
opinion, but it is pretty certain that those
of them who are impetuous and hot-headed
think very differently, and the chances are
that the latter will have their way.

DR. DILLON.

In the wonderful speech which Mr. Glad-
stone delivered on the Armenian question
in the Town Hall of Chester on the 6th of
the present month he attached great weight
to the testimony of Dr. Dillon, and almost
the only quotations he made were from that
gentleman’s article in the Contemporary
Review. As our readers may like to know
who Dr. Dillen is and in what capacity he
went to Armenia, we will reproduce what
Mr. Gladstone said about him in that
speech, which is :

I will refer to the last of these witnesses,
one whom I must say I am disposed to name
with honor—Dr. Dillon (cheers), whose
name has appeared within the last three or
four days abt the foot of an article
of wunusual lepgth—Ah! and good
were the reasons for extending it to an un-
usual length—in the Contemporary Review.
(Cheers ) Perhaps you will ask as I asked :
Whe is Dr. Dillon? and I am able to de-
scribe him to his honor. Dr. Dillonis a
man who, as the special commissioner of the
Daily Telegraph newspaper, some months
ago with care and labor, and with the haz-
ard of his life (hear, hear)went into Turkey,
landably making use of a disguise for the

might make himself thorough master of the
facts, (Cheers.) He published his results
before any public authority had given utter-
ance bo jts judgment, and those resalts
which he, I rather think, was the first to
give to the world in a connected shape—at
any rate he was very early in the field—
those results have been completely confirmed
and established by the inquiries of the
delegates appointed by the vthree powers—
England, France and Russia. (Cheers.) I
say he has, at the risk of his life, acquired a
title to be believed, and here he gives us an
account which bears upon it all the marks
of truth, bat which, at the same time, that
we musb believe it to be true you would say
is hardly credible. Unhappily some of those
matters which are not credible do, in this
strange and wayward world of ours, turn
out to be true; and here it is hardly
credible that there can dwell in the human
form a spirit of such invense and diabolical
wickedness as is unhappily displayed in
some of the narratives Dr. Dillon has laid
before the world.

The London Times in an article oa Mr.
Gladstone and Armenia speaks of the Ches-
ter speech of the Old Man Eloquent in very
high terms. It said: It is perhaps un-
wise to rely so much as Mr. Glad-
stone does on the testimony of
a single witness, Dr. Dillon, who
has written & magazine artiole describing
his personal experience in Armenia since the
Saesoun outrages ; but in the maln, it may
be taken for granted that the atrocities
have been established beyond a doubt.”
Mr. Gladstone’s speech and {Dr. Dillon’s
article have moved the people of Great
Britain as they have been very seldom
moved by the ubtterances spoken or written
of the greatest and ablest men. It may
safely be taken for granted thav that speech
and that arbicle will be productive of very
important consequences.

A JUST BSTIMATH.

Harold Frederic, the very able London
correspondent of the Ne’w York Times, has
taken the true measure of Keir Hardie, late
M.P., who is about to pay this continent a
visit. In his letter of the 17th he says :

Keir Hardie, who sails to-day for a lec-
ture tour in America, deserves no attention
from labor leaders or anybody else, and will
probably get what he deserves. John Burns
really has something in him, but Hardie is a
mere empby fraud, who won notice in the
Commons only by wearing dirty old clothes
and a ocoster’s cap, instead of a Hat of Par-
liamentary tradition. This would have
been forgiven as a part of his general scheme
of securing an audience if there had been
anything genuine behind his affectations,
and people tolerantly waited to see if there
was, but in vain. He is a blatherskite pure
and simple,

It is fortnpate that Keir Hardie is only a
‘“ blatherskite,” for if he possessed invellect-
ual force and moral strength, he, with the
principles he professes, would do any
amount of mischief. He is a social fire-
brand and it is fortunate for the community
in which he lives and labors that he is, with
all his brag and bounce, a mere weakling,
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THE REASON WHY.

According to the Brockville Times the fol-
lowing is the ocorrect solution of an im-
portant problem : ‘“ The reason why the
Globe has dropped its daily inquiry—* Has
‘the National Policy made you rich ?’ must
be that the annual statement of the business
done in the Dominion post office savings
bank has just b:en published. This state-
ment shows that the total amount standing
to the credis of depositors in 1873, the year
when the Mackenzie Government came into
power, was $3,207,051.57. In 1878, after
five years of Liberal rule, the total amount
was $2,754,484 03, a decrease of $451,567 48.
On June 30, 1895, after sixteen years of
Conservative Government, with the National
Policy in force, the sum to the credit of
depositors was $28 805 542 47—an increase
of $25,000,000. After asking ite question
every day for months, the Globe could not
very well keep it up in the face of such a
crushing answer a8 this.”

IN TROUBLRE.

The Earl of Derby, who is known in Can-
ada as one of the most unpretentious and
mosb urbane of Governors-General, has got
into hot water at home, as is shown by the
following paragraph from the London letter
of the New York Times :

The late Canadian Viceroy, Earl Derby,
has engaged in a combat with vhe inhabit-
ants of one of his Flintshire manors, which
to-night, it is reported, has developed into a
small civil war, They have enjoyed a short
cut footpath over the hill on his castle dc-
main for three generations ; he has now in-
closed it with a high fence and ordered that
admission to the hill and castle ruins shall
be only by ticket. Mobs of indignant vil-
lagers tear down the fence as fast as it is
built and burn the notice boards, and a
Welsh member who passed through the dis-
trict to-day tells me the expectation is that
a force of Chester police will be brought out
o coerce the orowd, which is quite resolved
to resiat.

ODD FELLOWSHIP.

To THE EDITOR :—In Tuesday’s issue of
the DaiLy COLONIST a communication ap-
pears with reference to the C. 0. O. F. con-
nection with the I. O. O. F., M. U., which
is entirely misleading and would tend to
create a false impression. In the first place
the former connection was withheld on
acoount of the C. O. O. F. registering itself
under the Ontario insurance corporation
ach, 1892, as an entirely separate organiza-
tion, styling itself the C. O. O, F.

The Toronto district of the I. O. O. F.,
M. U, also registered itself under the same
act. At the Southampton A. M. C., 1893,
the directors reported that in consequence
of the Canadian order and the Toronvo dis-
trict being registered under the act, their
connection with the M. U. was severed. At
the Northampton A. M. C., 1894, the
directors reported that in eonsequence of
the power of attorney which had been re-
quired under the act being waived, the
L'oronto district was reinstated in its former
position as Toronto district, I. 0. O. F., M.
U. Where is the false misrepresentation as
stated in the communication? The false
misrepresentation was on the other side, as
I will show you later. Many communica-
tions were sept by the C. O. O. F. to the
board of direetors asking for & remewdl ‘of
the connection. In November, 1894, the
directors passed the following reeolution,
No. 129 :

* That the letter from the secretary of the
Canadian order, with reference to the 48vh
resolution of the April board meeting, be
answered to the effect that the diractors re-
gret that they are not in a position ab pre-
sent to reconsider such resoluvion. But they
will not fail to give vhe subject serious at-
tention with a view of devising some means
whereby fraternal relations may be re-estab-
lished.”

At the meeting of the directors in Febru-
ary, 1895, they passed the resolution, ,No.
73, viz :

*‘ That with reference to the 129th resolu-
tion of the November board meeting, and to
the commaunications from the present G.M.
of the Canadian order addressed to the
G.M. (Mr. Diprose) and the C.S., complain-
ing of the resolution 48a passed at the April
board meeting, whereby the C.S. was in-
structed not to forward the quarterly pass.
word to the Canadian order, resolved that
such communications be answered to the
effect that the resolution 481 of April wae
passed in consequence of complainte by the
Toronto and Montreal districts that the
Canadian order was still using the name of
the Manchester Unity in connection with
their society, and also in consequence of the
complete severance of such society by ite
registration under the insurance corporation
ach, 1892, of the province of Ontario. That
the C.8. be instrucked to  write
to the secretary of the Canadian
order requesting him to forward for
the consideration of the directors a copy of
ita rules as so registered with a view of
ascertaining the actual position of the
society. The directors cordially accept and
reciprocate the fraternal expressions in the
communications received, and are desirous,
if it can be legally done, of restoring those
amicable arrangements between the Cana-
dian order and the Manchester Unity which
existed for so many years to the mutual ad-
vantage of the members generally. On re.
ceiving an answer to this resolution the
directors will at their next meeting consider
the whole question with a view of reporting
thereon to the A.M.C.”

Ab the May meeting of the board a com-
munication was received from the Canadian
order enclosing a copy of its newly-regis-
tered rules, and the directors find that the
words ** Manchester Unity "’ are eliminated
from the same.

At the A.M.C. held in Swansea, North
Wales, in June, 1895, it was distinctly stat-
ed that the C.O O F. could not use the title
M.U., and that all the donunection they have
is the quarterly password as issued by the
M.U., simply for the purpose of members
coming to Canada from England being able
to pay their dues through a Canadian order
lodge, where there were no lodges of their
own in existence.

The C.0.0.F. have no interest in the vast
wealth of the M.U. of over forty million
dollars ; mor have they any share in the
transaction of the business of the M. U., nor
can the C.0.0.F. members join the L.O.0.F.,
M.U.,, by clearance cards granted by the
Canadian order ; thus whatever welcome
news Mr. Tagg may have received from his
superiors in Toronto he has not received
any restoring the privileges I have men-+
tioned ; and any person who joins the
C.0.0.F, as gart of the great M.U. will be
sorely disappointed, as many others in B. C,
have been.

Now a few words about the misrepresent.
ationr that was spoken of and has been used
by the C.0.0.F. as a reason why the M. U,
should recognize the C.0.0.F, British Col.
umbia was reported in 1894 returns to the
Oatario government as hav nearly 1,100

members. In 1895 they are able to report

the handsome number of less than 280 after
five years’ existence, and a loss of about 14
lodges, the namee of which I can give.

ROADS IN CARIBOO.

For some time past the feeling of dissatis-
faotion prevalent among the settlers in
Lower Cariboo, not only with the legisla-
tive appropriations for roads in their portion
of the district, but also with the expendi-
tare of these moneys, has been growing in
intensity, and a few weeks ago a medting of
certain of the leading residents was held at
the 150-Mile House, when it was decided to
invive the Chief Commissioner, Hon. Mr.
Martin, to come up and examine into mat-
ters himself. Mr. Martin kindly replied
that he was not able at that time to name a
date for such a visit, but would come up as
soon a8 possible.

Accordingly he met the settlers by ap-
pointment at the 150-Mile House on Mon-
day evening, August 5, on his return from
Barkerville. A week previous, however,
learning that the hon. gentleman was on his
way up, and would probably be here on
July 30, a meeting was sammoned for that
(the mail) night. But when the settlers
assembled general disappointment was felt
that Mr. Martin’s engagements above had
taken him past during the afternoon with
Mr. Tingley, sr., driving. As several were
pressnt who would not be likely to meet
Mr. Martin on his return, it was decided to

o on with the meeting at all events. Mr.
%. P. Horam was elected chairman.

Several interesting and appropriate
speeches were made, that by Mr. George A.
Vieth being especially pertinent.  Mr.
Vieth gave an interesting statement of the
revenue (fully $12,000) derived from the
sections into which it is desired that good
roads should be made withcut delay. Com-
paring the merite of the 108 and 150 rouves
to Horsefly, he elicited from those who had
teamed or packed cver both roads their
preference for the 150 route as affording
naturally a better road bed, more stopping
places and more and better feed for pack
animals.

After passing a resolution declaring that
the 150 connection with the Horsefly and
Forks camps would best serve the public in-
terests, and asking for sufficient expenditure
on these roads, the meeting adjourned till
Mr. Martin’s return.

The meeting on the 5th inst., although
called on extremely short notice, very fully
represented the settlers in lower Cariboo
and adjacent sections of Lillooet district.

Mr. D. Murphy was elected chairman and
in introducing the subject of discussion very
clearly showed (speaking from personal
knowledge of the country) how in forcing
the 108 connection those interested (and
they were very few) were fighting against
nataral conditions which it would be impos-
sible to overcome.

Speeches were made by Rev. Father Bed-
ard, cf the Mission, Rev. Mr. Turner (in a
humorous veir), by Mr. Borland, Mr. Leas-
ure, of Horsefly, and Dr. Watt. The Hon.
Mr. Martin also addressed the meeting and
was given a hearty reception. He conceded
that the desires of the settlers for good road
connections with the Forks and Horsefly
from the 150 would be fully met by the gov-
ernment, bat at the same time he gave it as
his opinion that the 108 road should also be
ke&h open.

he following resolution embodies in suc-
cinct form the unanimous sentiment of the
meeting : S

Moved by Dr. Hugh Watt, seconded by
Mr. T. Kennedy and carried unanimously :

Whereas in the projection of the public
roads the true principle by which the gov-
ernment (the servants of the people) should
be guided is to bring the producing and
consuming public together by the shortest
and best practicable routes, regard being
had: first to roadbed, second to grades, and
third to distance ;

And whereas such roads should invariably
be laid out by a government surveyor or un-
der the authority of the government, in such
a way as to confer the greatest benefits upon
the greatest number of taxpaying residents ;

And whereas the 108.road violates thess
conditions, is essentially a private road for the
sole supposed benetit of two private corpor-
ations, passes through a country unfit for
settlement and cultivation and over a road-
bed that cannot, without enormous expense,
be made fit for heavy traffic ;

And whereas the said 108 road was not
laid out by authority of the government,
but violates in its starting point one of the
recommendations of the officer, Mr. Arthur
Stevenson, who in his report to the govern-
ment on the rival routes to Horsefly says :
““ There is one large creek to be bridged
about three miles from the 108, aleo some
smaller ones on this ten miles, but none of
them amount to much except this ome. I
think it may be better to come out at the
111-mile posb than at the 108. By so doing
we would avold this large creek, also a
rather bad hill going down to the creek.”

And whereas the route from the 150-Mile
house to Horsefly has been travelled for
more than thirty years, connects the oldest
setbled, most populous and best agricultural
sections of the upper country with the
mines, furnishes throughout nearly its whole
distance a solid roadbed with easy grades,
and passes through a country now settled
and admirably fitted for agricultural devel-
opment ;

And whereas, although the distance to
the said mines at Horsefly is somewhat
greater via the main trunk road and 150-
Mile house than by the so-called direct
route from the 108, yet freight has been and
can be delivered at the said mines, winter or
summer, via the 150-Mile house at the same
rate or less and with greater ease than
by the said so-called direct route from the
108 ;

And whereas, for the same or like reasons
to those above enunciated, it is desirable in
the public interest that the many new mines
in the Forks section of the district should
be connected with the producing country in
the Williams Lake and adjacent valleys by
8 good trunk road ;

And whereas a very large amount of
freight is being carried over the present
road to the Forks and the road is in ex-
treme need of repair and in certain portions
of its extent should be re-located by a com-
petent surveyor ;

Aund whereas all government road work
should be done as early in the season as pos-
sible by the employment of a sufficient force
and should not be dragged out for the bene-
fit of a few workers till late in the fall to the
detriment of freighters and the travelling
public ; therefore

Resolved, 1st, That no more public money
should be spent on the 108 road to Horsefly ;

2nd. That the present roads connecting
the mines at Horsefly and ab the Forks with
the maln w road at or near the 150 Mile
House should be at once so repaired and
improved as o oarry the heaviest traffic by
wagon or sleigh summer or winter, \
_After passiug a vote of thanks to the Hon,
Chief Commissioner for his presence at the
meeting the prooeedlnﬁl closed.
