Thirty-five miles below Rink rapids a

garty of five men endeavoring to travel'p

own the river towards Dawson attempted
to cross on the ice. Two succeeded in
reaching the opposite shore, when the ice
gave way, and the open water separated
them from their three comrades, with
whom were all the provisions. There was
no possible way of reaching the unfortun-
ate two, and though Kas‘ner does not
know their fate, the outlook for their rescue
he considered was very gloomy. This was
on November 14.

Twelve miles below the Big Salmon,
M:ajor Walsh’s party was fallen in with,
and Kastner confirms the report brought
by explorer Saint C{gas to the loss of the
provisions and two boats, also as to the ac-
cidental death of the man Freeman, a
miner, this fatality having occurred be-
tween the Little and Big Balmon rivers.
Major Walsh was awaiting dog trains with
fresh stocks of provisions, but Kastuer feels
quite sure that the administrator will not
advance further than Selkirk this winter.

Kastner had only reached Dawson on the
22nd of December, and he and his partners
had taken a lease on Nos. 20 and 45 below,
on Bonanza creek. They had just time to
sink two holes to see the character of their
ground before they came away, leaving
however two of their partners behind, who
will continue (ﬁxerations throughout the
winter.. While Kastner does not share the
belief of starvation staring the Dawsonians

in the face, still he says the stores are

closed, and selling no more food. At the
same time he feels confident that if the
entire population pool their provisions there
will assuredly be sufficient for all through-
out the winter. The great difficulty ap-
pears to be in finding out the exact stocks
of provisions people have, many men with
large supplies having cached them for
safety’s sake and carefully concealed the
fact. One very serious difficulty that the
miners will have to face this winter is the
want of candles, which will materially re-
tard operations in the mines.

Joe Brant, of Dawson, announced his in-
tention lately of coming out with the first
ice and two dog trains, his purpose being to
convey passengers at $1,000 for the trip to
the coast, he undertaking to look after the
bedding and' provisions. Mr. Kastner is
somewhat doubtful as to the success of the
experiment,

he Corona’s other passengers included
United States Marshal James M. Shoup, of
Alaska, who has in charge seven prisoners
en route for San Quentin—the most notori-
ous of these being William P.,* Kid,”
Birch, who has just had his trial at Juneau
for the killing- of deputy marshal Watt.
Birch was acquitted on this charge, but
will have to put in three years at San Quen-
tin on the old charge of mayhem. He was
originally started for the California _prison
some time ago, but escaped by shooting the
officer in whose charge he was.

He has received hundreds
of inquiries regarding the trail to
Teslin Lake, cost of transportation, etc.
The majority of these inquiries, strange to
say, have come from Americans in many
States of the Union. The 1atter, it would
appear from their letters, have received
favorable reports ot the Stickeen river
route and wrote Mr. Callbreath merely for
a8 corroboration of these. In reply to
ueries. as to the best place to
o their outfitting Mr. Callbreath has
written that, from "his experience in the
matter he would advise rospective gold
hunters to get their supplies in Victoria.
The cost of transporting freight across the
portage to Teshn lake will, he says, be
about 20c. this season, at least at the com-
mencement when the rush will be at its
height. Many people he thinks will go up
before the river opens.

FROM COPPER RIVE

The Cutter * Woleott” Returns,
‘Having Landed Her Passengers
—No News from Whalers,

That Mysterious Roek in Mid-Atlan-
tic—The Barkentine * Wrest-
le_r ”” Again in Port.

'8till another attempt has been made
to locate the rock which six months or
more ago was raported in mid-Atlantic,
the oaptain of the well re membered
Strathnevis reporting as follows, from
the log of a recent voyage from New
York to Hamburg: September 18, at 8
a.m., being in the vicinity of the rock
reported by the master cf the Crompton
(in lat.

The imperial chancellor, Prince Hohenlohe,
declared that the measure introduced the
system of oral direct procedure, and while
Separating the duties of the judge, proseeu-~
tor, and defining counsel, it afforded means
of redress by way of complaint, appeal or
revision: he final decision would rest
with tribunals and actual trial would be
public, except when gublic interests or the
military service would suffer thereby. Any
further assimilation to she civil code was
precluded by military considerations.
