Fmﬂk Nicholes, the murderer of Tom
Netes, was captured at 7:45 pm on
Sunday. . He was found hiding behind a
pile of sacks in the woodshed of Mr. and
Mrs. Gill, in® Rock Bay district, near
the corntr of Henry and Turner streets.
He had some yealS ago rescued Mr.
Gill’s son from drowning off the Dallas
road, mear where the steamer San Pe-
dro lay so long. Instead of being land-
ed at Port Angeles by K-atchules———whos'e
efforts to throw the police off the. tx:axl
have resulted in his arrest for assisting
the murderer to escape—Nicholes was
landed at the back of Albert Head and
had been hiding at Sooke until he came
to the city on Sunday at 5:10 p.m., and
soon afterwards was captured. On Sun-
day, leaving Sooke, where he had slept
in a baru for two nights, Nicholes cross-
ed over to the Saanich road. where he
was seen near Porter’s on Sunday mor_n-
ing. ‘When nearing the Rock Bay dis-
trict, he met a young man who ‘some
time ago went fishing with him, and
asked him to secret him, but the young
man refused, and leaving him, Nicholes
went to the residence of Mr. and _Mrs.
Gill, thinking, ~doubt, that gratitude
for the rescu?e’ of the son would result in
his finding a place of refuge there. Ar-
riving there, he hid in the , w_‘oodshed,
~where he was found by the police, w]go,
while he was hiding there, were in-
formed by the young. man to whom
Nicholes had spoken & s}mrt time . be-
Fore. Instead of finding his fqrmer com-
panion in fishing a source of rescue, the
murderer found him to be quite the re-
verse, . for ijmmediately - the murderer

young man jumped on his whegl and
hurried to the:police station to inform
the police of where her had seen
‘Nicholes. ” g

The jailer at once telephoned to
Langley and efforts were made to reach

Handcuffs ‘were quickly pressed on his
~wrists, and  then, with a constable on
either side, he was .brought from the
woodshed, and the constables shouted to

their man, and the Chief in turn gave
‘the word to the searchers withinr the
house and to Sergt. Redgrave. who, by
this time, had mounted to the roof-top.
The chase was over.

Nicholes was quickly conveyed to the |Sto

police station, and placed in a cell, after
being searched. The,search resulted in
the discovery of the weapon  which
took Tom Netes’ life, a spring pocket
knife, with a blade from three to four
inches long. On being placed in_a cell
he %sked for food, being faint and near-
. 1y starved. A constable was despatched
to Levy's and quickly returned with a
large beef steak and some black.coffee,
which the murderer ravenously ate,
while Constable Harper watched him to
gee that he made no attempt to take his
Jife. His meal made him more cheer-

When the launch steamed out after
him on Friday morning hé and Katchules

He
slept on the boat on Friday and re-
mained with her until Saturday in the
early morning, after having attempted
to sink the vessel and thus destroy all
trace of her. After believing he_ had
scuttled the sloop with an axe, Kat-
chules traveled across the waterfront
farms to the Rocky Poiut road, and
started towards the city. On his way
.he sto_pped at Colwood to. get-a drink;
and his Greek tongue being noticeable,
the information of his coming was tele-!
phoned to the city. He was overtaken
by the Rocky Point stage and secured
nassage in on this, reaching the city
just as the inquest 'was in progress.

On motion of Mr. Helmcken seconded
by Mr. McPhllips, Mr. C. E. Redfara
was appointed ,chairman.

Mr. Redfern explained that the meet-
ing was called by the citizens of Vic-
toria, irrespective of party, to congxder
the political issues of the day.’ ‘Business
men had felt for some time that the sit-
uation was not satisfactory, nor was it
caleulated to advamce the interests of
the country that the present political un-
rest should continue,  He asked that toe
speakers be given a fair hearing, and in
that way the audience wou:d “ave an
opportunity of judging the inerizs of the
arguments presented. The chairman
suggested, and it was dec’ded, that the
city members should speak for 15 min-
ates and other speakers for 10 minutes.
P. C. MacGregor was appointed secre-

tary. ’

The chairman then called on Dr.

Milne, who said he had been invited to
attend, and the following resolution had
been placed in his hands with a request
that he should present i’ to.the meet-
ing. He would therefore move, seconds
ed by Mr. Higgins:
Whereas there are at present, and have
been for some time past, two vacancies in
the provineial cabinet, and one seat vacant
in the Victoria city constituency, and

‘Whereas, the uncertainty jwhich exists
with regard to the same, and the delay in
filling up the wacancies is ‘working injuri-]
ously to the Interests of the province and
its capital; and

Whereas, since the defeat of.a cabinet
minister ‘in New Westminster, no attempt
has been made to complete the cabinet, nor
has notfce been given for an election to fill
the vacancy In the Victoria city constitu-
ency; and - 5l

Whereas, no declarntfon of policy® has
been made by the govermment, but on the
contrary, there Js reason to believe that
its attitude is opposed ‘to the wishes of the

country; » 5,

Whereas, in the oplnion of this meeting
the governmeat has lost the confidence of
the people of the cowntry.

Thereforé, be it resolved, that in the
opinion - .of" . the meeting the  pre-
mier should at once bring oh the-elec-
tion in Victoria e¢ity; also, that he should
fill the two vacancies in the cabinet, and
should call a sesslon of the Legislature at
as early a date as possible. ~

Speaiing to the resolution, the Doctor
called attention to the vacancies in the
cabinet, and argued that under the Con-
stitution Aect those \vacancies should be
filled without deldy, otherwise the busi-
ness of the country was sure to suffer.
He strongly criticized the government’s
railway. policy, taxing them with bad
faith with the house and country on that
quqtiou.

They had ignored the: petitions from all
parts of the province asking for an in-
deperdent line of railway from the
Coast to Kootenay, they had thwarted
the expressed wish of the peopie and
forfeited their right to further sapport.

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NEW WAR MATERIAL.,
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Field Guns for Sweden.

From N. Y, Sua.

Switzerland hés adopted for its army a
new portable tent which has some novel
features. The tents are formed by com-
bining a number of units, greater or less
according to the kind of tent required,
Each -unit comprises a square piece of
canvas and a triangular end, a rope, a pole
in three parts and three tent pegs, weigh-
ing In all 1,830 grammes, while the soldiers
have two units for every three men, and
these are carried by the men not carrying
intrenching tools. :

The great advantoge of this system of
units is that tents of various forms may
be put up by simply uniting the un in
various ways, fhus giving the greatest
comfort under different conditions ' of
topography of ground, climate or number
of men. The simplest form is the ordinary
shelter tent for three men; or, a number
of these may be placed end to end forming
a single long tent for a section or evea
large body of men; or, the units may be so
united as to form a large.or small canvas
house, or a simple shelter against the sun
or prevailing wind, entirely open on one
side; finally the units can be used as a rain
coat, or as a protection against cold.
Sweden has just adopted a new rapid-
fire fleld gun after a series of eompetit've
tests between the ¥hrhardt, the Cockerill
and the Krupp systems.

The 7.5 (nearly-3 in.) rapid fire gun fires
a projectile weighing 14.3 pounds with a
muzzle velocity of 1,640 foot-seconds. The
maximum range is 6,600 metres (over 7,200
yards.) The piece complete weighs 3,520
pounds, and the caisson the same.
Norway has\just completed the competi-
tive tests of the Saint-Chamond, Schneider-
Canet and Ehrhardt rapid-fire field guns,
and adopted the last mentioned system,
ordering 132 guns, 192 caissons, 36 pack
wagons, 24 tool wagons and 500 rounds of
ammunition per gun, all the material, after
the purchase of the first limited lot, to be
manufactured at home, in Norway.

The United. States are now testing types
of various rapid-fire fleld guns at the Sandy
Hook proving grounds, which will probab-
ly soon give our army a modern rapid-fire
field gun.

The Hotchkiss company has placed its
new maching/ gun model of 1901,0n the mar-
ket. In gederal design and in detall it is
a radical departure from all former types,
and may be arranged to fire any model of
small-arms ammunition.

The principle underlying the construction
of this gun is the utilization of a portion
of the powder gas, by means of which, af-
ter -the first cartridge has been fired by
hand, the various operations of the breech
action, feeding mechanism, firing and ex-
traction of empty cartridge cases, are per-
formed automatically, but: under complete
control of the gunner. Slow fire may be
delivered at any rate up to about 100
rounds per minute, and rapid fire up to 600
rounds per minute.

The gun consists of a single barrel, screw-
ed into the fromt of the receiver, which
contains the operating mechanism; below
and parallel to it is secured a hollow cylin-
er which is in communication with a port
drilled through -the barrel. Contained Iin
this cylinder is a piston, on which are form-
ed suitable cams for operating the breech-
block, the firing and the feed mechanism
On discharge, as soon as.a bulléet has pass-
ed the port connecting bore and cylinder,
the powder gas enters a chamber in the
front end of the eylinder and throws the
piston to the rear, where it is held by a
sear. On releasing the sear, by pressing
the triggeér., the piston is thrown forward
to its initial position by the mainspring.
The piston by its motion opens the breech
pushes - the ecartridge 1 s
closes the breech and fires. If the trigger
be held back the fire will be kept up con-
tinually and automatically.

Two men are required to work the gun,
but in cases of necessity a single man can
work it.

The gun weighs 53 pounds. For land
service it is generally mounted on a field
tripod and transported on pack animals,
one mule carryin
