It is the resort of tramps,
and nightly gangs of these wanderers
congregate in the place, On numerous
occasions the meighbors have driven
erowds of tramps from the barn and
more than once these vagabonds have
turned on those who attempted to eject
them. The authorities believe that the
unknown fell into the hands of desper-
ate criminals and was lured to the barn
to be robbed. !They also believe that
the pistol found in the dead man’s hand
belonged to him, but was forcibly taken

gan Francisco papers with reproductions
of photographs of the dead man and de-
tails of the articles found on the remains
were received in this city, that his iden-
tity was learned. Friends and relatives
identified the pictures in the San Fran-
cisco newspapers . as those of Captain
Howard—and mot until then 'was it
known in Berkeley who was the vietim
of the unknown thugs, who had seem-
ingly lured him behind a barn and frac-
tured his skull with some blunt instru-
ment. Seemingly he was brutally
murdered and robbed, for not a cent was
found on the dead man, although not
long before he had disposed of some
mining interests in_the Klondike district,
and had forwarded several hundred dol-
lars of the proceeds to his wife and
daughter, who for over a year pasj: have
been resident at the Dallas hotel in this
city, where they are now prostrated
over the sad news, which was broken
to them yesterday morning by Rev. A
H. S. Sweet, of St. James’ church, James
Bay, at whose church the wife and
daughter of the murdered man were at-
tendants.

There is little aount as to the identity
of the murdered man and with the re-
ceipt .of the  telegrams sent yesterday
morning to the chief of police at San
Francisco, through the local chief of

police, the murder mystery, which, since

its occurrence on Friday last, has been
puzzling the authorities of Alameda
county, will be at an end, in as far as
the victim is concerned at least. No
trace has yet ben found of the mur-
derers, who are generally believed toshave
been tramps who killed the late Capt.
‘Howard for the purpose of robbery.
There are several things found on the
Temains of the dead man which go to
show that the body is that of Captain
Howard. His ring 1s one factor in prov-
i i'entity. On his body was found a
iny with a crest—a lion holding an ar-
row. This is the Howard crest, and
his wife and daughter in this city are
now wearing rings with identical crests.
Another factor in the accumulation of
proof as to identity is the laundry mark
on the linen of the dead man. His shirt
and collar bore . his initial *“H” and be-
sides other lettering the mumber 2326.
Enquiry at the office of the Victoria
‘Steam Laundry company shows that this
was the number given to the late Capt.
Howard on the books of the laundry.
Mr. Cave, clerk at the Vernon and Dal-

fact that a folding steel one foot rule
was found. Mr. Cave said yesterday
ihat he had often seen Capt. Howard
with snch a rule, and on more than one
oceasion it had been loaned to him.

'was similar in every detail to that de-
seribed by the newspapers of San Fran-
cisco as having been worn by the vie-
tim of the thugs in Alameda county,
and there are still further circumetanes
which tend to confirm the identity of the
deceased as Capt. Howard. On part of
his underclothing was found the mame
of R. J. Tooke & Co., the well known
Montreal haberdashers. "When Cart.
Howard went from Victoria to seek to
dispose of his interests in  hydraulic
zround in the Yukon, it was to Montreal
that he went, and 'where he was well
and favorably known. (It is probable
that he purchased the garments in
<question when’ visiting the Eastern Can-
adian city. It is stated that he wore
Yusset gloves, and in this connection,
those who knew the dead man say that
Capt. Howard almost invariably wore
a russet glove.

When the remains of the late Capt.
Howard were found, it was thought
that he had committed suicide, for a
revolver was found held loosely in the
hand of the dead man, and there were
two bullet wounds in the head, the
skull being badly fractured. It was
soon shown, though, on investigation,
that a most brutal murder had been

ommitted, !

The examination of the head proves
that the bullet wounds were mnot the
direct cause of death, for the skull was
found to be deeply fractured. The frac-
ture began at a large depression in the
fprehend and continued back over the
right temple, behind the ear and into
the roof of the mouth. This was not the
result of a fall, but was caused by a
heavy blow struck with some blunt in-
strument. It is likely that the fracture
was made by a blow with the butt of a
(plst'o], and the handle of the weapon
which was found in the dead man's
hand fits snugly into the hole. (And,
again, there are several large abrasions
above the depression which were evi-

dently caused by blows over the head,!

for these appear on the top of the skull,
:ﬂl(ll were certainly not the result of a
fall,

When the body was found behind a big
barn on Pablo avenue, Berkeley, on
Friday _]ast, it was lying face down
and resting on the nose and month. The
right hand, still clenching the revolver,
'was doubled up under the body.

Two wounds above the right eye, one
torn and gaping and the other small and
round, showed where the shots had en-
tered. Bvidently the two bullets had
not been fired in exactly the same way,
oue being due to the pistol being close
to the forehead and the other when the
fweapon was some distance away. Both
bullets -ploughed their way into the
brain, but did not pass through the
head. The two holes are hardly half
an jinch apart, and it is regarded as
singular and hard to explain just how
one man could have inflicted both
wounds. In this connection the condi-
tion of the revolver is causing the Ala-
meda authorities some perplexity. The
sweapon 'was an old 22-calibre,  seven-
chambered affair, with six cartridges in
it, The two that had been fired were
separated in the chamber by another
cartridge which was  untouched.

This could not have been done by
the man himself, as the first bullet would
undoubtedly have rendered him uncon-
scions. Another feature is the manner
in which the pistol was found in the
dead man’s hand. Instead of being
tightly clasped in the rigid death grasp,
it was loosely hanging on the fqr_eﬁnger
of the right hand. The authorities be-
lieve that after Kkilling the man, the
murderers placed the pistol in the man-
ner described to make people think it
inwas suicide.

“Phe unknown man was clothed in
well-made garments and seems to have
been in fairly prosperous circumstan-
ces,” says the San Francisco Chronicle.
“When he was picked up he wore a tan
box overcoat over a light tweed suit. Hls
undergarments were of good material,
the pale blue shirt showing the name of
<R .J. Tooke, Montreal,” a clothing
\firm in Canada. He wore low-cut shoes,
black socks and had a light cloth cap.
TIn his pockets were found a number of
objects, but no money and mno papers.
The absence of all cash ‘and every
serap of paper is regarded by the cor-
oner’s office as one iof the proofs thai; the
unfortunate met with foul play either
ibefore his death, er afterwards, at the
{hands of thieving ghouls, who found the
corpse and robbed it stealthily. If they
were thieves, they neglected to take all
the valuables, for the silver shirt st_uds,
the rolled-gold eye glasses, the silver
watch ichain and gold guard and seal
are all left. Besides these objects, there
were such trinkets as a small bone-
handled knife, a keyring with two small
keys, a small corkscrew, a glove-button-
er, nail-cleaner file, tan gloves and a
folding steel one-foot rule, besides pen-
cils and quill toothpicks.

The
stranger explained that he was visiting
in Berkeley for the day, and, after rest-
img about the place for an hour, starced
back toward the town in the same direc-
tion he had originally appeared. He &:id
not buy a drink, and enly asked for a
drink of water. Carman did not sce
him again until this morning, when ne
saw him dead. From the testimony of
Mrs. Charles Wilson, who 1'ves north of
the Brennan barn, two . shots were
heard in the vicinity last evening be-
tween the hours of eight and nine.
Nothing was done by the Wilsons to-
ward investigating the origin of the
shooting, and they had no knowledge of
the tragedy wuntil today, when they
were told of the occurrence. All trace
of the stranger between 12 o’clock, when
he left Carman’s, and 8 o’clock, the
supposed hour of the shooting, seems to
have disappeared.

‘“The dead man seems to have been an
Englishman o1 a Canadian. He was
of heavy build, weighing about 180
pounds, and 5. feet 8 inches in height.
He would be about 60 years of age. His
hair was grey, sparse on the crown. He
wore a mustache and a small goatee,
and his faice bore a three days’ growtn
of beard. He had a florid, blonde com-

plexion, and blue eyes.”

man was gentlemanly in appearance,
and his natty suit of grey tweed, his
light overcoat and his spotlessly clean
linen gave evidence that he was a per-
son of refinement, but his identity is as
closely shrouded as though his body had
never been discovered.

Capt. Thomas Howard, the murdered
man, was a prominent figure in Montreal
society in the sixties, a leader in all so-
cial events and a universal favorite, no
fashionable affair being complete with-,
out him. He was one of the founders of
the St. James club, the most exclusive
in the Canadian commercial metropolis,
and held a commission in the Victoria
Rifies, Montreal’s crack volunteer regi-
ment. In 1869, on the outbreak of the
rebellion in the Red River Settlement
(now Manitoba), deceased joined the
2nd Quebec Rifles, and, as Captain and
Paymaster, served under Lord Wolseley
one the First Red River Expedition,
one of the most famous achievements of
that great military leader. After the
suppression of the rebellion, when the
province of Manitoba was created, Capt.
Howard entered politics and: held the
offices of Minister of Public Works. Pro-
vincial Secretary and Provincial Treas-
urer at different times during the life of
the first legislature of Manitoba, under
the leadership of Hon. Henry J. Clarke,
the._vﬁrst premier of the province. In
1875 Capt. Howard retired from active
political life and embarked in business
in ‘Winnipeg as a forwarder, in which
he was very successful for some years.

It is not materially
different in intent and meaning from
what was proposed by the city council
and it is not thought that any serious
obstacle will be in the way of submit-
ting .a by-law to the ratepayers at an
early date The Mayor and aldermen
will hold a special meeting to-day to
consider the -agreement. The prompt
manner in which Sir Thomas Shaugh-
nessy has attended to*the matter of the
preparation of the agreement removes
all doubt as to the bona fides of the
C.P.R.’s declarations in the matt>, an:
much jubilation prevails in conscquenve
amongst all classes of citizens wiz 1e-
cognize the importance of the scheme to
Victoria .

As indicating the terms which are
about to be finally agreed upon, it will
be remembered that early in J’pne the
following proposition was submitted to
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy and his asso-
ciates: i
1. Whe Canadian Pacific railway com-
pany undertakes to build a tourist hotel
in Vietoria, to cost not less than $300,-
000 upon the reclaimed lands known as
the James Bay embankment.

Scarcity of Help in the Interior
Endangers Fruit and Grain
Crops.

A heavy crop of fruit is in danger of
spoiling for want of sufficient help to
gather it. This is the information
brought down by Mr. R. M.. Palmer,
provincial fruit inspector, who returned
today from a week’'s visit to the in-
terior, says the Vancouver Province.
In an interview with a Province repre-
sentative, Mr. Palmer stated that there
was a great demand for help in the har-
vest fields in the interior. He had just
spent some time in Vernonm, Kelowna
and Summerland, and said that the far-
mers in Summerland alone could give
i employment to over 100 men for the
next month, |
“The farmers there are very anxious
to obtain help at once,” said@Mr. Palmer;
s«and in Vernon alone the Taxpayers
(League will guarantee employment to
60 men in that vicinity, I have ar-
ranged with the C. P. R. for a rate of
$6 for parties of men going up to any
of these points. Those who go up can
have the option of returning in a montn
at the same rate.

“Crops? They never looked better,
continued Mr, ‘Palmer. "Ha'ylmg_ is a
little late, but the wheat crop is going to
be splendid. The area under cuitiva-
tion around ‘Summerland and Vernon
this year is also greater than ever. Fruit
crops will be at least 25 per cent. heav-
jer than ever this year, and I expect
that shipments to Manitoba and the
I Northwest Territories will commence
i about August 20. If they can only get
help enough in the harvest fields, it wiil
be a grest season in the interior.”
