
Alarriages. MARKED DOWN!and another member had eaid the same to 
Mr. Hanington. On Friday evening, after 
the House opened, there had been a Govern­
ment caucus, at which Messrs. McManus, 
Hibbard, La Billois and Turner were present. 
His honorable friend had spoken of handing 
the names of those twenty two gentlemen 
down to posterity. He would tell him a 
better way to do it: write their names on the 
back of that $400 note, and he (Blair) would 
hand their names down in a way that would 
not be forgotten. On the following Monday 
a want of confidence motion had been carried 
without formulating a single charge. What 
then had transpired between Friday evening 
and Monday ? The members who wanted to 
go home had stayed here to corrupt, and had 
effected their purpose ; therefore he appealed 
to the electors not to vote fur sympathy. He 
then showed that the Board of Works was 
composed of Messrs. Ryan, Gillespie and 
Turner, the worst possible composition for 
York and the River Counties ; that St. John 
County, only entitled to as many representa­
tives of York, held two of the most important 
portfolios ; that there was danger that our 
law courts would be removed if such a forma­
tion continued to exist. In fact, Mr. Ritchie 
bad moved a resolution in the last House 
pointing towards that end. He said Mr. G, 
W. White had written to Mr. Colter inform­
ing Mr. Colter that he (White) intended to 
support the Government. He showed that 
the defeat of Blair was the destruction of the 
Government. He again assured the country 
that under a new formation the Chief Com- 
missionership would come back to this 
County.

Mr. Thompson was the next [speaker, but 
he contented himself with making an un­
called for and unjustifiable personal attack 
upon Mr. Wetmore, who did not condescend 
to reply.

Mr Colter
briefly followed and defended himself against 
the chargea made upon him in connection 
with the White letter, and made a second 
most emphatic denial of the whole matter 
which was received with ringing applause. 
Before concluding he showed that in 1882, 
York County received for its Road and 
Bridge service Teu Thousand Dol­
lars against Five Thousand in 1878, 
and took occasion to expose some of the poli­
tical somersaults of the present Provincial 
Secretary. Mr. Blair attempted to reply but 
the crowd rapidly thinned out and the pro­
ceedings closed.

do any acts which could condemn them, and 
the late Attorney-General had not even the 
privilege of a addressing the Speaker in the 
House. When the new opposition moved to 
oppose Mr. Blair in this election he cried 
“peace, be still,—persecution, persecution.” 
The people of York are asked to almost tell a 
lie. They had sent Mr. Colter in last June 
with the Board of Works, and now Blair 
asked them to put him out without having 
heard the reason for so doing. Blair had 
literally taken the constituency by the throat 
and said, " you must exchange the Chief 
Commissionership for the office of Attorney 
General.”

The issue to day was not between Mr. 
Blair as Attorney General and Leverett 
Estabrooks the " man of straw " as he lias 
been pleased to designate me, but it was 
whether the County of York was prepared 
to stultify itself on the vote of June last 
when it said most emphatically—“ We ap­
prove of your Government, we endorse the 
acceptanco of the seat in the Cabinet by 
George Colter. If the men of York stood 
firm and returned him on the 24th it would 
result in the return of George Colter to the 
position he bad occupied. Before he had 
issued his card be had spoken to Mr. Wet­
more and asked him plump and plain if he 
was elected and the present Government 
overthrown was it Mr. Wetmores intention 
of taking me law office of Attorney General. 
Mr. Wetmore stated to him that it was not. 
York was entitled to a portfolio, and no Gov­
ernment could be constructed without giv­
ing a place to it. If Mr. Blair was left out, 
Mr. Colter was not to have the office of 
Board cf Works and he (Estabrooks) would 
resign from the House, if elected, should Mr. 
Colter not receive that office. He said the 
issue then stands, gentlemen, between Mr. 
Blair and Mr. Colter—Do you wish the office 
of Attorney General or that of Board of 
Works, because your vote on the 24th will 
decide. This Government cannot stand with­
out its leader.

All persons were more or less selfish— 
anxious to look out for their own interests 
He had no doubt even the immaculate Mr. 
Blair might have been a little selfish and 
been looking out for his own interest just a 
little all this time. He (Blair) had stated 
that it was a poor policy for York to have it 
going abroad that no office but the Board of 
Words would suit it ; and that Hon. Mr. 
Ryan, of Gloucester, as Board of Works 
would deal equitably by York. Beyond a 
doubt, however, the Commissioner of Board 
of Works always looked out more for Lis 
own country than the others—it was but 
natural—and there was where the selfishness 
came in. The idea that Mr. Ryan would 
deal as well by York as Mr. Colter, was pre­
posterous and a very poor argoment he 
thought. Under the regime of the old 
Government with the Chief Commissioner in 
York there was every prospect of there be­
ing built in a short time, the bridge across 
the St. John River at Fredericton, which 
was so much to be desired. With the pro- 
ponderance of power St. John bad at present 
in the Government, and members who had 
been outspoken against the interest of 
Fredericton, he would ask the electors if they 
thought there was the same likelihood of 
this object being accomplished. The West­
morland members had shown a friendly feel­
ing towards York when the vote on the 
Parliament Building had been taken, and he 
thought the electors would on the 24th say 
they would rather trust their interests in the 
hands of Westmorland, than in those of St. 
John, which was working its utmost against 
our county. He was not disposed to throw 
out any sneering remarks with reference to 
Mr. Blair. That gentleman had doubtlessly 
acted to the best of his ability, and what he 
thought was the best course in his own inter­
ests. He had always said Blair had done a 
great deal of good in the position he held as 
leader of the Opposition, in fact it was there 
and in that position that bis strength lay. 
York County did not particularly object to 
Blair in opposition, but Blair in the Govern­
ment was another man.

If Mr. Blair had not been looking so much 
after his own interests but had given col­
league, Mr. Thompson the office of Board of 
Works, he thought there would not have 
been an election nt present. For himself 
he would state that had the office of Board of 
Works been retained to the county he would 
not of come out as a candidate on the present 
occasion. He thought Mr. Blair should have 
shown some back bone if he really wanted 
his friend Mr. Thompson in the Cabinet [As 
we have already shown, Mr. Blair did not 
have enough influence in the Government to 
get Mr. Thompson the Board of Works. He 
admitted it himself at the nomination.]

He thought the farmer’s interest stood far 
ahead of any other in the county and this 
Government has entirely ignored this interest. 
The late administration had recognised this 
interest by placing a farmer—a practical far­
mer—in one of the offices. What about this 
Government? Not a farmer to look alter 
our interests, none but the gentleman taken 
from the Legislative Council. To-day the 
only man who has been found in the County 
to oppose Mr. Blair is a farmer, but gentle­
man I think you will not think any the less 
of me for being a “straw man "-a farmer. I 
am not so well educated as Mr. Blair and 
cannot make such a pleasant speech and 
clothe my remarks in such nice flowery and 
plausible language, but the plain statements 
I have made in plain language will, I trust, 
have the influence with you that these flow­
ery statements will not receive. 1 hope and 
feel assured that on the 24th you will give 
me your support and elect me and if so I 
will assure you, that I will look after your 
interest to the best of my ability.

Mr. Estabrooks on resuming his seat was 
greeted with prolonged applause. His ad­
dress was well conceived, well delivered, and 
his points were well turned. With the excep­
tion of an attempt at the outset by the At­
torney General and his henchmen, to inter­
rupt Mr. Estabrooks, an attempt which was 
speedily checked by the sense of fair play in 
the audience, Mr. Estabrooks received a 
splendid hearing, and made an excellent io- 
pression on his audience.

The Attorney General replied briefly to 
Mr. Estabrooks, whose points however re­
mained unshaken, and when Mr. Blair closed 
there was a general demand for

Mr. Wetmore, 
who came to the front, and for nearly two 
hours addressed the enthusiastic crowd with 
singular ability, showing himself more than 
a match for the Attorney General. We are 
able to give only the merest outline of his 
eloquent and animated address.

He said it afforded him much pleasure to 
address the electors of York upon that occas­
ion. They knew perfectly well why they 
were here to-day. A vote of want of confi­
dence had been carried in the House in a 
manner unprecedented, and Mr. Biair had 
been called upon to form a new Government, 
and had accepted the office Attorney-General, 
and in so doing was obliged to come to the 
County for re-election. In Mr. Blair’s can­
vas he had raised the cry of persecution, what 
he called a mere baby whine, as if he was not

It is certainly advisable under ordinary cir­
cumstances, and where a party has been 
fairly defeated, to avoid the termoil of con­
tested elections in the case of Ministers re­
turning for reelection. But when through 
political jugglery avowed followers of a party 
are suddenly metamorphosed into opponents, 
without any explanation or reason being as­
signed for such political mountebankism, can 
it properly be called " persecution " when 
members of the defeated party seek an oppor­
tunity to meet electors on the hustling and 
vindicate their cause, having been denied 
that privilege in the House of Assembly, 

illad the opposition formulated charges of 
maladministration against the late Goverment 
in the proper place, and after a free and full 
discussion proved to the country that the Gov­
ernment had forfeited the confidence of the 
people, then we would be the last to urge 
opposition to any gentleman of the incoming 
Government who accepted office, and by so 
doing again place himself in the hands of 
the electors. We are of the opinion that the 
late Government were not farly dealt with. 
If’Mr. Blair, as leader of the opposition, could 
show by the public record that the Govern­
ment had forfeited public confidence, it was 
his duty to du 80, and in view of the fact that 
in the new House there were men who oc­
cupied seats there for the first time—it was 
a part of his duty to lav the case before them 
for their decision. This course he did not 
pursue, having no case against the Govern­
ment, choosing rather the less honorable one 
sometimes indulged in when votes are want­
ed.—New Castle Advocate.

The nomination proceedings on Friday 
opened shortly after eleven A. M., when 
Sheriff Temple read the writ for the election 
and the law bearing thereon.

HON. ANDREW G. BLAIR

was nominated by Coun. Henry Sloot of 
Bright, and seconded by David Pugh, Esq., 
of Douglas.

LEVERETT ESTABROOKS, ESQ., 

was nominated by Coun. James K. Pinder, 
of Southampton, and seconded by John 
McKeen, Esq,, of Bright.

There was an immense gathering of the 
electors in the Court House, and as soon as 
the nominations were made,

THE HON. ATTORNEY GENERAL

commenced speaking. He explained the 
reason why he appeared before the electorate ' 
claiming that the representatives, acting on' 
instructions from the constituencies, had 
taken the earliest possible opportunity of 1 
turning the late Government out. [Mr.1 
Blair might have taken the audience into his 
confidence, and told them just how he secured' 
enough supporters to turn the Governmeut 1 
out. He might have told them that he pro­
mised office to one, actually gave office to 1 
another, and of the very peculiar method of' 
securing the third and then turn around and 
asserts that it was the will of the people that 1 
the Government should be dismissed.]

Mr. Blair continuing, defended the parties 
whom the Opposition alleged had been pur­
chased by his party and attacked Messrs.' 
Landry, Hanington and Adams for accepting 1 
offices in the Government in 1878. He' 
complained of the present contest being 1 
forced upon him in a spirit of persecution, 
and referred to Mr. Estabrooks as “a tool"1 
in the hands of Wetmore and Colter to 1 
decapitate him. [He called Mr. Estabrooks1 
a “straw man " in his speech at Harvey the ' 
other night, and at nomination, he, Esta-1 
brooks, was a " tool.” In fact the natty ‘ 
Attorney General turns up his nose at any­
body who has not " some style about them.” 1 
Straw men particularly, are objects of his 
implacable disgust.]

He said bis defeat or election would not 1 
affect the Government, which would stand 
in any case. lie acknowledged the services1 
of Hanington and Landry to Fredericton on 
the seat of Government question and claimed 
that Gillespie and Ryan, who were less 
interested, had stood by him on the question. 
He had been criticised for not giving the 1 
Board of Works to Mr. Thompson and admit­
ted be could not control the matter. It was 
beyond his power to give it to Thompson. 
He had been forced into office himself by his 
supporters, and if he had not taken the At­
torney Generalship his party would have 
been brokeh up. [That is just the point we 
have made, namely ; that Mr. Blair is only a 
figure head in the Government; that he is 
controlled by Elder and Ritchie, of St. John, 
and that York’s interests with Mr. Blair in 
power, must be subserivent to St. John’s.]

He read a letter from White, M. P. P. for 
Carleton, supplementing the latter’s note to 
the Telegraph in his allegation that he had 
been offered the Board of Works by Colter, 
White stating that the conversation between 
him and Colter on the matter had taken 
place in the presence of Estabrooks. Mr. 
Estabrooks bere most emphatically denied 
ever having seen Colter and White in con­
versation on any sublect. Mr. Colter also 
came forward at this point and as emphati­
cally as Mr. Estabrooks denied the entire 
story, which he said had been concocted by 
White. [Further reference is made to this 
matter in our editorial columns, in which 
also we publish a letter from Mr. Colter, 
containing a full denial of White’s unblush­
ing falsehood.]

Continuing, Mr. Blair said that the twenty- 
two who voted with the Government stood 
together from the time the vote on the 
Speakership was announced, some having 
voted for Mr. Lynott on personal grounds 
only. He said it was the glory of this day 
and generation that the old Government had 
been deposed and a new order of things 
introduced. Referring to criticisms on the 
personnel of the Government, he claimed that 
King’s, Charlotte and St. John, each of which 
have representatives in the Government, 
have a common interest with the river coun I 
ties. Speaking of Wetmore’s statement at j 
Harvey that eighteen solid men are in Op­
position, he said some of the eighteen after 
the vote of want of confidence had come to 
him and said • why didn’t you tell us the Gov­
ernment were so weak and we would have! 
voted with you and been on the winning side.” 
He intimated that he had been pressed to de­
capitate public officials and spoke with un­
certainty of the course he would pursue. He 
denied he ever favored abolishing the Soli­
citor Generalship, although he has opposed 
the revival of that office. The reforms be 
had proposed in 1881, as the platform of the 
Opposition, would be carried out if he had 
his way and if not, those who oppose them, 
or he, would retire from the Government. 
[The reforms Mr. Blair speaks of, include the 
abolition of the Legislative Council and of 
Government House which will deprive Fre­
dericton and York County of the annual ex­
penditure of thousands of dollars.]

Mr. Estabrooks Address.
Mr. Estabrooks on coming to the front was 

very warmly received, the applause for a 
few moments being deafening. In opening 
Mr. Estabrooks read an editorial from the 
Telegraph relating to his candidature in which 
he was ridiculed for being a farmer. [Mr. 
Blair and bis organs the Telegraph and Globe 
in the present contest have done their level 
best to cast slurs upon Mr. Estabrooks be­
cause he is a farmer, Mr. Blair at Harvey 
having gone so far as to characterize him as 
a “straw man”]. Mr. Estabrooks continu­
ing said it had been stated by the govern­
ment press that he would retire before elec­
tion day, but he would tell those gentlemen 
who made these statements, that be was go­
ing to fight it out which they would find out 
soon enough to their cost. He referred to 
Mr. Blair’s statement at Harvey, that he 
(Estabrooks) was a “ straw man,” and he 
hoped the farmers would shake the straw 
from their coats while Mr. Blair passed 
among them during bis canvass. He hoped 
the electors would cast their votes against 
the man and party who thus meanly referred 
to him as only a farmer. He would rather
