FREDERICTON, Mar. 14—With the 
budget debate out of the way the only 
item of interest on the legislative pro 
gram now is the Valley Railway pro- 
position. The bill which Premier Ha- 
zen has promised is expected to be 
brought down this week. Then there 
will be excitement aplenty. Mean- 
while, there is a fine big crop of con- 
jectures as to whether or not the pre- 
mier will side-step the real issue.

The people of the Valley districts 
will be satisfied with nothing but a 
road operated as a part of the Inter- 
colonial. Mr. Hazen and Mr. Flem- 
ming do not want any such operation 
for fear the Dominion authorities may 
obtain a little prestige; and so these 
statesmen are understood to have been 
evolving some scheme whereby they 
"will remove any danger of the Liberal 
party gaining any credit and by which 
they will satisfy the government’s 
great friend, the C. P. R.

As for the Liberals, both here and 
in the Ottawa House, there only object 
is to give the Valley people fair treat- 
ment on such terms as will properly 
safeguard the interests of the people 
of other parts of the province. For- 
tunately for the country Mr. Robinson 
and his followers are above the policy 
of putting consideration of mere party 
advantage before the good of the 
country.

Hon. Mr. Morrissy was responsible 
for a very unfortunate scene in the 
House on Friday evening.
