THE LOSS OF THEBAHAMA

Full Details of the Oatastrophe—List of the
Drowned—Uuseaworthy.

New York, Feb. 16.—The Canadiin
steamer Bahama lost on a voyage  from
Porto Rico, was valued at $100,000 and
her cargo at a like amount. It is claimed
that she was unseaworthy. It is also said
that she was a blockade ranner during the
war.

Scarcely had the captain’s -boat row-
ed twenty yards from the sink-
ing ship when a  great wave over-
whelmed it. The occupants of the other
boat heard one awful shriek above the
howling ot the gale, and then all_was over,
For a moment they saw the eaptain’s boat
floating capsized, and here and there a hand
stretched appealing for help. All were
drowned but two. A sailor of herculean
build fought the sea with the strength of
despair until he reached the steamer. He
dragged himself upon the deck, and then
with a wild glance in the direction of the
boat, ;
SPRANG INTO THE WAVES
to swim towards it. He was not seen
again. Anether of those in the captain’s
boat reached the steamer. He clung to
the shrouds, and his piteous appeals for
help could be heard 'by his fast receding
comrsdes above the fury of the storm. The
persons in the second ﬁoat owe their lives
to the skill of the second officer, Robt.
Ross. The boat was of iron, only thirteen
feet in length, and thirteen people crowded
into her, so the gunwales were scarcely
above the water. The sea ran mountainé
high, and the surviyors were in the boat
twelve hours betore being rescued. They
were exhausted and famished. 1t is barely
possible that the men who remained on
the Bahama were tiken off by a passing
barque.
