Mr. McKechnile Mr. Wiison of Duadas, on
the Situntion—Ald. Clarke's Speech -
Fdward Gurney aud Mr. Speight Give

¢ smeir Experience.

There was a large and orderly audience
in the workingmen’s national amphitheatre
last night at what was termed the mabu-

factuvers’ meeting. The speakers were
mostly manufacturers of provincial and Do-

minion reputation.

The chair was occupied by Robert Mec-
Kechnie, the N. P. candidate in North
Wentworth. He isa well-known founder
and ﬂnchinery man of Dundas,

Mr, Millichamp said he was a full aud
he;rty supporter of the N. P. and of the
government of Sir John. He stood before
them as a *‘middleman,” neither grit or
tory, and on the whole the N. P. was
beneficial. He was a manufacturer and he
had now a better business and employed
moré” - men. The national  policy
gave the manufacturers the home market.
By having a larger market—the whole of

he e market—the manufaicturer could
:unm; goods cheaper and better, as the
rate of profit of the manufacturer was not
eater, though it was more in bulk, simp'y
g;mu-e they did more business. He hal
been in the Northwest, and if we wighed to
hold that market we must have a protective
tariff. The government must be sustained
by a big majority to give the N. P. stabil-

lt"l‘he chairman introduced Thomas Wilson
of Dundas, formerly president of the reform
association of Dundas, as an old time polit-
joal nent. [Cheers. ]

Mr. Wilson said that for thirty years he
had been a consistent reformer. But during
the regime cf Mr. Mackenzie he had found
the trade of his establishment, where the
largest boilers in the country had been
built, dwindle down to nethingness. At
the time of Mackenzie's down-
fall he had but ten men in his
q?hymont; now be had between sixty
and seventy. These were hard facts, and
he didn’t see much need of saying anything
more. But he mightﬁddklhs_t the wages
he . paid under ckencie’s govern—
menth‘?ﬁ}:ufmm $1.25 to $1.75 a day.
Ufider the present regime he paid from
$L.75't0 $3.00 a day. [Cheers.]

‘AMd. Clarke of Toronto said he was a
¢bloated monopolist”’and a supporter of the
N. P. under which he had doubled his
w. the number of men he employed,
tml his sales. There were more wWages,
better pay, more work, more sales, these
are the children of the N. P. [Cheers ]
The reformers had already been tried and
failed. What had they given us? [A
voice—**Soup kitchens.”] More than that
there was no work and men walked the
streets and depended on the soup
kitchen. The manufacturers, merchants,
trademen, and practical men went
and tfully remonstrated against
their policy. But these men were treated
with scorn, insult and contumely. [A
voice—they will do it again.] But these
doctrinaries had to go the country and
then the business mgn remembered the in-
sults and the workingmen the want of work
and  they were hurled from power. Then
Canada’s favorite statesman, ~ir John, came
into power. He filled the treasury, opened
the factories by the introduction of the
N.P. The people could remember the
first year of the N. P. and the gloatings of
Sir Richard Cartwright when it produced a
deficit. But Sir Lenoard Tilley asked for a
little time ; the revenue was improving
8ir Richard went through the country cock-
a-hoop, and the people said *‘great is Sir
Richard of the deficits !” But next year
there was a surplus and Sir Richard was
disgusted. Next year there was still great-
er surplus. The reformers credited nature,

rovidence, winds and everything but the

N. P. Did they want to go back to the
days of deficits? [No, no.] The N. P.
was the issue but red herrings in the shap:
of the boundary award and the streams . :
were dragged across the track. People . .d
more interest in the N. P. than in these
boundary questions and the streams bill.
The N. P. would be supported. He had
tried to find out Mr. Blake’s opinion—his
latest opinion—[laughter] on the N, P.
His address to West Durham said he did not
believe in needless restrictions. That was he
was agaiust protection. What we wanted
was necessary restrictions. [Hear, hear.]
Canada has everything to make her a great
country : men, material, etc., with the ex-
beptiou of capital. And capital would not
be forthcoming with the crusade of the liber-
als against the investment of capital. The

liberals said ‘‘let Canada have what she.

has—not what she may have—let her re-
main agrieultural and never become a
manufacturing nation.” Aud yet not a
single reformer came out straight against
the N. P.—they would improve it. They
could not tell even what they meant by
raw material. He did not want the N. P,
improved by its enemies, but by its frien ds-
He had been reading in the World néws-
paper an article over the signature of R.

. Phipps and though he had not the
honor of that gentleman’s acquaintance, vet
anything he wrote, whether on the N P,
or on our harbor, was well worth reading,
and he advised his hearers to read his arti-
cles. Well,Mr. Phipps in this article was
talking about reformers improving the N.
P. which he compared to a bird which the
reformers would improve hy cutting off its
head, its tail, and its wings, which would
leave it a very beautiful bird. [Cheers
and laughter.] The government had remov-
ed one and a half millions of taxes from the

" people. He had confinence in the ministry
andso have you. [Cheers]. The verdict
of 1882 should be repeated—the oppos-
ition declared utterly incompetent. |Loud
cheers],

J. 8. Williams, introduced as a practical

rinter, said that when the same issues had

n discussed on the same platform four
years, deputations had been sent to Ottawa
asking for help for the lauguishing indus-
tries of the country. The Mackenzie gov-
ernment could promise no help, only advis-
ing emmigration. Then it was that the
national policy was flashed before the eyes
of the people of the Dominion. They ac-
cepted it as an experiment, It succeeded,
and nothing suceeds like success. The
ﬁvemment of Sir John Macdonald had

en emphatically one which had fulfilled
ts promises. Canada had not,
as threatened, been flooded with
tramps from the United States, a danger of
the national policy, which only existed in
the imaginations of its opponents. Under
that policy 151 new industries had heen
started in the country, employing over 7000
laborers.

At this stage the chairman announced
that he had received intimation that up to
the time of speiaking nineteen members
favourable to the N. P. had been elected
by acclamation—[loud applause]—and three
grits. [Laughter.]

R. w. Elliot, of this city, introduced
a8 a former president of the board of
trade, said he had been born in a reform
family near Dundas. He had been brought
ap on a farm, and he had been an importer
and a manufacturer, and he had found out
the necessity of a protective system,

It was - a diflicult thing to builll up a
ianufacturing business without prowelicn.
He did not see how manufacturers could be
mwonopolists while the whole market of
Canada was as dpen to ene manufacturer
as 10 the other,  The governmeut to-day
had fullitled its pledyes; the opposition,
“niliug iu 118 sectional policy, had resorted
to appeals to prejudice and to bullying
The speaker was not afraid to assert that
the manufacturers deserved as much of the
country as the importers. The guestion
came to be which party should be support-
ed by these mannfacturers—the party who
had ‘abused, discouraged and sneered at
them, or the party which had encouraged
euriched and supported them?

Edward Gurney, jr.,was introduced as a
leading founder of Toronto, president of
the Manufactyyers’ association, and nursed
and brought up agrit. He said they had come
to themeeting as business men to discuss
with business men whether they had five
dollars to turn over or a thousand. From
over the way they heard men singiag *‘ Oo-
tario.” If we had a hymn here it would
be Canada. [Cheers.] The prinoiple the
opposition were eneouraging was what pro-
duced the American war. [Applause.]
Andrew Jackson told Calhoun when he
caught him at this work that he would
hang him as high as Haamun. These men
across the road are trying to introduce sec-
tionalism by trying to place manufacturer
against farmer, one class against another.
But we shall show them as loyal men that
this spirit of sectionaliam_ will not do, that
we are going to work out a destiny that
means pationality. [Cheers.] Elections do
uot win themselves ; anything worth doing
is worth doing well and you must put your
shoulders to the wheel and work as Britons.
I have made a study of the natioual policy
for seven years. It has come to be engrain-
ed in my very nature, and it is coming to
be engrained in this nation. [Cheers.] We
have a border line of thousands of miles,
and all along it is a string of manufactnr-
ing states, Though - - ~ung man I canre-
member when. thes: o1 got their manu-
factures in Europe ; then they got them
from the eastern states; now they were
made all along the line by the Yankees
themselves under a protective tariff. The
Yankees are shrewd men. The Yankees
know what is to their interest and we are
taking a leaf out of their book. We know,
too, what is our interest, and we don’t
helieve that when Jacques Cartier
landed on our eastern slope he
came there to be a fisherman,
He cut down the trees and made it a farm-
er’s country. Are you going to stop there?
When you look at your boys and see one
with mechanical genius in him you don’t
want him to be a farmer ; ycu want him to
be a Bell or an Edison and you put him to
work at a trade. These men across the way
are nice men ; than Mayor McMurrich in
the west you cannot find a nicer ; but we
don’t want niee men at Ottawa, but busi-
ness men. [Cheers.] Mr. Edgar was not a
business man but a railway man, though I
do not know that he even stood beside his
friends even as a railway man ; and Mr.
Thompson was a storekeeper. But these
were not the men we want ; whet we wart
are men who will stand by Canada., Well
these at the last moment say that that they
have adopted the national policy—that is
one of the biggest frauds that ever went
unhung. [Cheers.] Iremember /E. Irving
of Hamilton and A. T. Wood of Hamilton,
who were elected from that city, and went
to Ottawa as protectionists ; Mr. Workman
from Montreal also went to Ottawa as a
protectionist ; and Mr. John Macdonald
who went from Toronto as a protectionist ;
all these men talked protection till the air
was thick of it. But how did they vote.
They voted free trade every man of them.
[Hear, hear.] You gentlemen have a re-
sponsibility of the gravest kind resting on
you ; your nationality and mine depends
on it; come forward on Tuesday next and
show' what the ballot can do.

Mr. Speight, of Markham, a large wagon
manufacturer, said he had been a reformer
all his life,,and had been edugated all his
life to believe that there were no rowdies,
roughs or bullies amongst that party. At
Gananoque the night before, where he had
been set down for a speech and refused a
hearing, he had been led to somewhat alter
that opivion. [Laughter.] OQut of the
Northwestern territory, a district
equal to twelve times the area
of the state of New York, the
opposition party were willing to threw
over every acre to our southern neighbors.
[Oh! oh!!] If the protective policy were
continued for another four- years there
needn’t be much trouble on that account.
[Appiause.] As to the gradual abolition of
the protective policy, proposed by Sir
Richard Cartwright, it reminded him of the
historical scheme of docking the dog’s tail
by degrees up to the animal’s neck. [Great
laughter.] The managing editor of the
Globe  [laughter]. had  said  that
Mr. Speight had been bought, There
wasn’t enough money in the country to buy
him. It was about time that the country
stould be rid of that incubus on its free
thought which the managing editor of the
Globe sought toimpose upon it. [Applause.]
The speaker didn't want his audience to
understand that the ‘‘bloated manufact-
urers” were the only makers of money uader
the national policy. It was true that they
had profited immensely by it. Formerly
they had to compete with the United States.
On the day the national policy went into
force 117 car loads of farming implements,
representing  $500,000, were stopped on
the borders, and that sum of money was
kept out of Uncle Sam’s pockets.  The
manufacturers could not be benefited unless
the mechanics were benefited also,
attitude of the free traders was that ‘was,
not improper to build up “‘cotton ” in
the United States but that it was#s.erime
to help anybody in Canada to amasss sap-
ital. [Applause.] P

The chairman then . introduced
Robert Maclean, as an‘old war-horse, who
snid thatlong ago aftérmuchhard work for
his party ‘he had retired from the field of
politics, thinking he was entitled to rest on
his oars, He could not do this, however,
when such an infamous act had been passed
as the gerrymander bill ; he had resolvg:l‘ to
buckle on his armor and fight for the rigit.
The tories had only one bow to their string,
and that was the national policy, They
claimed the present prospericy—and the
coontry was prosperous—was due to that
policy. He donied this, and said that‘be-
fore 1878 both the United States and Eng-
land had times of depression, one a highly
protected country and the other a free tra.le
country. Alternate periods of Aepression
and prosperity were inevitable. The
speaker wound up a half-hour’s speech hy
denouncing the N. P., Sir John Macdonald
and the tory party generally, in round and
vigorous terms.

R. B. Hamilton spoke generally of
things in general and of the beundary
award in particular, in pathetic and patriotic
tones, claiming that our heritage had been
ruthlessly despoiled and calling for ven
geance to be dealt out on the 20th of June.
He expressed his belief that manufactorics
had not increased more rapidly in the four
years after 1878 than in the four prévious
ones. It pained him greatly to know that
citizens of Toronto had referred contemptu-
ously to the Hon. Oliver Mowat. He was
respected, honored and loved equally by
the people of the province, and if he did
lack what was called *‘go,” he was sure
we all had good reason to believe in his
honesty and integrity, and that he was a
true christian. This was received with
very mixed approval. He spoke confidently
of the result on the 20th and made a
touching appeal to patriotic provincials to
uphold their rights, which were being bar-
tered away by the

‘“‘TYRANT AT OTTAWA.”

Davidson Black, agent for Mr. Edgar,
spoke briefly and in the course of his re-
marks made the statement that a former
grit manufacturer had explained his con-
vection with the conservatives by saying
that the government virtually held a pistol
to his head and said, “‘if you don’t vote and
work for us = certain charges will be made
in the tariff.” Those charges the manu-
facturer said would be ruinous to him.

J. A. Proctor was the next and last
speaker. He had just  returned from
Cardwell where he .was assured Thomas
White wonld be defeated. The govern-
ment had broken faith with the country by
increasing the revenue so enormonsly and
having such large surplusses. He referred
to Mr. O’'Donohoe and asked his hearers
wot to forget 1866.

In concludiug he referred to. Edward
Blake as the bright and rising star of a
new Canadian nationality, and’ compared
him with the plaved out leader of the gov-
ernment.

Mayor MeMurrich’'s Rally at the West End
—An Eneouraging Meceting.

A meeting in support of Mayor McMur-
rich was held last night in St. Andrew’s
hall, and was very well attended, filling the
building. Mr. G. M. Rose, president of
the board of trade, was appointed chairman.
He said that though a manufacturer he was
not being made richer by the N. P., but
poorer. He therefore wished to support Mr,
McMaurrich in order that the working of
the N, P. might be equalized. There are
certain things needful to his manufacture
as a hookseller which could not now, nor
perhaps ever, be procured in Canada. The
profit of the duty on these weut to Mr.

Tiley, not G. M. Rose. Mr. Rose, since
the N. P., empluyed half the number of

workmen he did before it.

Mr. McMurrich, before proceeding to the
political part of his address, paid a high
tribnte to the memory of the late Mr. Angus
Morrison. He then said that all the domin-
ion was looking to the action of Ontario,
and especially to the vote of Toronto.
His opponent had said he wished to ride
into parliament by popularity, yet he had
done nothing to make himself popular,

The farmers taunt
us on account of this bread tax; they could
not import the needful food for their cattle.
They had to export them, or kill them
when young, giving us too much veal and
no beef. Butif the tariff was to be main-
tained, why not keep the present govern-
ment in power? Bat it was needful also to
stand up for the rights of Ortario. It would
never do to put back into power men who
would repudiate those rights, He (Mr.
MeMurrich) did not wish to go into ques-
tions of sectional jealousy against other
provinces, but he wished for our own just
rights as a province. The boundary ques-
tion is one, which once cedeéd, we cannot
alter afrerwards, as we can alter the N. P.
in its details. He, if returaed, would cer-
tainly go in for the coufirmation of that
award, Ontario had been and was the
most prosperous province in Canada, and as
our timber and other produets diminish
year by year,if he did not look after our
Jjust rights we shall be in danger of, dlrgct
taxation. On the stream question he said,
contrary to the compact of confederation,
the Ottawa ministry claim to sit as the
reviser of our legislatior and setting aside
the rights of this province. These were the
two great issues on which he appealed to
the electors of Toronto., He (Mr. McMur-

rich) did not pose as the represen :
ed if he would support the

Its benefits in nd_ were
patent, Then he was asked if he wi l:'p-
ort the protection of workmen's wages a8 a
len in case of bankruptey. Heswas asked if
he would support the seamen’s act. But by
that act any man going on board any ship
was liable to arrest amf imprisonment with-
out trial, Was he in favor of assisted
passages ! When we have a market full of
mechanics here no government had a right
to take those men’s money and import men
to compete with them. In regard to
Chinese labor we don’t want the Chinamen
here at all. [Cheers ]

A. F. Jary said that many promises were
held out in 1878 as to what government
would do for the workingman and the
country. Was our prosperity the result of
the N.P? Had it given us (glnndn for the
Canadians ? According to the returns we
lmport more than we did in 1878. Our ex-
ports have been’less in 1881 than 1878. So
that the farmer had less of the home market
in 1881 than in 1878, It was a vicious idea
that the prosperity of any country could
depend on its government. 1f people. ba-
lieve this they will support the most vicious
governmsnt the world has seen for the
sake of their pocket. The stonecutting in-
dustry had been killed in this country by
the N. P. The great body of the people of
the cities in Canada were the working
classes ; all that they use is heavily taxed,
while assisted passages are given to them
whp would compete with their labor, He
maintained that the price of labor depended
on the law of supply and demand, not on
tariff. In Toronto the carpenters and
bricklayers had 25 per cent better wages
than the trades which were protected.
He then spoke of the Onderdonk contract
as a proof that the government did not
care for the workingman’s wages and of
the Northwest monoply as }a feature natural
to a party which tries to build up privilege
and monoply—the streams for a few, the
land for a few, and the factories for a few,

Capt. W. Hill, said that ever since he
came to Canada he had voted for SirJohn.
The N. P. was opposed to the lumber in-
tersest in which he was engaged, therefore
he would side against it. Soon after Sir
John came into power, a great foreign de-
mand had arisen for lumber.  No thanks to
Sir John or the N. P. At every point the
lumber interest was injured by the taxes on
food, clothing and implements. Next,
what had the N. P. donefor the railways ?
Nothiug but tax them, even their coal. The
increased railway tradeis not a local but
through trade. He admitted that
railway travel had increased very much,
but mot through the N. P. Our
improvement in trade was in sympathy
with trade all over the world.
Speaking of the coal tax he said if it were
not for it we could buy coal here at 5 25.
1t would be better to subsidize Nova Scotia
by a direct tax than by this coal tax. = He
said if we cannot oust this government we
ought at least get a strong opposition. Sir
John needs watching. So does Sir Charles
Tupper. [Laughter.] = The streams ques-
tion was an issue for the legal judges. He
did not condemn Sir John for disallowing
that act.

A conservative speaker who now attempt-
ed to speak from the platform, was greeted
with ' Joud disapprobation, lasting some
minutes,

Mr. Mosszript of St. Marys denied that
the reform party were trying to ride into
power on three side issues, ‘‘ three grunts”
as they were called.  But then is any oene
of primary importance to the just rights of
Ontario, We came into confederation
under certain  conditions, whose vio-
lation would strike to the heart of
every true citizen of ‘this Province. The
streams {disallowance act did not strike at
the gentleman whose claims were now in
question,but at others who might make any
improvements in any of them. He spoke
at soms length on the boundary award
and on the syndicate bargain, contending
that these rendered the tory government
utterly unworthy of coufidence. [Loud ap-
plause.]

Mr. McMurrich then asked a hearing
for a representative of Mr. Beaty on
that platform, although the same freedom
of reply had not been given by Mr. Beaty.

J. Armstrong next took the stand. Hs
explained that he did not represent Mr.
Beaty, with whom he had no connection.
But he did not quite agree with what
Captain  Hill said %bout ratlway traffic.
Here the chairman suggested that Mr.
Armstrong had best resume his seat, which
he did amid great uproar.

G. B. Smith closed the mectizg, and a
vote of thanks was passed to the chairman
amid cheers.

Canada’s Great Fair.

The board of directors of the [oronto
industrial exhibition association met at the
city hall last night, President Withrow in
the chair, A good deal of routine business
was transacted. Secretary Hill said that
in answer to his circular sent out to the six
counties adjacent to Toronto inviting the
pupils of the public schools on Saturday,
Sept. 9, to visit the exhibition,
he hal received many favorable
answers. This will be a new feature in
connection with the exhibition and will be
designated  ‘‘school-children’s day.” A
special program of games with suitable
prizes will be provided, and the little
visitors will be charged a nominal sum,
probably 5 or 10 cents, for entrance to the
ground.

A great many changes have been made
in the prize-list for ladies’ work.
