tinental line. There are uodoubtedly
evils attendsnt on government con-
trol of railways, but they are graduslly
being overcome in Europe and they will be
in Americe. We should have kept our
Pacific railway in the hands of flle people.

As things now are, we'have two immense
corporations struggling for supremacy and
stopping st nothing. They are capturing
the politiciens snd the newspapers; they
will not think twice of overturning the in-
titations of the country if they suppose they
oan attain their ends, .

But they
msy soon find themselves in the midst of
ene, Competition has been killed off in a
great many directions by fusions, and the
Northwest has been handed over to s mon.
opoly road. With sll this high freight
rates are likely to follow. Already the
Grand Trunk is showing the cloven hoof,
and the farmers of the Northwest need ex-
pect 0o tavors from the Pacific. To whom
then are the farmers to look for assistance ?
To themselves, They ocanmot trust the
politicians, for the conservative party is
bound hand and foot to the syndicate, and
the party through some of its lead-
ers is dangerous relations with the
Geand Trunk., They csonot trust the
party] organs, for the Mail is with the syn-
dicate and the Globe is & Grand Trunk
orgsn, with two Graud Trunk * lobbyists’’
and “ pushers ” on its board of directors.
They cannot trust many of the newspapers
throughout the country that have job-rooms
packed with work from one or other of these
railways. There have been some very re.
cent examples of newspapers weakening in
their duty when the orders for Grand Trunk
job printing came round.

The farmers must trust themselves, They
must raise the sati-monopoly cry and they
must watch their representatives, They
must insist on the creation of a railway com
mission, and they must reduce whenever
they csn the privileges now enjoyed by the
two monopolies,

THE PASAMA CANAL.

A report on the Panama canal by Lieu-
tenant Rsymond P. Rodgers, of the U, 8,
navy, published in the New York Herald,
will revive public interest in that great
undertaking. Under the direction of Rear
Admiral Cooper, commanding on the North
Atlaatic station, Lieutenant Rodgers passed
over the line of the canal and examined
its general plans, its conditions and pros-
pects. Large hospitals and workshops have
been erected at Panama and Aspinwall, and
busy villages have sprung up all along the
reute, The number of workmen employed
is between four thousand five hundred and
five thousand, - The greater part of
the laborers are Jamaieans, and
the remainder are Colombians. The
mechanics are American, English and
French. A list of the machinery and ma-
terial on the isthmus is furnished in the
report. It includes steam excavators,
stesm cranes, stesm tugs and lsunches and
all the articles necessary for the construc-
tion of the great work., The preliminary
work of fixing and clearing the route, of
erecting docks, quarters and machine shops
and the sccumulatiog of materials and
labor are so advanced that the work of ex-
cavation will be vigorously prosecuted by
the beginning of the next dry season.

After desciibing the general route of the
canal along the line of the Panama railway
snd the progress of the work, Lisutenant
Rodgers comes to the conclusion that there
can be no longer aay doubt of the intention
of the company to carry out the plan pro-
posed by M. de Lesseps, The date fixed by
M. de Lesscps for the completion of the
cenal is 1888, but Lieutenant Rodgers infers
that it will pot be fivished for some years
Iater. He also believes that the cost will
exceed the estimate of M, de Lesseps, which
i» $600,000,000, Up to the present date

holders of the canal will have little cause of
slarm in the cry over the Monroe doctrine,
The people of the United States have s
deeper interest in this canal than any other,
and they ought not to permit a dog-in-the-
manger policy to stand in the way of its
success, When completed the canal will
be under the protection of the civilized
world, and it will need no strained con-
struction of the Monroe doctrine to give
our neighbors the share to which it will be
eutitled in the. commerce of, this grand
waterway from ocean to ocean,

The postoffice in Yorkville is now merged
in the general Toronto office, and the pre-
sent incuambent will shortly be relieved of
his duties.

It
has & monopoly of the match-making busi-
ness in the States, with factories in all the
leading cities. One of the greatest branches
ot its work is the lumbering, which it
carries on with nine camps in Michigan,
which have produced for the last four months
an averaga of eighteen nundred thoussnd
logs, ali to be split up into splinters for

matches, .
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The Montreal Star. says that a railway
commission with extensive but well-defined
powers would be in the best interests of
everybody, in the long run,

The question of free passes is agitating
some of the state legislatures, A bill has
been introduced in the senate of Pennsylva-
nis to prohibit railroads issning free tickets
to any but their own employes. Chauncey
M. Depew, attorney for the New York Cen-
tral, suggests that a law be passed to make
it » felony for any public officer (including
a legislator) to accept a fres pass.
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1t is evident some reform is required in
the timber laws of the Northwest, Accord-
ing to the Edmonton Bulletin, s man pur-
chasing a quantity of ‘wood from s person
holding a selling permit, can be questioned
as to his right to the wood, and if the sgent
is not perfectly satisfiel can be sarrested,
held in jail for felony, and his wood seized.
