The Right Hon, Hugh E, Childers,
chancellor of the exchequer, presided at the
annual newspaper press diner at Willis’
rooms on June 9, Speaking of the history
of journalism he said: 4480 far as the editors
of newspapers are concerned 1 have mnot
been able to discover that that most valu-
able body has been in existence for very
much more than 200 years; but many of

you “are engsged in reporting for the news-

of the world, The profession
ngor shorthand writing is famousin
, and if during the dark ages
ared, yoa are now onl{
reviving an old profession, and reviviog t
with » skill and & success which perhaps
were claimed by your predecessors many
hundred of years ago. ere is an epigram
in Martial whioh well describes the char-
acter of the reporters and shorthand writers
of his dsy. At that time the character of
reporting and shorthand writing seems to
have been as high as it is now, for his
words are .
Currant verba Jicet, manus est velocior illis:
Nondum lingus suum, dextra peregit opus.
Speaking as I am in the presence of ladies,
I ought perhaps to translate that passage,
and the effect of it isthat the hand took
down the speech more Widly almost than
it could be delivered. hether the story
that Socrates’ conversations were taken
down in shorthand is & myth or not—and
though it rests nron certain plngﬂcal
authority, it probably is 8 myth—it is be-
yond question that in ancient times !.he ard
of shorthand writing was greatly cultivated,
that the speeches made in the Roman senate
at the time of Cetiline’s conspiracy were re-
ported by Cicero’s desire, and that very much
the same calamities fell at that time upon
public men that fall upon them now.
(Lsughter.) Some men were like Julius
Cwmsar, too 1dle to correct their speeches,
and hence they have come down to us in an
incorrect shape, Cicero was 80 disgusted
with the report of his speech for Milo that
he wrote it out agsin in the form which it
now comes beforeus, It appears therefore
that all the difficulties which now beset
public men existed then,including that most
terrible of all tasks, having to correct our
own spaech for the press, I allude to these
facts only to remind you how ancient .is
shorthand writing, snd that the reporters of
the present day may claim to belong to one
of the oldest professions in the world,
