IS NOW MAKING AThe Census Returns.

Although the results of the late census 
show that the population of the Dominion 
has increased by a trifle over 11 per cent, 
during the last decade, yet to the people of 
these maritime provinces it will prove a 
certain di appointment, for we think it 

gem-rally believed that the increase 
of their people would have, at least, been 

t hat named for the whole Do- 
Tho enquiry will bo naturally 

made, what cause or causes have been in 
operation to produce so slight a growth in 
the populations of Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island as 
these returns exhibit? To this question

it may be said that the same 
operated (outside of the towns and cities) 
to render the increase on the Atlantic sea 
hoard of the United States less in ratio 
than it was elsewhere, have been at work 
here. Migration, westward and outward, 
from the earlier settled provinces appears 
to have become a law whose action, though 
not apparent to the casual observer, uevcv- 
thclvss m.'thes its action felt after the lapse 
of a decade. N<> doubt a large portion of 
the increase manifested in our north-west 
may be traced to these lower provinces. 
Second, it is probable that the mode of 
taking the lute enumeration has had 
thing to do with it. The preceding 
was taken on a somewhat different princi­
ple, and it is more than probable that the 
results obtained by that census, as regard* 
numbers, were in excess of what they 
should have been, and, to the extent of 
that excess, the statistics just given to the 
public would be affected, or would appear 
so much the smaller than they should be. 
Other causes than the usual exodus to the 
neighboring states have surely been at 
work in this direction, for the apparent 
loss in population by Antigouish amount- 
lag to nearly 3,000 souls, in Pictou where 
it was neatly 1,000, or in Hants where it 
reached 1,200, from their more remote

Under such 
circumstances, it might reasonably be sup- 

sed that the British public would have 
somewhat over-supplied with fruit, 

especially si;.v.-, in addition to American 
apples, a good portion of the fruit raised in 
Europe has t-tvn marketed in the United 
Kindgom. Time, however, has only served 
to open up and develop new sources of sup 
ply.
