i3 in order to onablo us to reach the joys of
Heaven that we hegin to day the dovotlon
of the Forty Hours. This devotion consists
in tho solemn oxposition of the Blossed
Sacranient for forty hours, together with
oortain Yrucribed prayors and spiritual exor-
cises, It is tho moat solemn devotion of the
Church of God, for 1t is directed to the very

rson of Qur Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ,

o could not have given the carth a richer
gift than He did in ?wmg the Blessed
Eucharist, St. Augustine tella us that even
His iofinite wisdom has no gift more pre-
clous, nor have His infinite riches anything
richer. Of all His gifts of mercy theruis
none to be compared with this Many a
blessing rick ‘n grace has He given us, iut
hero is grace itaelf. Here, in the mystery
in which Josus is shroud:d, the hand of
Jesus i3 ever uphfted in benodiction over
the childrea of the Holy Catholic Church.
He bas given us means to prepare us for
Heaven, bot here is Heaven given to ny
before tho time in come. There is nothing
in Heaven mory precious thau the sacred
humanity and uncreated divinity found in the
Sacrament in which Jesus is. It is in this
mystery thst God exiscs, and pours out the
treasurcs of His love. Such is the wondrous
gift, tho ineffablo treasuro that we possess in
the Church of the living God, in having
within it agitagonl and Wife Jesus Christ pro-
sent uader sacramental veils, Qur Lord pro-
mised this gift almost in the beginning of His

ublic life,” When the great crowd which
ollowod Him were with ut acythiog to eat,
He mado usc of thoe five loaves to foed 5,000
hungry men. On a subsequont occasion,
when crowds followed Him, bopiog to profit
by it in a similar way Ho taught them
saying ,** Your fathers did cat msnna in the
desert, thoy dicd, I am the living bread
which came down from licaven. If any man
cat of this bread ho shall live forever. The
bread which I will give is my flesh for tho
the Jife of the world.” Here was tho mys-
tery which the plummet line of human
reason oould nover fathom  The Jews began
to question the power of Jesus to do this.
They were tho first doubtless, tho predeces-
sota of those who put the same quostions to-
day. Tho Jews said, ** How can this man
give us His flesh to cat ” Jesus did not
argus. That is not His way, nor is it the
way of His Church. Instcad He said,
‘¢ Amen, amen, I say unto you: unless you
cat the flesh of the Son of man and drink
His blood, you shall not have life in yoa.
He that eateth of mo in the Blessed Euchar-
ist livoth also by me.” Some of ths dis-
ciples also began to doubt. They were
touched with tho sceptic spirit of the age.
Thoy could not underatand this profound
mystery of divinelifc. They therefore said,
"¥t is a hard saying and who can hoar it,”
and surning away they left Jeaus, In like
manner now, thoso who do not belicve ia the
presencs of Jesus Christ in the Blossed
Eucharist leave Him and His causo and His
Church bebind them. Then Qur Savionr,
turpiog to tho twolvo said, * Wall you also
go away?” Aund Poter, the first Pape, in
anticipation of tho toachiog authority of tho
Head of tho Church, exclaimed, ** Lord to
whom shall we go? Thou hast the words of
eternal life, aad wo have belioved and have
kuown that thou art Christ the Sen of God.”
There is tho faith of tho Catholic Chu. sh.
Wo baso our undying faith on the imperish-
abls word of God, as Peter did on that oocs-
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sion, Ve beltove and koow that Thou ars
Christ the Son of tho living Uod, who haat
oome i{nto our world. No further word was
sald of this divioe mystery for many months
to coms. Jesus kopt it teeasured up in His
sao ed hesrt. Time passcd on, Jeaun
talked, worked miracles, freed sinners, con
soled the afllicted. At last the hour of the
sacrifice had come, the last suppr arrived,
His heart was heavy with foreboding of tho
treavon of Judas and the mockeries of His
trial, and the undeserved indliguitiea and
