Br all accounts the Nihilistesare not so
few in numbers ns thie woi-ld was at tet led
te suppose. Their gloony organization was re-
presented by the authorities as composed of a
comparatively few fanatical m en and woren,
who bytheir diabolicalenergy rendered t ahem-
selves ubiquitous and almost omniscient; but
latedevelopments show beyond a doubt their
ramifications extend in ail directions through-
out Russia, that they have adherents in every
class, even up as high as Imperialism itselif,
and that they are well supplied both with
brains, money and with mon and womene
ready at ail times te sacrifice theiselves for
the principles they entertain, negative or
Nihilistic and all thoug h the be. The
Nihilistic movement is assuming more
alarming dimensions every day, and we
may soon hear of a bloody revolution.
Thaee sscarcely anything more certain
than that those terrible conspirators
will succeed in murdering the Czar,
and if they do, then comes Chaos. A regency
in the present state of affairs in Russia seems
an impossibility, uness after a long and
sanguinary rebellion in which the authori-
ties will have beau successful. But they may
not be successful, and what thon ? That is
the question which, perbaps, agitates Europe
more than even the etinction of the Roman-
off dynasty, for if Russia bas ber Nihilists
Germany has ber Socialiets, and most Euro-
peau countries have their secret societies who
wait but a favorable opportunity te overturn
thrones and altars. A successful Nibilist
rising would encourage tise Earopean inter-
nationalists fi-cm Brest te Atisene.
