This extraordinary seif-isolation has been brok-
en in upon in modern days ; and, chiefly through the
labors of the American people, Jopan has again en-
tered into jutercourse with the world. The Aungle-:
Saxon has, neceasarily, got share of this intercourse ; |
and, most naturally, he has sbused the privilege by '
acts of the most indescribable ruffianisin. ;
