BEEF AND PORK

SALES OF CANADIAN MEAT TO THE UNITED
KINGDOM-EXCHANGE OF NEW ZEALAND BEEF

AND PORK TO UNITED STATES

Right Hon. J. G. Gardiner (Minister of
Agriculture): Mr. Speaker, before motions
are proceeded with I should like to complete
the statement which I made last Friday with

regard to an agreement between the United
Kingdom, New Zealand and Canada with
respect to meat:

On Friday last, I announced to the house
that an agreement had been reached between
the governments of the United Kingdom,
New Zealand and Canada whereby Canadian
meat will be shipped to the United Kingdom
in exchange for New Zealand beef and pork
which will in turn be sold through normal
commercial channels in the United States.

Further progress has now been made in
these negotiations and it has been agreed
among the thiree governments that the differ-
ence between the United Kingdmn contract
price for New Zealand meat and the price
derived fron sefling New Zealand meat on
the United States market shall be shared
equally between New Zealand and Canada.
The New Zealand share will be used for
buying additional meat in Canada which will
be shipped to the United Kingdom. The
equivalent value in sterling of this additional
meat will be paid to New Zealand by the
United Kingdom. The Canadian share will be
used to offset, to some extent, the loss to the
Canadian government that will be incurred
under the terms of the original agreement.

In this further step in the arrangements,
all three governments will benefit. New Zea-
land will derive higher returns for her meat.
The United Kingdom will obtain more meat,
and Canada is getting an enlarged market for
her surplus meat.

For the information of the house I may
say that shipping space has been arranged
for 600,000 pounds of meat to go forward at
an early date and by the end of this week
an additional 6,000,000 pounds will have been
contracted for and arrangements are being
made for regular shipments.

STRAIT OF CANSO CAUSEWAY
LETTING Or TENDER TO VANCOUVER COMPANY

Hon. Lionel Chevrier (Minister of Trans-
port): Mr. Speaker, I have an announcement
to make respecting the subject of the Canso
project.

Preliminary work is proceeding rapidly for
the construction of the causeway across the
strait of Canso. This impbrtant engineering
work is being undertaken by the federal
government and the province of Nova Scotia
and has reached the stage where tenders
