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that a special committee be set up to investi-
gate the matter, to find solutions and report to
the minister as soon as possible?

Hon. J. R. Nicholson (Minisier of Labour):
Mr. Speaker, the short answer is, no. We have
a very effective committee of this house, as
demonstrated by the work that it has done
during this session of parliament in dealing
with matters relating to manpower and la-
bour. Only under very special circumstances
ought such a matter be referred to a standing
committee, and in this instance I question
whether it is necessary at all to refer the
matter to a committee.

Earlier this session I reported considerable
improvement in our efforts to arrange for
simultaneous publication of the English and
French editions of the Labour Gazette. I then
expressed the hope that by the end of the year
simultaneous editions might be possible. That
that could not be achieved will be evident, for
two reasons: In the first place the chief of the
section was taken ill when trying to meet the
difficult objective he himself had set. He was
away from work for several weeks but is now
back, in good health, and progress is being
made toward the desired objective. There is
another reason. For several months the de-
partment has been pressing the bureau of
classsification for additional appointments to
the staff.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please.

Mr. Nicholson: Those have not yet been
made.

Mr. Speaker: As we are limited to a 30
minute question period perhaps the minister
might use the shorter answer.
