When
we look at the total program we see that ini
one way or another 36,000 studenits will be
guaranteed employment. But I think that this
fact must be seen in its proper perspective. I
do not have the exact figures but I have seen
references i newspapers to, the f act that there
are as many as 600,000 students in Canada. I
belleve it wouJld be more accurate to say that
there are about 450,000 students i institu-
tions of higher learning, universities and
vocational training schools. So we have to
look at this programn from the point of view
of what it will really do.
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
