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governments. of many of the large corporations, and of a 
great many municipalities throughout the country. The 
Department of national Defence has also agreed to assist 
us,both in Ottawa and in other centers throughout Ganada. 
with a view to having the processions and other proceed­
ings on Dominion Day as colorful as possible.

While 7/e have had very little time 
in which to effect any general organization,the Committee 
feels that things are going well and that the anniversary 
will be suitably commemorated throughout the country.on 
July first.

Every effort is being made to ensure 
the presence in Canada at the time of the celebration of 
His Royal Highness the Prince of Wales and of the Prime 
Minister of Great Britain. Assurances have also reached 
the Committee of generous cooperation on the part of 
Canadian residents in the United States. I mention these 
facts because,in an address published in the press a day 
or two ago, I gathered that you had formed an impression 
that the Committee was proceeding in an indolent and 
somewhat narrow fashion. As far as we can see this is 
anything but the case, and I would like to assure you 
that the Committee will 7/elcone any suggestions which 
you may be disposed to make. Unfortunately, for reasons 
of which we are both aware, the Province of Quebec has 
not as yet effected any Provincial organization. We are 
sorry that apparently nothing has been done in the City 
of Montreal.
