Canada is willing and able to receive goods exported 
by other countries. That bo me is the nub of the 
question and quite frankly, I could wish teat all 
of the important, countries would spend a good deal 
of time studying the question of increasing the 
volume of their imports since I do not see any other 
way in which international trade is substantially 
to be increased.
